# Lecture 1 Making the Disciples in All Nations (Mt 28:18-20 Il Tim 2:1-2)

And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.
19Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you.
And behold, | am with you always, to the end of the age.”

You then, my child, be strengthened by the grace that is in Christ Jesus, 2and what you have
heard from me in the presence of many witnesses entrust to faithful men, a who will be able
to teach others also.

Introduction:

In this new year go to all nations by making sure the greatest commission of the Lord ( Mt
28:19-20) and proclaim the gospel to all nation to get the new work in the world.

The command of Lord is able to be called for “build his church”, “evangelize all nation with the
gospel”, and also “make disciples in all nations through evangelism baptizing, teaching and
making them obeyed. Il Timothy 2:2 says, “and what you have heard from me in the presence
of many witnesses entrust to faithful men, ® who will be able to teach others also. “

If we say this one in more detailed thing, according to Colossians 2:7, we should receive the
word of God and obey them and live in the thankful heart.

Today we should decide that first we become his true disciples and we try to make the others
become true disciples in this year.

First, what is the disciple?
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The Greek, Madetes, disciple in Greek means to make the pupil, and then the disciple is
revealed by resembling the teachers. The disciple of the Lord is the one who imitates to the
Lord. The world of truth in the Scripture is revealed by imitating the world of truth.

For example, the verse, “hovering of the Spirit of God” (presence, authority and power) is the
image of God’s glory that is the copy of God’s glory. The creation of God’s image means to
imitate God’s image in thought, word, purpose, motive and result. In other words, it should
reveal the character of God, righteousness, mercy and faithfulness.

Basically the Christian life means the life to imitate Christ and the life to imitate the Apostle.
In other words, to execute the threefold position of messiah is the main job of the disciple of
the Lord. They should keep a prophet role, priestly role and kingship role. This is the disciple
and the church. So we should have to become the disciple of the Lord in our vision and in
actual lives.

Then what character does the disciple have?

1) He should resemble the righteousness of Christ. It means to imitate the holiness, the basic
character not to live worldly life but to live the separated life in the world. Just like Israel
entered into the house that the blood was patched on the pillars, as we live the separated life
in Christ. As we keep this righteousness we are the disciple of the Lord.

The Lord convicted the Scribe and the Pharisees. As he accepted the convenience but despises
the trends of convenience, that is the covetous life and the hypocrite life. When the people
made unclean in the sanctuary, he rebuked them, drove them out and claimed the
righteousness.

So we should establish the Lordship although we have little convenience, “not my will but your
will” And we should have thirsty to righteousness. This is the disciple of the Lord.

2) We should resemble the mercy of Christ. We should be good with righteousness together.
Infinitive forgiveness and mercy are our character. The dimension of Christ’s mercy is so high
for we should love our enemies. We should bestow the mercy to them “the mercy overcomes
the condemnation of God. The disciple of the Lord is the man of mercy.

3) The Christian should resemble the faithfulness. For example, Christ has 100% faithfulness in
his thought, his word, and his activity. It means to live in humility. Arrogance makes the nest of
false things easily.

The one who three characters are settled in it is the disciple of the Lord. So He works until the
purpose shall be accomplished by the presence of Holy Spirit. For example, Peter offered his



whole life through solving this problem. In this New Year We should grow up as the disciple of
the Lord and devote ourselves to change our character.

Second, how shall the disciple make?

The command, making his disciple”, that is to imitate the Lord comes out of the Lord. In the
early of Korean church had n concern to become disciple but has much concern to receive the
special grace through prayer mountain meeting and revival meeting etc. after that they have
much concern in the training of discipleship.

In other words, we should establish our neighbors as the loyal priest. In order to a disciple we
should make sure four following things.

1) We should know the gospel well. We should understand the gospel as we receive the
evangelism.

2) We should settle devotional life habitually in our lives. It means that we need personal
spiritual fellowship with living God.

3) We hood grow up in the Word of God well (the Bible Study) They should learn
obedience — offering of tithe, keeping the Lord’s day, devotional life.

4) They should be made some benefits to the others - the one who establishes the others
(I Peter 2:9), the evangelism, the alms, the mission etc.

Third, why should we make disciples?

The purpose of the Lord is to make the disciples in all nations, to evangelize all people. In
other words, it points to evangelizing all nations. It is to stay at the climax of the covenant.

In other word it means to enjoy Immanuel that means God will be with God.

It does not mean that in the future we have to enjoy it but now we should enjoy it in the world.
Mark 16:20 says, “And they went out and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with
them and confirmed the message by accompanying signs. “The Lord works through the
evangelism of the disciple and reveals the sign and confirmed his word.

This is the essence of Immanuel. In other words, 1. Evangelism 2. Revealing sign (escaping of
the devil, revealing new lounge, removing any poison 3. The work of the word of God is
revealed by the Holy Spirit. Evangelizing aims on discipleship. This is the reality of God’s
kingdom and the restoration of God’s image. In summary three steps, discipleship —
evangelizing and restoring God’s image. Then we can live in abundant life.

= Then how can the Christian life stay in peace? | like to follow the Christian life by Calvin
because it is summarized well.



1) Doctrine — The ten commandment, Lord’s Prayer and the Apostle creed.
2) Life - 1) humble obedience, 2) self-denial 3) Cross-bearing 4) sound life in the present
life 5) the hope

The discipleship consists of five lives. We need much sacrifice to live these lives because the
flesh works severely in us.

My beloved saints,

The church of the Lord is the meeting of true disciples. We should offer much sacrifice to
make the disciple of the Lord. They are the disciple of the Lord, not the human disciples. In
other word they should lie as the one who imitate the image of God. Like Calvin pointed, we
should focus on the humble obedience, self-denial, cross-bearing, participating into the
present life and the life of hope. In fact, it points the life of 8 blessing in Matthew chapter 5.
May the grace of God be with you in the New Year?

# Lecture 2 - Go to All Nations (Mt 28:19-20)

"Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you.
And behold, | am with you always, to the end of the age.”

Introduction:

In this generation we meet much troubles, those are, political issues, economical issues,
cultural issues and social issues. We are wandering before these issues in the contemporary
day to find out some solution. Then that our solution is to restore the evangelism activity that
the church has the primary mission, we believe in it. In South Korea, the United States of
America and Cambodia our actual solution way is to return to the great commission in
Matthew 28:19-20 and obey the direction as the primary mission of the church. In this time,
we think how much is it important and why is it so primary issue?

When | got mission ministry in Cambodia, | met the baptism issue that the lay believer gave
the water baptism to the beginners. The Matthew chapter 28:19-29 reveals four commands,
to go all nations, to make them, to teach the Word of God and to make them obey the word |
his life. And also Mark chapter 16 reveals the command that walk to the world and proclaim
the gospel to them. Here two verbs, to walk and to proclaim, it is summarized by the fact that
you have to walk to all nation to proclaim the gospel, evangelism to them.




As we connect with two verses, we can get that the great command of the Lord must be to do
evangelism. We know that making disciple is the main mission of the church, what shall we do?
It is evangelism. You go to all nations and walk the entire world for evangelism. In a short

word, the main mission is to do evangelism in all nations.

What is evangelism?
First, evangelism is the basic activity to build the church.

The church that the Lord said to build his church should be begun with evangelism. The
primary activity that the Apostles received was the evangelism. We should proclaim the
gospel to build the church of the Lord. As we proclaim the Word of God, somebody listen to it
and repent and believes in it through the work of the Holy Spirit. This is the apostolic
command to the church. It the church is not apostolic, it loses the apostolic authority, power
and presence. What is the apostolic mark of the early church? It was the evangelism towards
the world. The last will that the Lord remained to the church was evangelism.

Basically the Christian was called for as the powerful one | Christ. But as they ignore that price,
they began to be corrupted and lost the image of Christ. The state that Christ will be with
them shall be happen in the evangelist in their experience. Because the wonderful experience
that shall be happened in the evangelist and the missionary is Immanuel, they walk in the
blessed way.

Although the evangelism itself reveals the image of righteousness, mercy and faithfulness in
the obscure state in the world, just it is the key to open the door of heaven. In this year we
should use this key in our lives.

Second, all nations are the object of our evangelism.

The “nation” term was appeared at first after the event of the tower of Babel. (Gen 11:8).
This term, family, society, nation, country etc. have been used until today; now 260 countries
are in the world. The Lord commands us to go to all nations. Here, we find out that the Lord
has much concern to evangelize all families. We should go to 4000 villages in 25 provinces in
Cambodia with the gospel according to the command of Jesus Christ.

The Lord wants to evangelize all nations by starting at the unit of a family and spreading to all
nations or, all tribes. As a mountain tribe accepted the gospel, the faith shall be spread to the
other people and the other nations of the Eastern Southern Asian countries through the power
of Holy Spirit. So we know that evangelizing one family is so important.



When the Holy Spirit works, the effective is powerful. So we should challenge to evangelizing
of all nations in our actual situation.

Third, the evangelism needs the sacrificial activity.

Our time, our body, our materials, our supports etc. request much sacrifice as the mark of
fidelity. The missiology means the evangelism that the Christian proclaim the gospel to the
other culture. Mark said to proclaim the gospel to every creature in detail. (Mk 16:15) We
should start baptism, teaching and making them obeyed the Lord in the life and then they
should become an evangelist. They should go to all nations and proclaim the gospel to them.
This is the greatest command of the Lord. We should make sure it and also we should serve
the church.

The greatest command of the Lord is evangelism that we should go to all tribes to evangelize
all people. So we should check up our activities that we should serve for the evangelism and
mission.

# Lecture 3 The Meaning of Baptism (I Peter 3:20-21)

because they formerly did not obey, when God's patience waited in the days of Noah, while the
ark was being prepared, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were brought safely through
water. 21Baptism, which corresponds to this, now saves you, not as a removal of dirt from the
body but as an appeal to God for a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus

| glorify God for his wonderful grace in this vesting into America because my daughter was
improved by the grace of God and My mission funds was made by much prayer through a
donation person. Basically although | prepared to build CEMF mission center in Phnom Penh
with few millions, | did not permit it but | received some amount, So | decided to build the
educational building in Bailin because the donation person wanted it to make a memorial center

and because Rithy prayed to have the educational building. So on 3-5 2020 we will finish the
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construction project for evangelize Bailin villages. As soon as the mission team evangelism
meeting will be finished at Bailin, it will be started by the leadership of pastor Rithy Chim. In this
time God made me understood precious truth about evangelism and basic truth in my heart.

Among them | understood the meaning of baptism through Peter’s teaching.

Paul understood that crossing of red sea points the baptism because as the Israelite crossed over
the red sea, they experienced their death and their resurrection by faith to Christ's death and

resurrection. It means that the symbolism became into the reality.

However, the Apostle Peter understood the event of Noah's flood points the baptism of his
people. As Noah's 8 families were resurrected out of the flood by the Ark. we were saved out
of miserable sin. So we believe that we experienced death and resurrection. Rom 6: 3-4 says, "Do
you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his
death? 4We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ

was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.”
Today we want to think what the baptism mean in the Christian?

First, the baptism is the first event, (the first step) to build the church in the world. So the Lord
stressed that after evangelism the Apostle should give baptism in the name of trinity God.
Matthew 28:19 says, “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, “. What is the first action the church should

do for the believer? It is to bestow the baptism to him.

- We should admit that the church is the meeting of the people who receive the baptism of
Holy Spirit and also we admit that the Christian should be baptized by the water in the
publically. So we know that without the baptism of Holy Spirit no salvation, without the
baptism of the water, no assurance, and no sound Christian church life. This is the real

mark of our salvation as some mark, just like circumcision and the rainbow signs.

So when we believe in Christ as my Lord, we should request to have baptism of water as

the mark of salvation to the church.
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The infant baptism points the baptism that the Christian parent takes the responsibility to

replace the faith of their infants in order to train the covenantal life.

So as we give four questions to them, they should replace the answer before God. After
the baby will be grown up, they need to accept the faith again before God by himself with
his self- consciousness. Then the baptism has same effectiveness in them. If the
covenantal children will be died for some accidents, we believe that he was saved out of

miserable sin because he is the people of covenant.

So we respect the baptism in personal life. We admit that the baptism date is better than

our birth day.
Second, the baptism is the request that the good conscience pursue on God.

Verse 21 says, Baptism means “as an appeal to God for a good conscience, through the

resurrection of Jesus Christ “.

This definition reveals Christian has good conscience as the criterion to discern the

goodness and the badness, God and Satan, light and darkness.

Here Peter stressed the meaning of baptism more positively. Why? Because the baptism is

not the simple sign or, mere symbol life of the salvation. What is baptism?

It is to use the function of good conscience. Here conscience is the standard to know
the goodness and wrong thing. David confessed that it is the voluntary heart. Paul taught
that we should be careful to keep our good conscience because many people broke his
ship of good conscience function in his life. So the Christian lives to follow the Word of
God, to seek his kingdom and his will and to the direction of Holy Spirit. What is Christian?
He is the man of good conscience. As we were born again in Spirit and in truth, our
conscience was risen by the power of Holy Spirit. ~ And to search for living God by
communication. So we should clean our honest Spirit by applying the blood of Christ.

Holy Spirit works in our heart in applying Christ's death to our sinful heart directly.
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So the one who was baptized should enjoy the fellowship with the living God. This is best

happy moment in Christian life.
We should experience two events in our heart, death and resurrection in our lives.

This is the true meaning of baptism. Jesus Christ stressed that if anybody does not deny
self-denial he cannot follow Christ truly. True baptized person focusses on self- denial in

Christ.
Conclusion:

My beloved saints. We should go to all nation to evangelize them and also build the
church of Christ by knowing the meaning of baptism in our lives. We are saved out of our
sin by accepting Christ cross and his resurrection as mine. So we have the unchangeable
mark in us, the baptism of Holy Spirit with the water of Baptism in church lives. So we
should enjoy the fellowship with living God out of our good conscience. Then we can
glorify God and enjoy God in our lives. Do you have good conscience? Do you enjoy the

fellowship? and also do you deny yourself?

#Sermon1l True Offering (Jn12:1-8)

1Six days before the Passover, Jesus therefore came to Bethany, where Lazarus was, whom

Jesus had raised from the dead. 2So they gave a dinner for him there. Martha served, and

Lazarus was one of those reclining with him at table. 3Mary therefore took a pound of

expensive ointment made from pure nard, and anointed the feet of Jesus and wiped his feet

with her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. 4But Judas Iscariot, one

of his disciples (he who was about to betray him), said, 5“Why was this ointment not sold for

three hundred denarii and given to the poor?” 6He said this, not because he cared about the

poor, but because he was a thief, and having charge of the moneybag he used to help himself

to what was put into it. ZJesus said, “Leave her alone, so that she may keep it® for the day of

my burial. 8For the poor you always have with you, but you do not always have me.”

Introduction
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In Christian life, to learn true offering is very important because it reflects true faith. When we
observe the offering character in us, we can evaluate the level of our faith very well.

Although anybody regulates as one of the best Christians, if he is not faithful in offering
attitude, he must be very miserable state. Why? The offering life proves his faith. Does it
mean that he offered much money to God? No. What is it? According to the Scripture much
money is not much offering and little money is not little offering. The reasonable criteria are
not different to the biblical standard.

One day, Jesus watched out an offering box in a synagogue. A rich man put much gold money
and silver money into the offering box, but a poor widow put a coin into the box. It was very
miserable. Then Jesus taught to disciples about true offering. Jesus declared that this woman
put more offering than the rich. Why? The rich man put his part into the box, but the
miserable widow put all thing in her daily life. Before God much offering consists of his
devotion and his love to God. The text stressed this truth again by teaching true offering to us.

1. What is true offering?

The text reveals an obvious event to us. After Jesus rose the dead Lazarus out of his tomb, his
sisters, Martha and Mary prepared a banquet for Jesus and his disciples in their house. Then
Mary anointed on Jesus ‘s head and washed his foot with her hair with her tear. Then Iscariot
Judah criticized Mary devotion, Verses 4-6 says, “4But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (he
who was about to betray him), said, 5“Why was this ointment not sold for three hundred
denarii and given to the poor?” 6He said this, not because he cared about the poor, but
because he was a thief, and having charge of the money bag he used to help himself to what
was put into it. “ Then Jesus says, “Jesus said, “Leave her alone, so that she may keep it® for
the day of my burial. 8For the poor you always have with you, but you do not always have me.”
- Here we can find real offering, real devotion obviously.

- In our lives when we always worship to God we have to remember this teaching to us.
What is true devotion?

I It is to devote our offering as the representative of our all things to the Lord.

Here, Mary offered her most valuable a pound of expensive ointment made from pure nard, to
the Lord. How much is it? It was 200 denarii (a man’s salary one year). Then the Lord evaluated
that she offered much offering. True offering should include the offered himself as Cain and
Abel.
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Ex: Cain and Abel- same altar, same place, same time same method. But their result was
different. Genesis 4:4-5 says “and Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of their
fat portions. And the Lord had regard for Abel and his offering, 5but for Cain and his offering
he had no regard. So Cain was very angry, and his face fell. “God looked at the offering and the
offered. So we have to check up our offering in worship time, our praising, and our ministry.

Il. It is to devote ourselves to the Lord than our neighbors.

Ex: Judah criticized Jesus’s action that accepted Mary’s anointed offering. Two kinds of her
special devotion, 1) She offered herself to Jesus — her hair was used by the Lord. 2) She offered
the best gift to the Lord. — 200 denarii value one time to the Lord. It seemed to be meaningless
for temporary perfume. Then Jesus pointed, “Jesus said, “Leave her alone, so that she may

keep it® for the day of my buria
Here, we have to learn that true offering is to offer only first Jesus himself.

lll. Itis to focus on the cross of Christ that is the redemption.

1. The Lord says “ZJesus said, “Leave her alone, so that she may keep it for the day of my
burial. 8For the poor you always have with you, but you do not always have me.” True offering
is true worship. So the man who was saved out of his miserable sins should offer himself to
God to proclaim the salvation to the world. Judah could not understand true meaning of the
worship because he was not born again in his life. How about the Pharisees?

2. We should offer ourselves, our precious money and our whole life to God, the salvation is
only the motive to offer true offering.
Ex: Livingstone’s offering

Conclusion:

1. True devotion shall bring about wonderful events those are; the Lord shall be glorified,
the offered himself shall receive wonderful grace from God. Now the Lord search for true
offering true worship in the earth. Although you are very poor, you can offer wonderful
present to living God.

If we become a rich man in every area in our lives. Please follow the Scripture direction in
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Malakai 3:10 “Bring the full tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in my house.
And thereby put me to the test, says the Lord of hosts, if | will not open the windows of
heaven for you and pour down for you a blessing until there is no more need.
” What is the bugler? He is the man who ignores the tithe to offer the Lord.
What is God’s promise? It is to pour out wonderful money to us in our whole lives.
Remember the promise challenge it. if you want to become a rich man, obey this command
in your life. May the blessing of God be with you obeying this command.
