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Lecture 1 Who is Jesus? (Jn1:1-5)

Lecture 1 Who is Jesus? (John. 1:1-5)

'In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. “He was
in the beginning with God. *All things were made through him, and without him was not
anything made that were made. *In him was life and the life was the light of men. °The light
shines in the darkness and the darkness have not overcome it.

Introduction

1) The gospel of John was written by John, who was changed into a gracious man out of hot
temper character like the thunder. After he accepted Jesus as his Lord, he was changed into a
man of love like a dove.

2) So John could focus on the heavenly world. In his book the gospel of John it reveals the
divine nature of Christ. Whenever we read it, we can find the wonderful truth of who Jesus is.

Who is Jesus? Although he lived in the world as a man, he is God eternally. Jesus is the son of
God, that is, God. If we want to know Jesus more, we have to return to the gospel, and we have
to read it in detail. Then we can meet Jesus as the son of God.

3) Today the text reveals who Jesus is obviously. Who is Jesus?

First, Jesus was in the beginning.

1. Verse 1 says “‘In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the
Word was God. “He was in the beginning with God.” Before the creation the World the
Word (logos) was in the eternal world. Who is the Word in the text? It reveals God, God
with God, and the creator to make all things. Moreover, just like this thing, as we speak
our thought with our verbal expression out of our mouth to the other, God reveals his will
as the wonderful channel, Jesus Christ, the Word. So whoever wants to see God should
return to Jesus, because only He is the way, the truth and the life. So he is called for the
image of God.




2. If you want to see God first, go to Jesus. Whoever meets Jesus can meet the invisible
living God. Already we see God in Christ. So John confessed that he himself saw God,
touched God, heard God and communicated Him in the earth.

3. As we know, most Cambodians accept Buda as God. Actually Buda was a historical
person because he claimed as a man, he could not say as God. He confessed “you for
yourself should accomplish your salvation (yelban in a Buddhism term). Why? Because
He could not say that he was God in the beginning. But Jesus was different essentially.
As we read the gospel in the Scripture, he claimed as God did. (said, claimed, healed and
revealed God’s nature)

John chapter 8:58, ““Very truly I tell you,” Jesus answered, “before Abraham was born, |
am!” Reveal good evidence to us. What is it? Someday, a Jew asked who you are to Jesus
because Jesus claimed that Abraham called for Jesus as his Lord. Actually Jesus lived after
Abraham lived in the earth about 2000 years ago. His explanation was very strange, very
ridiculous. Then Jesus claimed that Abraham was his children. What do you think about that?
Do you think that Jesus was very stupid for his accounting problem? Then The Jew pointed and
asked “Did you live before Abraham? Jesus claimed that he really existed before Abraham was
born. When the Jew tried to cast stones to kill him.

So we have to ask to Jesus. “Who are you? Really did you exist before creation in the
beginning? And also the author of Proverbs in the Old Testament claimed that the wisdom of
the proverbs was before creation with God (Proverb 8:22-24)

“The Lord brought me forth as the first of his works ?Znefore his deeds of old; %1 was formed
long ages ago, at the very beginning, when the world came to be. **When there were no watery
depths, I was given birth, when there were no springs overflowing with water; “

The passage reveals the wisdom as a metaphor of Jesus. Actually in the light of the gospel the
wisdom was Jesus. Jesus Christ is incarnated wisdom in the world to reveal the heavenly Father
to his people. Who is Jesus? Jesus was the Word and the wisdom that existed before creation,
now; he works in our heart and in our lives. If anybody accepts Jesus as his savior, he can know
before Creation in Christ. May God’s grace shall be provided to your heart! Who is Jesus?

Second, Jesus was the creator.

1. John understood the fact in verse 3, ““all things were made through him, and without him
was not anything made that were made. “ Jesus was the Word who reveals the invisible
God very well to us, and also he made all things in the world. It means that Jesus was the
creator. Who made these things? Jesus. So we can enjoy Jesus’s grace in all things. And
we can understand the purpose of all things in the earth. Absolutely all things should
offer all glory to Jesus. Why? Because Jesus was the creator who was the owner and the
Lord of all things.

2. So, Rom. 1:20 says “’°For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—his

eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what
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has been made, so that people are without excuse. What does it mean? It means that all
creatures’ reveals the invisible divine character, those, godliness and divine power
(righteousness, mercifulness and faithfulness to the world. In other word, it means that all
creatures reveal Jesus.
3. Why? Because Jesus was the creator and the owner and the Lord of all things.
1. So we cannot agree the evolutionism which teaches that an ameba was developed to the
monkey and to the man. Actually, intensely they try not to believe the Scripture. But The
Scripture proclaims that Jesus created all things. We believe in it. When we accept the new
years in our lives, we thank God for his wonderful grace to live in the Word of God. It is a very
good chance. We have to have a wonderful vision in our heart to glorify God. And we have to
find our purpose in our lives. After we know the purpose of our lives, we have to approach Him
to know our personal purposes in this year.

4. What is your target in your life? Why do you make money in this year? Why do you keep
good health? Because you have to glorify Father-God, Son-God and Holy Spirit-God. Do you
have true peace? If you stay in your creator, you can enjoy true peace. But if you leave from
your creator, you cannot enjoy the abundant grace rather, you shall taste the eternal
darkness. Now come to your creator!

Third, Jesus was the life.
1. Who is Jesus? He was the Word, the creator and also the life. In verse 4, we read that” %in
him was life; > and the life was the light of men.”

The life means the eternal life. Jesus is not the eternal life but the eternal life belongs to Jesus.
Where is the life? The passage said that the life abides in the light. The light is a metaphor to
express Jesus. When we see the light in the dark room, we concentrate on the light. Just like
such thing, Jesus is only the life as the light every man should look at Him.

Who is Jesus? He was the light. It means that he was the source of goodness, righteousness and
faithfulness. Actually Christian life depends on the fact, Jesus was the light. Paul explains that
the fruit of the light are goodness, righteousness and faithfulness. (Ephesian 4:8) “*for you were
once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light *(for the fruit of the
light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) as we read it John saw the life in the light.
It means that the light is the life; the heavenly light points the eternal life. So he stressed that
Jesus is the only eternal life. Without Jesus, we cannot possess the eternal life in our heart.

Do you have such life in your heart? When did you have this life? In your long life in Cambodia
which lived under the influence of Buddhism, really do you the eternal life? Actually Buddhism
cannot solve the issues of death or, the eternal life. Only Jesus can solve them in the world. So
He claimed strongly “Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to
the Father except through me. “(John14:6) Now, you can accept Jesus as your Lord in your
lives, you can be saved out of every curse and every miserable state by accepting the merit of

Jesus Christ. Why? Because Jesus Christ is the life.
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Conclusion

As we think of them, 2000 years ago, John understood such wonderful facts in Jesus who lived
in Israel. Who is Jesus? He was the Word, the creator and the eternal life. We believe in them.

My beloved saints, did you accept Jesus as your Lord? If you have no Jesus, now, accept Jesus
unconditionally. Then Jesus shall enter into your life. Then you shall experience wonderful
grace in your life. Jesus promised, “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. “(John 3:16)

Who is Jesus in the Scripture? He is the Word, the creator and the eternal life. And also as we
accept Jesus as my Lord we can enjoy wonderful blessing in the world, in the future world.
When you know Jesus we can see the heaven and the heavenly world. Although we are very
tied in our lives, we can enjoy the best delight in our heart that influence to every things in us.
May the blessing be with you in your life?

Introduction:

1. Atthe first lecture | said who is Jesus Christ? He was the beginner, the creator, the
provider, the redeemer, the judger. In this time what is Jesus? We think of his work on
the earth. The Scriptures said the seven works: birth, evangelism, death resurrection,

ascend, pouring of Holy Spirit and consummation for 33 years.

2. Today we think of 7 events of his whole life.

1) His birth — He was born out of the virgin at Bethlehem in Israel.
Mt 1:21 “She will bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for he will save his
people from their sins.”
Jn 1:14 “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory,

glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.”

2) His evangelism — He proclaimed to repent and to believe and went to evangelism to
all Israel. Mk 1:14-15 “Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee,
proclaiming the gospel of God, and saying, “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of

God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospe

His death — He was crucified on the cross for the salvation of his people. Mk 10:45
“For even the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a
ransom for many.”

His resurrection - After three days he rose out of his death. | Cor 15:3-4 “For |
delivered to you as of first importance what | also received: that Christ died for our
sins in accordance with the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the
third day in accordance with the Scriptures,”

His ascend — After 40 days of revealing his resurrection to his disciples he was
ascended into the heaven. Acts 1:9 “And when he had said these things, as they
were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. “Lk24:50-
51 “And he led them out as far as Bethany, and lifting up his hands he blessed
them. While he blessed them, he parted from them and was carried up into
heaven. “

His pouring the Holy Spirit — After his ascendance he poured the Holy Spirit to the
church. Acts 2:33 “Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having
received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that
you yourselves are seeing and hearing.”

His consummation — Finally he will come again in the world to accomplish his
redemption. Acts 1:11 “and said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into
heaven? This Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same

way as you saw him go into heaven.”

Conclusion:

1. We should know who Jesus is. And also we should know his work in the world.

We think of 7 events in his life for 33 years.

reveal the promised blessing (God's love and God's life)

1. Blue color — Creation - In the beginning God created the world out of
nothing by his word. (Gen 1:1). And also the love of God made this beautiful
world. ( Gen 1:2)

“In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. “ (Gen 1:1)

“The earth was without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was
hovering over the face of the waters.” (Gen 1:2)

2. Black color — Corruption — But the first man, Adam disobeyed the command
of God and committed sin, the death entered into the world. (Gen 2:16-17,
Rom 3:20)
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And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “You may surely eat of every tree of the garden, but of the tree
of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” (Gen
2:16-17)

For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Rom 6:23)

. Red color — God’s Demand — For the wage of sin is death (blood), God
reguired a complet offering for his righteousness. So in the Old testament,

many animals- offerings revealed God’s demand. No blood, no salvation.

. Cross and three clystal colors — Christ’s death —Jesus Christ, 2000 years ago
came into the earth and died on the cross to instead your sin. His death

cleaned our all sins. (ICor 15:3, Hebrew 10:10).

" For | delivered to you as of first importance what | also received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance
with the Scriptures,”
“And by that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.”

Our salvation needs Christ's death. So Jesus Christ was died on the cross and
until the third day he stayed in the tomb. (I Cor 15:4)

“that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures,”

. Crystal heart - Christ’s Resurrection — After he was risen out of his death to

give the eternal life to us. (Jn11:25)

“Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life.2 Whoever believes in me, though he die, yet shall he live,”

. White color- Forgiveness - By believing him we are forgiven by God's grace.

(Eph 2:8-9, | Jn 1:7) Our every sin was cleaned by faith eternally.

“For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a
result of works, so that no one may boast.”

“But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus his
Son cleanses us from all sin.”

. Golden color - Heaven - If you die now, you can go to the heaven by faith. It
is his faithful promise. (Lk23:42-43)
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“And he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.” And he said to him, “Truly, | say to you,
today you will be with me in paradise.”

If you want to accept Jesus as your Lord, now invite him as your Lord. (Rev
3:20)

"Behold, | stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, | will come in to him and
eat with him, and he with me.”
