1. The foundation of knowledge (1:1-7)

What wisdom does the proverb rveal to us about the beginning of
the lfe? First, we have to begin with understanding the proverb is
the word of God not the word of the man. When we apply the
proverb to our live we ca now the teaching, crrecting, convition

and the eduction ofrighteusness.

Second, we hve to begin with expectation to bring up te frui in
the life. Thr proverb rebeals obviously because it know the inner
transformation as our purpose. In other words we can spiritual
transformation as we obey the Scriotures, the souce of the

wisdom.( II Tim3:16-7)

Third, we have to enjoy the fear of the Lord. In every day we
should enjoy the fear of jehvah. Because when we honor the
Lord we are able to experience the power of activation that an

eagle rises u in the sky.
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Lecture 3 The added discourse to the wisdom (Prov 1:8-9:18)

1) Two things we should hold (Prov 1:8-19)

The text reveals obviouly two direction that the believer should

hold. What are they?

First, it exhort that we should go by listening to the Word.
Verses 8-9 say that we should not leavefrom the law. Here the
father andmother mean the Scripture. Because the Wordof God
is alive we are able to read, meditate them, we can tastethe
eternal life.(Mt 4:4) Just like Ezra did we haveto decide to

receive the grace out of God and practicw it in our lives

Second, It exhort that we should watch out the craft of the
wicked. (10-19) Vers 10 tells us not to pusure four things: the
craft to bleed the neighbors ( not mercy), the crft to avouer their
neibours covertly.,( Covet) , the wicked uninon craft to exhort to
take a pocket( wrong union)(15) and the hidden sin to wait for
their neighbours in quiet stat.(16) Let’'s take away suh sins in

the life.

2) Let’s listen to crying out of wisdom (Prov 1:20-33)



The text reveals that as soon as we listens to the the crying
voice of wisdom we have to response to them immediately. What

1s the life that resoponses to the fear of God?

First, he should to listen to the devoted entreat of the wisdom.
According to 20-27 the wisdom called out passionately at the
road, the playground, the corner of the crying way, the corner of
the city and among the city (23) by revealing the echtological

warnings.(26) It means the last chance in his life.

Second, when the wisdom call out us we shoud response to it
immediately. When there is no answer,they shall meet with fear

and calamity as storm and gale.

Third, they should ask the eternal peace that the wisdom
provides to them. The life that responces to the gospel is to
listen to the loving voice of the Lord and to response
immediately and also seek to the eternal peace. (31,33) Let us

seek the peace of the wisdom.

3) The Life of the Word and the Prayer( Prov. 2:1-9)

How can we possess the wisdom in our lives?



First, we can possess the widom as we receives the word of God.
If in wordly work we devoted ourselves to them for
successfulness, we should devote ourselves to this thing, So the
text stresses to recleveit, to possess it, to listen to it and put

your heart on it.(1-2)

Second, we can possess it by working of prayer. Verses —4 tells
usto seek it and call for it. So we should want to receive the
wonderful grace out of the strugglling prayer. We should caution
that we get any benefits without struggling. We should enjoy to
receive the grace of God with our effort. We know justice, honest,
and righteousness very well through faitfulness.(6-9) “To know
God” is the ultimate purpose of the chritian life. We should

devote ourselves to it with whole sacrifice.

4) The benefits that the wisdom gives (Prov. 2:10-22)

As we get the wisdom of the fear of the Lord, What is our benefit?

First, the joy of soul come to us. Verse 10 reveals includes that
Christ rules over every thing by admitting Christ as the Lord in

the life. “
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Second, we should have to get out of trouble. Verses 11-15 says
the corruption of the wicked and verses 16-19 says the salvation

out of the temptation of the lewd woman.

Third, It help to keep going on the rhe way of righteousness.
When we listen to the voice of the wisdom, we can overcome the
severe temptation that come to the heart of Christian walking on
the narrow way. By devoting ourselves to have prayer and
mediate on the Word of God we should enjoy heavely blessing

and absolue protection out of evil situation continuaouslly.

5) The Principles of blessing (Prov3:1-6)

The Proerb teaches how we get the blessings of longlife, peace,
honor and guide clearly to us. First, When we obey the word
of God we get the blessing of longlife and peace (1-2).To keep
the Word of God, “my law”, “my command” is not easy. The style

of the law and the command provide some help to keep them.

Second, when we love mercy and truth, we get the honor by God
and man.What does love and truthmean? In other words they are
love and true.lt is the word of God, the Scripture. When we
embrace the Scripture and follow it we can taste the sweetness

and proclaimhem toourneighbours.
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Third, when we depend on Jehovah and admits him any time we
can receive his lead. Just like the voage that we know our way,
as we pursue to the leading of the Lord, we shall be prosperous

by following the Word of God.

6) The faith that cannot be shaked (Prov 3:21-26)

To fear the Lord is to keep the wisdom. The word is another

expression of keeping the faith.

First, what is the blessing to keep the faith well? The text
promise three blessing those are; the fullness of life, the work of
prosperity (25), and hevenly peace. Today many people do not
devote themselves to keeping this wisdom and the self-control.

We have to long the best blessing and to offer all things to it.

Second, what should we do to keep the faith rightely? We
should devote ourselves to repentence, prayer and dependence.

In order to get such blessing, we should pray early as the camel

knee.
7) The right way of the relationship of neighbors (Proverb
3:27-35)

How does the text say to keep the relationship of neighbor?

First, verses 27-31 reveals the attitude of the weak; providing
goodness to them, doing not take jerousy to the neighbor. It
points that we should bestow the mercy to the weak because this
is the godliness that was admitted by the people.(James 1:27)
Second, But we should not pursue the wicked by quarreling
compromising and applauding. To the wicked it is easy to
avenge the enemy and hate them. However the Scriture stresses
that we have to commit their eed to God and give to bless to
them. Third, to the the righteous and the wicked the Scripture
says three thongs to us. The righteous take to communicate to
God but the wicked shall be cursed by God. The righteous
receives the grace but the wicked receive mocking. And also the
rightous receives the inheritance of glory but the wicked
dishonor. The Christians should approach to the life with holdng

such glorious promies

8) Love the wisdom (Prov.4:1-9)

Today we think the method that we relate to the widom and the

results as followings.

First, how can we take relationship with the wisdom? Wisdom,

insight, understanding in the text reveal the feature of the
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wisdom to us. The text shows four methods ; 1) to listen to
(1,5,7) 2) to keep it on, to love(6) and lift it up(8). It means the
method to love the word of GodSecond, what blessing does the
one to love the wisdom receive? He shall revive (4), shall be
protected(6) and shall be honored(9) To getsuch wisdom we
sould love the wisdom very much. To love the proverb points to
take the relationship with the wisdom. Our own flesh bardes the

accomplish the kigdomof God in our lives.

9) The way of the righteous and the wicked (Pro 4:10-19)
What is the way of the righteous and the one of the wicked and
what result shall be brought to them? First, the way of the
righteous sunshins like the risen sun. (10-13) The way of the
righteous points the life united with Christ and the result shall
bring the more brightness like a risen sn and the brightness of
the day. How shall the brightness of future be revealed? As we
live the righteous life it is possible. The way is to keep the
united life devotedly Second, The wicked way become
darkness. (14-17) The way of the wicked is the short way of
the deceived man. He does not sleep without the wicked deed
and try to have the life united with the unrighteous. Verse 19

'3

says, ° Although we are the Chrisians, without abiding in

Christ he ca live in the darkness.
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10) Keep your heart (Prov 4:20-27) How important is keeping
the heart and how shall we keep it? First, Why 1s keeping the
heart so important? Because the source of the life comes out of
this one. As he keep this teaching , it shall be your life and it
shall be a good nuturition. The source of the life is God for
he controls it, the heart of born again Christian is able to be the
sourse of the life. As the heart shall be filled with God, the
things God pleases shall be revealed and as it will be filled with
the devil, the fruit of devil shall be revealed. How can we keep
our heart? To keep our heart we try to do two things. We

should not offer our parts to the tool of evil. (24—27)

11) The mouth should be leave out of false craft and the lips
out of false craft, the eyes and eyelibs should look at rightly,
and also the feet walk on the plain road that made the way

strengthen. And we should offer us as the tool of righteousness.

12) We should listen to the word of God carefully and should
not leave out of the door of wisdom and keep on the way. It

means that we should concentrate on the Word of God.
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13) Warn the temptation of the prostitude woman (Prov 5:1-
14) Here “lewd woman” points the adultery that happened
between the mail and the femail, and also it means to follow the
false teaching. The way to overcome this one is to follow the
wisdom. Why shuld we follow the wisdom? First, because the
temptation of the lewd womand is so charm. It stimulate us like
honey and oil, finally it is like a and sharpen sword, and make
us dropped into the dead place and hades (5) and make us

become dull. (6)

Second, because the temptation of the lewd womand is so
harmful. We shouldstay in the grace of Holy spirit to become a
wise person to discern them. Third, how can we follow the
wisdom? We should be carefyul of it, listen to our eares to the
the word of God, and keep the sicerity, and keep the knowledge
and should not throw away the Word of God.

The self-image of godliness that was revealed through the prayer

of Agur (Prov 30:7-9)

Introduction:

Generally the one who loves the family thinks of the happiness
of family in his life. because it is the one of common grace that
was rooted in the Scriptures. If the contemporary persons
returned to the teaching of the Scriptures, they shall solve many
issues out of the miserable states. Especially the teaching of
proverb reveal much truth in order to keep the sound family.
Among them the pryer of Agur in Proverb 30:7-9 provides
the wonderful impression to us. Although many people ignore
the actual prayer, if they observe the one of Agur, he can learn
much truth out of that like the prayer of the Lord.

Especially like Job, Agur was a godly person who came out of

Asian line that was related to Ismael according to Massoret’s
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teaching. What did he pray to God as the ultimate purpose in his

whole life? Verse 7 said, .

What were they?

1. Because he wanted the faithfulness in his whole life he

settled that he escaped out of decept as a prayer title of his life.

1) The contemporary church seek the pragmatism, he seek the
faithfulness in his life. Why did he pray such title to God?
Because I tought that he saw the wonderful grace through his
own life. Really the christians contacted the same truth
as they were born again. We love the faitful attitude, faithful
motve and faithful work. As Paul executed his ministry at
Ephesian churchm he served the church as honest and tears.

“ (II Tim 4:13) He seek the simple necessity at his prison
life. He was a very faithful servant to the Lord. Actually
and also we should live as the faithful life. John Calvin in
his Istitute that are depended on I Corinthian chapter 7, the
Christian actual life needs to enjoy the goodness of common

grace. [ Corin 7:29-31 say He was faithful to a little

thing. Agurs prayer followed to such principles of his ministry.

1) What is the Christian? He is a faithful person. How can
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he be faithful in his life? [ assured that when he remains in the
Word of God, the truth, he can be faithful. If he escapes out of
the Scripture, he can fall down into the falsehood. Why?
Because only the Word of God must be the truth (Jnl17:17
“Sanctify them® in the truth; your word is truth.”)

2) But what is the man? Basically he is unfaithful in his
whole life. Jeremiah and the book of Proverb stresses that the
man is corrupted being.  So without being attached on the
word of God he shall be falsehood and love the boasting in his
life. Why? Because Holy Spirit is the spirit of faithfulness and the
Scripture is faithful language.

What is the our ministry? It should be faithful ministry because
Holy Spirit works through the Scripture. So the workers of God
should abide in the Scripture in his whole life. If he loves that
Scripture he cannot follow the Lord for his inside falsehood and
lying work strongly.

3) For example there is an event recently in a big church
and a leader in South Korea. He was fallen down into the
falsehood because he wrote down some parts of his Dr.
Dissertation out of the other author. It is stolen action. He were
harmed because his small falsehood and the church members

was frustrated deeply.
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In your school life what do you learn out of your subjects?
Although we are learning the several subjects, we need to learn

faithfulness in our lives.

II. He wanted to have his daly bread because he wanted to
live the God centric life.

1.“ give me neither poverty nor riches; feed me with the food
that is needful for me,”(8)

What do you think of it? It is related to the prayer of the Lord.

What points does it resemble to the Lord’ prayer?

i) He focuses on the balance and moderation of his life.

2) He focuses on the spiritual food than the physical food.ng
life

3) He focuses on humility, self-denial than boasting life.

This is a important spiritual principle. Israel in the wilderness
followed this principle and God guided them into the place

Ex: As the heavenly manna was given to them, thy gathered
hem every day morning time on the wilderness. Then God gave
some directions to them. Among them they had to keep that they
had to gather only their daily food for their family. If they break
that regulation their manna should be rotten by some worms.

They were trained for 40 years in the wilderness. They should
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follow the principle of daily bread. As we know the manna is
the symbolism of Christ. John says the reality of the manna is
Jesus Christ.( John6: 35-50)  Our daily bread is Jesus Christ.
In our earthly life we have to live Christ centric life, as Paul
stressed inI Corinthian 1:23-24, “For Jews demand signs and
Greeks seek wisdom, 23but we preach Christ crucified, a
stumbling block to Jews and folly to Gentiles, 24but to those who
are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and
the wisdom of God“. This is just the life of contents and
sufficiency in Christ. Paul says “I rejoiced in the Lord greatly
that now at length you have revived your concern for me. You
were indeed concerned for me, but you had no opportunity.
11Not that I am speaking of being in need, for I have learned in

whatever situation I am to be content.“(Philip4:10-11).

Actually if he learns this principle he can enjoy all things in
Christ.

This is to pursue the moderation in Christ. This is to follow the
virtue in the world. This is the best safe seat of the Christian life
in the world. The gospel lead us to pursue the wonderful

blessing place.
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I think that many people misunderstand the true meaning of
Jabez’s prayer, because they used the theory of pragmatism, the
theology of prosperity. But we need to relate to the Akur’s faith
that pursues the moderation in the early life.

We have to overcome the temptation of worldly temptation in
enjoying good things in this earth. So we need to learn Akur’s
faith. He stressed to walk through the way of moderation, the
narrow road, the most useful life

and the abundant life in Christ.

What is the fullness of Holy Spirit? It is to follow the assurance
of Akur.

Verse 9 says “Olest I be full and deny you and say, “Who is the
Lord?”

or lest I be poor and steal and profane the name of my God.”
What does it mean? He wanted to live God- centric life in the

earth.

Long time ago when [ served military duty in my country, South
Korea, I prayed to the Lord depened on the Psamls 27:4 “One
thing have I asked of the Lord, that will I seek after: that I may
dwell in the house of the Lord all the days of my life, to gaze

upon the beauty of the Lord and to inquire€ in his temple.”
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“ Then I took his prayer title as mine. Because of the bad
environment that I could not present to the church in the Lord’s
day. As I read this passage I found the prayer title of his whole
life. Later I made sure his consistent prayer in his life must be
to abide in the Lord’s house because he assured that only
Jehovah must be the rock.

Who is your rock you can dwell eternally safely and consistently
in our life? it is Christ Jesus, and his Word. What is your best
desire in our life in your present life and in your future life? As

Akur did we have to abide in the God centric life. Don’t you think

so?

Conclusion

1) The self-image of godly man (Prov 31:1-9)

Introduction:

1 In remembrance of Christian family, we need to draw the

normal image of manhood and womanhood in our heart to
accomplish keeping the sound family in order to accomplish the
purpose. Now, [ want to treat to the manhood image in our lives.
What do you think of it? Do you have a self-image of manhood in

yvour heart? [ would like to introduce the revelation of proverb 31:
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for you to know the wonderful mage in our hearts.

2) The text reveals the detailed instruction of normal
Christian life in the manhood. Many people think that Lemuel
came out of Arabia just like, Jabez or, Job and also his mother
was a godly woman and a royal family. Although we do not
know the detailed background of the king, we have to admit that
it should be concluded into the special revelation of God.What
did Lemuel learn by his godly mother in the inspiration of Holy
Spirit?

3) [t emphasize that the king should prohibit following three

things.

First. the king should caution the woman.

1) Verse 3 says “Do not give your strength to women,” As
we know David and Solomon had been failed bythe relationship
to the women. David had been tempted by a woman, Basheba
and adultery and murdur. And Solomon had 300 wives and 700
concubines in his later life. And also the king, Ahab was failed
because his wife, Isabella who many people called for her as
one of the most wicked women in the history.

Proverb 6:20-28 stressed to caution the allure of prostitutes by

using many metaphors.
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“20My son, keep your father’s commandment,

and forsake not your mother’s teaching.

21Bind them on your heart always;

tie them around your neck.

22When you walk, they? will lead you;

when you lie down, they will watch over you;

and when you awake, they will talk with you.

23For the commandment is a lamp and the teaching a light,
and the reproofs of discipline are the way of life,
24to preserve you from the evil woman,®

from the smooth tongue of the adulteress..

25Do not desire her beauty in your heart,

and do not let her capture you with her eyelashes;
26for the price of a prostitute is only a loaf of bread,®
but a married woman® hunts down a precious life.
27Can a man carry fire next to his chest

and his clothes not be burned?

280r can one walk on hot coals

and his feet not be scorched?

In our Christian life and in our ministry we should caution the

temptation of any women or men. Why? Because we have the
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burning, stimulating, sinful desire, if we cannot handle it, we
shall fail execution of our ministry. It is very severe elements

and very harmful dirty elements to follow Jesus Christ.

2) What is the normal image of the manhood in our
ministry? It is to escape the sexual desire temptation because it
is just like a fire.

Positively we have to pursue the habit of godly life in his daily
life. Among them we need taking the regular devotional time
and exercising some activities, and other methods that is able
to avoid out of physical desire.

If you have any temptation in your heart, now he should repent
and pursue to study the Word of God. When we read and
meditate the Word of God, God provides the powerful grace to
overcome the temptation. Why does the Scripture prohibit
using the garlic, vinegar, spicy materials in mnormal meal for
[srael? Because this was one of elements to control his desire in
order to overcome the abnormal sexual desire.

3) So we have to draw sound image to use the precious
desire in our lives. We have to despise the secular usage to
accomplish the sound family according to the teaching of the
Word of God.

4) Actually we live in the environment of such temptation,
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legalizing the polygamy and the gay and unfaithful attitude of
thetemptation in the earth. Especially the Christian follows the
wisdom. We are the kings in the life of Christ. Actually when
we meet many chance to meet to all people unconditionally in the
name of Jesus under the godly style. Then the ministers should
caution these things, he needs to use some wisdom. Because
only one failure he shall be destroyd soon. Beause the spirit of
Gd may leave out of him directly. (Ps 51: ) If anybody had fallen
down into this place he shall be repented deeply.

The man of God should not devote himself to
contact to the women. Always he should keep his spiritual
purity and his physical purity in his life. We should take care of

the nomal image of manhood in our lives for the glory of God.

Second, the king should caution to the warfare( violence)

1) Verse 3 says “your ways to those who destroy kings.”
Why did his mom emphasize this thing? Because God wants to
pursue the peace and the purity in the world. Te psalmist
declared,” seek the peace of Jerusalem. “ Why? Because God is
Jehovah of peace we have to seek the peace of Holy Spirit in our
lives.

The king can incline into the violence and fighting to bleed the

neighbors because he has power of kingship.
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For example, David’s life is filled of warfare according to
God’s command. One day, when he asked to build the house of
the God. God rejected his requirement because he was bleed
much in his life.

Another example is there. Why did not Moses enter into Canaan?
Because he did not reveal the righteousness of God at Massah.At
that time he was angry in the church. At that moment he failed
before God, he was rejected to enter into the Promised Land.

In the New Testament, Peter’s case we find the same principle,
what is that? He used a knife to kill his enemy in Garden of
Gethemane. As he cut one side ear of his enemy with his tool.
Then Jesus warned that if anybody used with his knife he shall
be perished with the knife. Violence is serious issue in the

ministry of the Lord.

2) In our ministry we have to learn spiritual passion in our
heart, then we have to caution the contest, the fighting and the
hot temper, the vilolence.

When I had been fallen down by my stroke, I had lied down on
the hospital bed. Then God pointed to this sins in my pastoral
ministry those are; cruel heart, hot temper to harm church

members, then [ had repented them but, now the harmful sinful
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desire works still in my ministry. I caution the sinful desire in my
ministry. Forgive my sin. [ am trying to caution my violence.
3) What is normal Christian image of the manhood? He
shall be the man of peace with the meek and the humility in his

life. We have to pursue the way.

Third, the king have to caution the wine(intemporance)

Verse s 4-9 says “4lt is not for kings, O Lemuel,it is not for
kings to drink wine,or for rulers to take strong drink,blest they
drink and forget what has been decreedand pervert the rights of
all the afflicted.6Give strong drink to the one who is
perishing,and wine to those in bitter distress:>

7let them drink and forget their povertyand remember their
misery no more.80pen your mouth for the mute,for the rights of
all who are destitute.®9Open your mouth, judge

righteously,defend the rights of the poor and needy.”

Why he need to pursue to prohibit the wine. As we know that,
The Scriprure did not prohibit to drink the wine but indulgence of

wine. It is one of the common grace.

Recently South Korean have been stressed the movement of
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wellbeing to use the enzyme( yeast) which was made of the
process of Juice, wine ect. for their health. Actually the wine is
one of materials. But the alcohol of the wine is main issue.
Verse Hpoints that “lest they drink and forget what has been
decreedand pervert the rights of all the afflicted.” Although we
can use it for medicine, we have to make sure our purpose of
our health. I Corithian 10:31 says, “So, whether you eat or

drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God

2) In the Christian case we have to seek a wellbeing for our
ministry. But we have to learm the self—-control in using every
common grace. Sometimes we have to prohibit some benefits

for keeping the godly life.

We have to pursue the fullness of Holy Spirit. As Ephesian 5:18

to abide in the Word of God. : “open your mouth for the rights of
all poor and needy, and defend them and judge righteously in all
issues.” It is possible to judge it as we know the truth, the
Scripture. What does it mean? That point to abide in the Word of
God. As we know, Akur’s case, we find that positive action to
accomplish the moderation life in the world. He pointed to the
abide in the Word of God, the divine authority. 30: 5-6 says
“bEvery word of God proves trueshe is a shield to those who
take refuge in him.6Do not add to his words,lest he rebuke you

and you be found a liar.”

Conclusion:

And verse 30 says “30Charm
is deceitful, and beauty is vain, but a woman who fears the Lord
is to be praised.” It stresses the godly life of a woman who
fears the Lord.

She was called for a excellent wife, or, a virtuous woman
because of her inner godly character. She is the inner centric
life, not the external centric life. And she knew the value of
godliness in comparing of charm and beauty of world.

2) As we knew, the godliness consist of two kinds, those
are; the fear and the affection. Ps 2: said that to kiss the son
and to serve the son with fear and trembling. The revival
means that the godliness rules over them.

patience and meek. Among them the first element is godliness

toward God. From this source all good thing come to the
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external areas.

4) What is the self- image of womanhood we should follow?
It is a godly woman. So Paul pointed the pastor’s wife need
godliness in her life. As she have the godly character she can be
used by God in the church. If she has no godliness I her heart he
can make very strange thing in her ministry. As we know
Priscilla was a godly woman, because she could teach the word
of God about the work of Holy Spirit to Apollo pastor in the
mission field. Although she was a woman, she could influence

to the church. (Acts 17:)

the myrtle.

(Zechariah 1:8). We are waiting for some godly women with the
fullness of Holy Spirit. May God ‘s grace be with you in walking

3) His personality (14-25) consists of wisdom, kindness,
faithfulness, mercy.

1 The personal godly life influences on the personality,

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Intellectuality, emotion and volition. In a short word, godliness
products godly character, the godly personality trained by God-
centric life in personal life.

Her godliness and trained character was used by God or his
faithful ministry. She was real leadership in the earth. Why?
Because the leadership should be stood firm on the foundation of

God, Bible, personality and the life.
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The train of goodliness provides much benefits all the time in our
lives. Physical train helps us but spiritual train provides many
things to us.

2) In our Christian life we need to pursue the self- image of
womanhood in our heart. In woman case he needs to prepare
such godliness in our present life.

3) For example Hannah, Mary was godly women. They
knew the highest God as well as knew the corruption of the man.
They revealed the fruit of restoration of God’s image,
redemptive ethic in their character. They influenced their life to

the all the world.
