The Introduction of Isaiah

Text: Ish 1:1-3

Main verse:

Survey:

[saiah book is one of the major prophetic books in the Old
Testament and treats the revelation toward Jerusalem. Execpts
this thing it remarks the future of all nations and prophesies the
suffering of messiah and his glory and reveals the events of the
New Testament, those are, the birth of messiah of the virgin

( Isaiah 7:), the history to accomplish the redemption through
the death of Jesus ( Isah 53:) and the coming of the grace in the

New Testament ( Ish 40: ff) etc. at the early time.

Exposition: Isaiah 1:1-3 is the introduction of all chapters (66
chapters). The chapter one consists of five parts, those are;
1:1-2 1s the preface to explain all themes well, verses 4-9, the
state of all nations, verses 10-17, the hypocrite worship of Judah,
verses 24-31, the lamentation of God to the repentence and to

inform the judgment of future.



1. The revelation Isaiah recieved

What is the revelation that Isaiah received? 1) The situation was
mingled by the day that received the revelation: the corrupted
day of Ussiah, Jodam, Ahas, Hizkiah, the wealth day and
reformed day. 2) And the one who received the revelation:
[saiah who was the son of Amos was not the one who was a son
of the prophet Amos, but one of loyal families. 3) the area of
revelation : It was the revelation to Jerusalem in Judah included
all nations ( Moab, Damascus, Egypt, the wilderness of seashore,
Arabia, Tyre etc) and focused on the day of the New Testament.
Especially it was the prophesy towards the people of Judah. 4)
The character of revelation: vision, , special revelation. Because
we have sufficiat revelation ( the Scriptures 66 books), as we
looked at the revelation we are alive. The revelation is the

Scripture and the revelation is the life.

2. What is the core of revelation that Isaiah received?

The revelation of Isaiahwas summarized by chapter one, the
state of Judah nation, the hypocrite worship of Judah and the
judgment of the Judah future. There Isaiah listened to the
lamentation of God in it. What is it? 1) It was the lamentation
to the rebellion of Israel. God said that he nurtured his children

but they rebelled him because they did not serve him
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wholeheartedly like the rebellion of Peter. Isaiah lamented their
ignorance. The cow knows the owner and the donkey knows the
fold of his owner but Israel does not know it, although they were
redeemed by God and received their mission out of God, they
were more miserable than the animals without having the reason
It means to pursue the repentance. We should make knowing God

as our ultimate goal.

He lamented the insenstibility of Israel, “ my people did not
understood.” The covenantal people did not know how to repent

in the discipline of God. Isaiah sang, ° “ in reminding the
song of Moses. Unanimate objects listen to it, they did not
understand it and became the people of unsensibility. We should
listen to the warning of God to repent our sins, we should check
up our life and we, who have rebellion, ignorance and
insensibility in our lives should follow his will wholeheartedly.

As we review the message of Isaiah we should listen to the will

of God and become the faithful servant of God.

Lecture 2

Destruction and Restoration of Judah (1-5)

1.The lamentation of God(Is 1:1-17)

Isaiah who is called for the evangelit of the Old Testament
reveals the salvation of Christ in detail. In the beginning part,
what does we find out of the lamentation of the prophet against
the ungratefulness.

First, the sin of ungratefulness is retated to the knowledge of
God. (2-4) Their sin that rebelled to the Lord was worse than
the beast because they forgot the benebolence of God” and
rebelled the Lord even though they wre nurtured by the hand of
God for they did not try to know God. Second, the sin of
hypocrisy made to block down the answer of prayer (12)
Although they brought the beautiful offering to God, God did not
accept them because they was fallen down into the hypocrisy .
So they could not receive the mercy of God for it. The life in te
center of faithfulness can serve God rightly. The most strong
person in the world is the faithful man who pursue on the work
of God and try to communicate with God passionately in his life.
Only he can take freedom out of the wicked world like the poison

of snake.



2. The Healing method of God (Is 1:18-31)

The healing that the unbelief, the hypocrisy and
ungratefulness shall be changed into godliness, faithfulness and
thankfulness comes out of god. How Did God cure them? First,
He gave the promise of hope. Although they have the red sin
like scarlet and crimson, they shall be changed into the white
things like snow and wool, Although they take some blocks that
can not be cured, if they come to the Lord, they will have hope
because only the righteousness of Christ is the source of healing.
(IJn 1:9) Second, They are healed through the communication
to the Lord.

“Come now let us reason” means the invitation to come to the
seat of faith and obedience for taking fellowship with God. As we
trust to the healing Lord and approach to Him by prayer
deligently, we can get true hope out of God. In the
contemporary day that the healing ray rose like the prophesy of
Malachi as we cry out to Christ,who is the righteous sun, we can

go to the seat of complete healing.

2.The miserable state (Is 1:4-17)
Because Christian lives in the relationship with the living God,

the discipline follows to them naturally. Discipline means
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rebuking, that is correcting. Like Father punishes hs children
with using the rod to rebuke their wrong attitude and to correct
them. The heavenly father correct their wrong attitude by using
rebuking and punishing them. The writer of the Epistle of
Hebrews said that without discipline he is a illleglated son and
exhorted to leran training and return to God through the

temporary pain. ( Heb 12:6-9)

In the text [saiah revealed the reason of God’s lamentation and
pointed that their misery came out of the discipline of God
obviously. And also he pointed the reason of the discipline and

to return to God.

1. Introduction of Isaiah (Isaiah 1:2) Hear, O heavens, and give
ear, O earth; for the Lord has spoken:“Children have | reared and

brought up, but they have rebelled against me.

2. Calastrophy of Judah (Isaiah 1:8) And the daughter of Zion
is left like a booth in a vineyard, like a lodge in a cucumber field,

like a besieged city.

3. Come Let’'s communicate! (Isaiah 1:18) “Come now, let us
reason¢ together, says the Lord: though your sins are like scarlet,
they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson,

they shall become like wool.

4. The visions in the eschatology day (Isaiah 2:2) It shall come
to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the
Lord shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and shall

be lifted up above the hills; and all the nations shall flow to it,

5. Look at the fruit and see the tree (Isaiah 3:10) Tell the
righteous that it shall be well with them, for they shall eat the fruit
of their deeds.

31. Waiting of Hope (Isaiah 27:6) In days to come Jacob shall take
root, Israel shall blossom and put forth shoots and fill the whole

world with fruit.

32. It was too Late! (Isaiah 28:5) In that day the Lord of hosts will
be a crown of glory, and a diadem of beauty, to the remnant of his

people,

33. The Sorrow in David's City (Isaiah 29:19) Astonish yourselves®
and be astonished;
blind yourselves and be blind! Be drunk, but not with wine; stagger¢

but not with strong drink!
34. Corrupted people (Isaiah 30:3) Therefore shall the protection

of Pharaoh turn to your shame,and the shelter in the shadow of

Egypt to your humiliation.
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35. Coming of famine (Isaiah 31:6) Turn to him from whom people¢
have deeply revolted, O children of Israel. For in that day everyone
shall cast away his idols of silver and his idols of gold, which your

hands have sinfully made for you.

36. The King of righteousness (Isaiah 32:2) Each will be like a
hiding place from the wind,
a shelter from the storm, like streams of water in a dry place, like

the shade of a great rock in a weary land.

37. The Promise of Restoration (Isaiah 33:6) and he will be the
stability of your times,
abundance of salvation, wisdom, and knowledge; the fear of the

Lord is Zion's treasure.

38. The Judgment of all nations (Isaiah 34:16) Seek and read from
the book of the Lord:

Not one of these shall be missing; none shall be without her mate.

44. Taste the power of prayer (Isaiah 40:31) but they who wait for
the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings
like eagles; they shall run and not be weary;

they shall walk and not faint.

46. Jehoah’s arm (Isaiah 51:11) And the ransomed of the Lord shall

return and come to Zion with singing; everlasting joy shall be upon
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their heads; they shall obtain gladness and joy, and sorrow and

sighing shall flee away.

47. The honorable Day of Jehovah (Isaiah 58:13) "If you turn back

66. Blessing to become honor (Isaiah 44:3) For | will pour water on
the thirsty land, and streams on the dry ground; | will pour my Spirit

50. Messiah’s Hope (Isaiah 55:1) “Listen to me, you who pursue
righteousness, you who seek the Lord: look to the rock from which

you were hewn, and to the quarry from which you were dug.
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51. The Glory of redemption (Isaiah 59:1) Behold, the Lord’s hand
is not shortened, that it cannot save, or his ear dull, that it cannot

hear;

52. The humble man (Isaiah 57:14) And it shall be said, “Build up,

53. The Servant of Jehovah (Isaiah 42:1) Behold my servant, whom |

59. Christ as Quilty offering (Isaiah 53:10) Yet it was the will of the
Lord to crush him; he has put him to grief,when his soul makes an
offering for guilt, he shall see his offspring; he shall prolong his days;
the will of the Lord shall prosper in his hand.

60. We have the reason to sing (Isaiah 54:13) All your children
shall be taught by the Lord, and great shall be the peace of your

children.

61. Judgment on the white throne (Isaiah 66:12) For thus says the
Lord:"Behold, | will extend peace to her like a river, and the glory of
the nations like an overflowing stream; and you shall nurse, you

shall be carried upon her hip, and bounced upon her knees.

62. The Way of Peace (Isaiah 57:19) creating the fruit of the lips.
