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Spectrum of Love (1 John 4:19-21) Last Sunday of December 27, 1998

Spectrum refers to the wavelengths of light that are dispersed through a prism.
A rainbow is also a spectrum. Just as white light comes out in one stream and
then appears in many different colors when it passes through glass, itis a
metaphor that God's love appears in beautiful colors through the life of a
Christian. Christians who have received God's love are naturally expected to
show the light of that love through brotherly love. The brotherly love pointed
out in the church is eternal. Today’s text points out that it is a big problem
when brotherly love does not work. In a word, this means that the love you
love for your brothers should be revealed that way. The church is a place

where brotherly love is put into practice. The Lord himself set an example.
1. The basis of brotherly love

Brotherly love comes from knowing God’s love. Verse 19 says that we love

our brother because he loved us first. It is the basis of brotherly love. See the
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evidence of the Lord's love. 1) He loved me when He called me. He prayed all
night. 2) He gave us love even after calling us. 3) He loved me even though |
betrayed him. 4) He loved us even to the point of death on the cross. “You
have killed the Lord of life.” The cross is the proof of love for me. A person
who has the basis of this kind of love is a person who has the basis of
brotherly love. So the believer's couple was not based on their own dry love.
Those who know God's love are rooted in the source of that love, so these
words do not apply. Only unconditional love and the love of Acafe can make
love last forever in life. Our lives based on this must always be filled with
rumors of love. You must become a person who shows love connected to faith

and hope.
2. The reality of brotherly love

A life of love based on this is the Christian life. This world desperately needs
this kind of love. John says that brotherly love has three characteristics. This
is the same characteristic of God's love. What are those three things? (1) Itis a
true life. It's a life you deserve. It's like the flow of water, the growth of trees,
the laws of nature. Saying you know God's love but having problems with
brotherly love is going against nature. Therefore, a Christian life without love
cannot help but become a false life and a hypocritical life. It is inevitable that
it will be a continuation of a painful life. If you are hating someone, love them.
Forgive. End and begin your life with this. (2) It is a life of ability. 1)
Demonstrates the ability to love. “I cannot do it.” Verse 20 It is a lie to love
God while hating your brother. It is a lie to love God while hating people.
This means that it is impossible for someone who does not actively love their

brothers to love the visible God. In that sense, giving authority in visible
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human relationships is an institution that trains God's love. Parents at home,

husbands at home, and bosses at work are God's authority.

We must learn this kind of love in the church life. We must also learn to love

each other.

You must become someone who loves the person you cannot love twice as
much. That moment becomes an opportunity for us to receive great grace. (3)
It is a life of obedience. 1) Verse 21 says that brotherly love is a
commandment of the Lord. In fact, the Ten Commandments are summarized

in love, and that love manifests itself as brotherly love. (1-4) God’s love (5-10)
It is expressed as brotherly love. The disciples' quarrel arose when they asked
who was greater. Those who received the Holy Spirit learned this kind of love.
This is the history of the Book of Acts. It is a relationship of sharing life in
Christ.

In this way, we must think that the most blessed path is a life of worrying
about love and striving to achieve love, and strive for perfect love, which is a

life of truth, a life of ability, and a life of obedience.
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Thanksgiving and Prayer (1 Thessalonians 5:16-23) 1998.11.22

Paul said that God's will for us is to give thanks in all things. Verses 17-18
talk about thanksgiving and prayer. God's will is to pray without ceasing and
give thanks in all circumstances. This is what it means to achieve the kingdom

of God. The words always, without ceasing, and in all things are adverbs with
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a continuous character. This means continuing temporally, spatially, and
event-wise. How important is this? Isn’t this what we have to do, just like
breathing, eating and drinking? This is a concrete expression of glorifying
God. (1 Corinthians 10:31)

1. Object of gratitude

Who will you thank? First is God. And he is human. So the object of joy and
the object of gratitude are both the same. For what are we thankful? 1) Thank
you for being alive. Not a dead person. We give thanks to the Lord of
resurrection. | am thankful that | have a born again life. 2) Thank you for what
you created. We give thanks to the One who created all things. How precious
is John Glenn Jeong’s “When I See the Earth from Space, I Can’t help but

Believe in God’s Creation”? We should be thankful when we see all of nature.

3) Thank you for your redemption. See salvation from sin. Be thankful for
salvation from death. 4) [ am thankful for God’s providence. Be thankful for

specific providence (Romans 8:28).

This Thanksgiving, please check your gratitude to God. Be thankful for Him

who created me, saved me, and provides for me.
2. How to be thankful

Those who pray are thankful. So the word gratitude is similar to prayer. What
does the imperative form eukarite mean? It has the meaning of taking
responsibility for gratitude and giving thanks for everything, but it has also
been used to mean praying. The phrase “pray without ceasing” means to pray
without stopping, but the content and object of prayer are clear terms. It

means to go to a clear person with clear content, for a clear target, and stay
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there without resting. Doesn't this mean to live before God? It is an important
declaration that our life itself should be prayer. This means that just as the
golden censer of the 24 elders always ascended to the throne, our prayers
must always ascend like incense. Therefore, without prayer, gratitude cannot
occur. Paul was thankful even in tribulation. He was thankful for being
humiliated. This is because this itself is the way to achieve the kingdom of
God. We can become instruments of God's kingdom wherever we are. People
often associate being used by God with accomplishments. is it? Not like that.
We can be used where we are now. A life of gratitude and prayer itself is
leading a life as an instrument of God. We must be clear in our gratitude. The
content of prayer is the content of gratitude. We must move to a place where
we learn true gratitude in prayer. This means that prayer has been answered. It

is a response given as a result.
3. The nature of gratitude

Be thankful to the Buddhist monk. It means to be thankful “in everything.” Be
thankful even for the good things.

There is something good about seeing people. It is given to be thankful. What
was Naaman’s gratitude? He was a person who truly approached God. 9The
leper had no such gratitude. We must find something to be grateful for in good
things and be thankful. How thankful are we that we are healthy? How
grateful are we that God saved us despite the danger? Be thankful even in bad
things. How can gratitude come from bad things? We are thankful because of
God’s will. Is the martyrdom of James something to be thankful for? Peter
was also caught. The church prayed. On the contrary, that incident sparked the

revival of the church. Because we are not revealed in history, we can truly be
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thankful in Christ. Gratitude is an offering that God absorbs. Qil was poured.
It means receiving dedication. The New Testament era now receives sacrifices
of praise and good deeds. Be thankful in all things. Keeping these words is the
kingdom of God.
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God’s goal for me (1 Thessalonians 5:19-23) 1998.11.29 Week

It refers to anger. The kingdom is the transformation of oneself into the image

of Christ. Please know that the goal of this change is God’s goal.
1. Being perfect refers to a normal Christian life.

What does Paul say about our normal state in verse 23? 1) Its content - the
completeness of the soul and body. This does not speak of the trichotomy of
the soul. It refers to a person being controlled by the spirit, a state in which
the spirit reborn by the Holy Spirit dominates his person. We believe that the
fact of soul and body in Matthew 10:26 is biblical. It refers to a life filled with
the things of God and governed by the Holy Spirit. 2) That period is “until the
day of Christ Jesus.” The day when this change in sanctification occurs is the

time of the Lord’s second coming. 4:16-18 He will catch us up in the clouds
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to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always be with the Lord." As we
wait for the day of the Lord's coming and look forward to that day, we must
make ourselves resemble the Lord. 3) The way to do it is that God does it
through the desire of prayer and the environment of longing. We must like it.
It is good to be a little lacking in love like Mark's upper room. 4) As a result,

we become people of peace.

A changed person becomes a person of peace. This is because peace springs
forth and actually possesses the heart of the Lord, armed with meekness and
humility. A person of grace and peace is a perfect person. We see many of
these characters in the Bible. In the case of Abraham, his last years were truly
a man of peace. Isaac lived a life of gentleness. Jacob also lived a life of
gentleness. Paul was also a man of meekness. | hope that you will work hard
to become people who move toward this kind of life of perfection. No matter
what work, accomplishments, or accomplishments | have made, | may not be
able to see the Lord. He said that if you do not have holiness and peace, you

will not be able to meet him.
2. What should | do to become whole?

Verses 19-22 talk about five methods. 1) Do not quench the Holy Spirit. It
was likened to fire. Do not stoke the fire, but be sensitive to the work of the
Holy Spirit, the means of grace given within you. We learn about it through its
fruits. When they said they were casting out demons through Beelzebub, the
Lord said it was a sin to blaspheme the Holy Spirit. He asked us to rebuke
those who do not follow. However, the Lord instead rebuked his disciples. We
must have spiritual discernment to see the work of the Holy Spirit. We must

not be like blind Isaac. 2) Do not despise prophecy. Prophecy is the word of
19



God. Puritans called sermons prophecies. This must be respected. You must
listen to those words and obey them. An attitude of listening to the Word with
a childlike heart, like the Thessalonians, is absolutely required. This makes us
whole. Where was Saul's greatness? Prophecy was respected. God made him
whole. 3) Test everything. We must check and discard the test of good and
evil and the means of sin that comes from outside. Because the method is very
clever. It comes like a roaring lion, like an angel of light. He told us to test all
the spirits. (1 John 4:) Discern through false doctrine. He also told us to
confirm our salvation. The history of evil spirits is almost entirely selfish and
greedy. A mixture of arrogance and lies. 4) Hold on to the good things. The
only good thing is “God’s will.” Evil, even in its appearance, must be
abandoned. In speech, in emotions, EQ, 1Q. A balance of VQ is required. Our
lives must be built on the Rock of Ages and we must fulfill the perfection of
the Lord. You must move forward without leaning to the left or right. In
spiritual matters, if a person is perfect in the spiritual world, the kingdom of
God will be established in his heart. And that person can fulfill God’s will.

You can taste this ahead of time. The danger of Gehazi refers to a crisis of
honesty. Churches in leadership positions must overcome these risks. Go
towards God. Minor goals come naturally. Those who walk the highways of
Zion like this
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Benefits of Love (1 John 4:11-15) 1998.12.13, week

You must walk with the living God and live as a perfect person of love. Last
time, | thought about two reasons why | love someone. Because we were born
to God and because we know God’s love. Today, I would like to think about
the two benefits that come from practicing this love. The blessed result is that
God becomes alive within us and his love becomes complete. As we live a
year, | believe that when we evaluate today, whether or not it was a life of
love determines its meaning. As Elisha fell ill and died, he did his last work as
a lover of the Lord. This is proof that God lives within him and is the
appearance of a person whose love has been made perfect. When we say that
we too live, does God live in that person? | know that people judge people
based on whether they are a loving person. So at this time, | would like to
think about the two benefits of God’s love.
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1. The first benefit is that God lives within us.

Life that leaves God begins immediately like the prodigal son. If we look at
the result of the prodigal son in Luke 15, this is life. Verses 12-15 say that
whoever abides in God's love, God abides in him. 1) What does it mean? The
Holy Spirit resides within us as a person. (1 Corinthians 12:13) The Holy
Spirit resides as a person. We know him as a meeting of person after person. 2)
What does it mean? With the coming of the Holy Spirit, love is poured out.
(Romans 5:5) This love is revealed as the glory of God. A life of love is a life
of seeing the glory of God. We see the glory of the tabernacle, the glory of
Mount Sinai, and the glory of God. (1 Cor.

13:) Just as the glory of a child is its mother's embrace, the glory of a
Christian is the life itself of abiding in the Lord. (John 15:5) How is it proven
that abiding in the Lord is beneficial? Remaining in love and remaining in the
Word are the true benefits. You have to be the one having fun.

It is often said that something must be received when reading, meditating, and
observing. However, living in the love of the Lord comes first. While
watching the Titanic movie, when a force majeure disaster occurs, all people's
temporary comfort is interrupted. Who will have peace when this storm called
death comes? He who abides in the love of the Lord. Therefore, we must

enjoy a life of love in God.
2. The second benefit is that God’s love becomes perfect.

God's love is perfect and our love is imperfect. God demands perfect love
from us, who are imperfect. Verse 12, Love is perfected through a process of

development. Perfect love — imperfect things must grow toward perfection. It
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is a process of sanctification. God’s purpose for living is to achieve this. The

quality of perfect love lies in obedience.

Obedience is better than sacrifice. Hearing is better than ram fat. Joash's
disbelieving attitude seemed to be obedience on the outside, but in reality it
was disobedience. God's goal is for me to become a person of love. Paul went
from a murderer to a man of love. John was a man of love, and he became a
man of love. Peter was a traitor, but he became a man of love. How much
false love is there today? The existence of false love in families, couples,
children, and society is cheap because it is love that was achieved without
going through the process of development. Therefore, we need suffering. |
hope you experience the benefits of this love in your life. The wealth of man's
affiliation with the living God

The person who enjoys it realistically, the wonderful person who lives while
looking at the masterpiece of love, is promised. | hope you achieve great
things with love. He called us to do this in 1998 as well. He told us to achieve

this in 1999 as well. Buy everywhere we go
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easons to love (1 John 4:7-10) 1998.12.6 week

In the month of love, we must live a life of deeper love by thinking about
Christian love in the love of God in 1 John 4: The nature of our love is unique
because we love God’s love. God's expectation is that He wants us to have
His absolute love. We envy Stephen’s love. But He wants us to have that love
too. But the Lord wants us to love that way too. In the 21st century, our key is
still to be people of love. Although we are persistent in this or that matter, the
key is still how to exercise God's love. For an individual, proper growth after

salvation also depends on whether one practices love. Why should you love?
1. Because we are born from the God of love.

Verse 8 says, “He who does not love does not know God, for God is love.” 1)
Love belongs to God. When discussing love, we must discuss God. Because
God is love. Hatred belongs to the devil. Therefore, humans were created as
creatures of love. (Adam) God gave heaven and earth as a gift and the Garden
of Eden. This is for loving fellowship with God. That love was expressed
through the tabernacle and temple, but with the coming of Christ, this love
was perfected in Christ. 2) Love comes from God. Righteousness and

goodness come from God, but especially love comes from God. Therefore,
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only those born from him know the original nature of that love. Therefore,

there is a difference between the only begotten son and adopted son.

God created us to know the necessity of rebirth and love. Look at the love of
the egg toward God. The reason Paul's ministry was a sacrifice of love was
because he turned from Christ. 3) So, those born to God come to know God’s
love. Saying nothing means tasting it. It means knowing the shade of love. It
means experiencing. Those who know that love will spread that love. We

learn how contagious love is.

You are those who know God’s love because you were born of God. Because
we know that love, the fruit arises. The filling of the Holy Spirit, the fruit of
the Holy Spirit, and the gifts of the Holy Spirit are all completed through that
love. The love of Christ is the love of God. He became incarnate, became a
servant, and showed love until death. Just as He blew up the misfired anti-
aircraft missile in Incheon in the air, He completely dealt with our cursed sins
by dying on the cross. The path we take after receiving this love is a life of
salt and light, and we must follow the path of loving until death. We are called
to practice this kind of love. Be thankful for the privilege of practicing this

love.
2. Because I know God’s love.

In verse 10, God’s actions of love appear in three ways. 1) Sending His Only
Begotten Son (Contents) It is an act of sending His own obedience voluntarily.
It is sacrifice and love given. We also need the love we give. Egoists are bad

at love. 2) How did God save us (for the purpose) of saving us? He was saved
through forgiveness of sins, rebirth, justification, and union with God. 3 Peace

offering (foundation) - Importance of the cross The peace offering in the Old
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Testament is a sacrifice that resolves the hatred between God and sin. Christ
saved us by becoming a peace offering. This can only be resolved if there is
someone who takes his place. Was man born as God? Are you a believer in
Jesus? Being born again means planting the seed of God’s love. Through
God's act of love, we become people who have no choice but to love. | hope

you practice this love while enjoying love that is like an absolute law.
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Joy, the strength of the saints (1 Thessalonians 5:16) 1998.11.15. main

Today's text clearly states that it is God's will to "rejoice always." In the
Lord's Prayer, we are told to seek "that heaven's will be accomplished on
earth," and it shows that a life of constant joy is heaven's will, and that is a life
that brings God's kingdom to fruition in detail. Chairete, “rejoice,” was
commonly used in greetings and as a greeting in final letters. However, this
word is used to refer to being very happy. In Jonah 4:6, Jonah wrote these
words when he was very happy to see the shade from the gourd vine that God
gave him when it was too hot, and in Matthew 2:10, when the wise men lost
the star that followed them and found it again. He said he was very happy. In
other words, it refers to rejoicing due to the influence achieved by the result of

an event occurring within it.
1. The scope of joy

How much of this joy does Paul ask of us? Which range does it refer to? He
told me to always be happy. The word “pantote” means “always” or “at all
time.” There are mainly three aspects. 1) Rejoice in good times. It does not
refer to emotional joy, but joy that comes from the soul. Belshazzar's joy is a
joy far from the movement of the soul. It is the joy of damnation. But Mary's
joy is the joy of being a recipient of her grace in one's soul. This should come
out. 2) Rejoice when you suffer - Paul's joy in 2 Corinthians 6:10 is the joy
that can be had even in times of sorrow. This indicates that emotions are

controlled by the spirit.

Where does the joy in the midst of persecution in Man 5:12 come from? It
comes because of the grace that the Lord leaves in his soul. Our joy should be

greater than that of the world's people when they see an abundance of wine
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and produce. 3 Rejoice in the middle - We must rejoice when there is neither
good nor sorrow. Because there is peace there. That is what the words grace
and peace mean. There must be peace that comes from the continuing process.
In this way, it is normal for us to be happy in all areas. It is an opportunity to
fulfill the Lord’s will. Look at Paul's example. There was joy even in the
Philippian prison. Look at the Lord's example - He went the way of the cross
because He was captivated by the peace of heaven. Have glorious joy like
Peter's confession. On the contrary, it is an opportunity to enjoy this joy in a

difficult environment.
2. The basis for joy

So how can we have this joy in all situations? What is commanded here
means that the possibility has been given. Because there is an important basis
for it. A ship at anchor is guaranteed not to be shaken. Is it something that is
the basis of our joy? 1) It is true that it is in the Lord. Philippians 4:4 Rejoice
in the Lord always. It is a joy based on the redemption of Christ’s cross. It is

the joy of the reign of Christ. Luke

10:20 Rejoice, because your names are written in heaven. It is a joy in itself to
be based in heaven rather than in present victory. 2) It is true that there is a

heavenly reward. membrane

5:12 Rejoice for your great reward in heaven. 12:12 Rejoice in hope; Being
recognized by God is a great reward. The basis for our joy is solid. Who can
destroy this? No one is here. Paul’s confidence in Chapter 8 is based on this

very basis.

3. The result of joy
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So what are the results of always being happy? If there is true joy, the
kingdom of God must arise there. Where the kingdom of God exists, there is
the work of the Holy Spirit, and where there is the work of the Holy Spirit, the
work of joy inevitably takes place. This kind of life itself is the way to achieve
the kingdom of God. This is because the kingdom of God is righteousness,
peace, and joy. Two results occur. 1 Among the fruits of the Holy Spirit, joy
comes. When character becomes like that, it becomes the ability to build the
kingdom of God. Today, we need people who create a character of joy more
than creating an environment of joy. This is because God wants to establish
the kingdom through that person. 2) God’s righteousness is revealed. The
Lord removes the imitation of a life of constant joy. This is judgment. True
righteousness is always accompanied by joy. We should arm ourselves with
this joy during the month of gratitude. I hope that this will be restored and
become individuals, families, and churches that build the kingdom of God.

What makes our lives most solid? As today's message shows, | believe that we

live the most secure life when we have confidence in our duty in life.
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1. The duty of life

Verse 12 says, “I have heard the end of the matter... The duty of life is to fear
the Lord and obey his commands.” The NIV says duty is “the whole duty.”
Just like a tree being uprooted, a person whose life roots are uprooted
becomes unhappy. A church that does not know its roots is swayed by the
wind. It is something that must be done. Just as if you don't eat, you will die,
it means that you must eat something and there is a fundamental element that
is directly related to life. What is its duty? There are two

oIt is offered to this person in the event of being afraid before being afraid of

Jehovah's illness. It's time. 2 days that

It is the same as tension. Discipline and alertness are required. Fear should not
be lost in your heart, like the fear of the master or the nervousness of a test
taker.

2) Obey his commands. Reverence naturally leads to obedience to his
commands. When it comes to His words, obedience is something that is
considered difficult. Like Peter's net casting in Luke 5, he cast his net "by the
word." As a result, he caught a lot of fish and gained divine knowledge. This
reverence and obedience must become my roots, my background, my
foundation, and the foundation of my purpose. So where does this come from?
It comes when you know God, the judge. (14) So, those who do not perform
this duty are living their lives in vain. He is a cursed person who relies on
flesh and blood, and anyone who relies on life is cursed. He is often said to be
a person without roots. When a person has reverence and obedience before
God, he or she is a person with fundamentals. When this foundation is strong,

the church becomes solid, revives, and bears fruit. A family becomes
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established and prospers when these fundamentals are first established in the
parents. This is why one man, Elijah, sought double inspiration. “Double in
spiritual power” One person who fears God and keeps His commands can be
stronger than tens of thousands of armies and tens of thousands of angels. |
hope to live as a person with such fighting spirit and fundamentals, like John

Knox and Elder Park Kwan-jun of Korea.
2. How do you fulfill your duty in life?

However, it is not possible to understand the fundamentals of life once. This
must be maintained, guarded, and protected. How do you maintain the
fundamentals of life? If a flower's roots rot or are pulled out, it will eventually
die. How do we preserve these roots? This can be done by listening carefully
to the voice of the one in today's text. (12) The words of the wise man are like
a sharp whip, and the words of the teacher of the congregation are like nails
driven in. They are all given by one shepherd." The shepherd is God. (Psalm
23) The shepherd in John 10 is Christ. He gave his life for his sheep. When
we know his sheep and provide pasture, we can maintain the foundation.
What should we do? Following 1 Timothy 3:16-17: 1) Sometimes it comes as

a lesson, so we must receive it well and meditate on it.

2) Sometimes you have to be cautious and be careful because you have to be
cautious. 3) Sometimes, it comes as a rebuke, so it is beaten with a whip. 4)
Sometimes, it educates us in righteousness, so we must make it a pillar of our
lives. (10) It is a word of honest truth. Those who know the fundamentals are
those who pay attention to the written word and live with the grace that comes
from it. We must capture the thoughts of the flesh with the thoughts of the
Holy Spirit. Man lives by the word of God. Last time, | felt a burden on my

mind as I read about Melissa’s case. How sad is it when local produce does
not ripen? When the word of the Lord was spoken, healing occurred. We are
healed by believing it. Elisha was cured when he did it by faith. “I am the
Lord who heals.” Come by faith in Him. He received economic healing,

. Dear ones! Like Peter in John 21, I hope you live as someone who knows the
Lord.

This love is the fear of the Lord. Life is about living a fundamental life from
the moment you begin to love the Lord. In the month of fruitfulness, when a
person realizes the futility of his life, trusts God, and lives a life that shares
what is his for his neighbors, the Lord responds. Moreover, | hope you live
your life in the fear of the Lord. This is the clearest way to live a fruitful life.
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Holy growth is important (Leviticus 9:1-2) 1998.6.28 week

Understanding the importance of holiness is essential to the Christian life.
Because with holiness, Christians begin, progress, and are completed. Today,
while we talk a lot about God's love and grace, we not only see a tendency to
neglect God's holiness, but we are also passing through an era where there is a
tendency to cheapen God's grace and dishonor God's love. So modern
Christians must know how important the value of holiness is. The word holy
means set apart. The state of holiness refers to being in a state of distinction
that no one can approach. When we say saints, holy relics, temples, and saints,
they mean a distinct group, a distinct object, a distinct house, and a distinct
person. The book of Leviticus deals with the issue of how sinners can
approach a holy God and tells us that they can only do so through the precious
blood of Christ. This is because the standard that God requires of us is to be
holy like God. Why is holiness so important?

1. Because holiness is the highest principle in the race of faith.

Calvin emphasizes the importance of holiness in his Institutes and says that

there is no better principle than “Be holy as God is holy.” This means that,
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unlike the world's standards, our goal is to be holy like God. Biblical history
clearly asserts this. 1) Adam's failure was because he was not holy like God. 2)
Cain’s failure was also because he ignored God’s method of holiness. 3) Even
though God made Abraham the source of blessing, He still required holiness.
4) The test Christ faced was a test of holiness. Why did the Lord overcome the
devil with his word? He overcame the devil through holiness.

The Lord requires holiness not only in the goal but also in the method. Finally
we will stand before the Lord as a holy company and sing to Him. Looking at
holy history like this, the level that God requires is holiness, and failing to
reach this is a failure, and only reaching this leads to true grace. Therefore, the
Christian race of faith is a continuation of a holy life. Why is it a sin? This is
because they have not reached the holiness of God. Verse 1:18 says that
unrighteousness and ungodliness incur the wrath of God. The only way to
restore this holiness is through the righteousness of Christ. By believing in
Him, we gain righteousness and become holy little by little by following the

guidance of the Holy Spirit.

You are a racer toward holiness. These are the people who should not shy
away from a goal as holy as God and move forward with it. Do not

compromise this standard. May you walk toward holiness.
2. Because holiness is the path to union with Christ.

Faith is also a race and a union with Christ. This means that the method of
racing must be holy. No matter how much God's standard of holiness has been
set, if we do not know the method of holiness, we are nothing more than a pie
in the sky and will fall into the position of great hypocrisy. Here, the saying,

“Because God is holy, you should be holy,” means that all of our motives and
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processes in life are holy. This is because only through holiness can one
become one with Christ. That is why our salvation is likened to marriage. Just

as two become one body, we become one in Christ.

How did you unite it? 1) He united us with God through rebirth <Baptism
with the Holy Spirit). 2) The Holy Spirit is still working for this work (fruit
rather than gifts). What continues is union with Christ. It is to resemble Christ.
There must be a change in thinking, a change in heart, a change in habits, a
change in goal and a change in speech. How much are you working on this
union? There is true satisfaction only in Christ. Why is there satisfaction when
reading and meditating on the Bible? Because there is an experience of unity.
Why are we satisfied when we pray? Because there is unity there. Being filled
with the Holy Spirit is no different. It is an experience of unity.

3. Holiness is the guarantee of living in New Jerusalem.

In this way, holiness is both the goal and the method. Now we tell you that
this holiness is the evidence of living in the New Jerusalem. In other words,
this holy life is the guarantee of those who will enter New Jerusalem. Look at
the picture of the heavenly world unfolding in Revelation Chapter 19. The
devil falls into the abyss, and Christians put on holy clothes with the Lord and
praise the Lord. What is that holy garment, the linen? It is the right thing to do.
Today we pursue this kind of holiness. There are many people today who have
given up on this life of holiness. There are many who want to take the wide
road. Even though America is such a great place to live, we must follow this
holiness. Do you all want to enter the world where New Jerusalem unfolds? If
so, become a person of holiness. As such, live your most powerful life on this

earth. This time we thought about holiness. Holy is our goal and method. This
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is the goal and method of the race. This is the way to union with Christ. This
is our guarantee of dwelling in the New Jerusalem after completing our
pilgrimage. This is what you need. This is a way to experience amazing grace

where you are.
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The way to overcome sin (Psalm 119:9-16) 1998.9.13

The greatest enemy of humanity is not war, disease, or economic depression.
Sin is the greatest enemy and the greatest problem. This is because the result
of sin is death. The declaration that on the day you eat, you will surely die, is
still alive among us. Today we are dealing with Psalm 119, and the powerful
word of God in the second stanza is the message that we can overcome sin

when we embrace the word. How can we overcome these sins?
1. I can overcome sin by declaring the Word with my mouth.

Verses 12-13, “Teach me your statutes, O LORD, blessed are you; my lips
have declared all the decrees of your mouth.” I made the words praise on my
lips. Our mouths must be filled with words. The confession of pride on
Nebuchadnezzar's lips led immediately to judgment. However, the confession
of faith in the gospel allows one to believe with one's heart and confess with
one's mouth to advance toward salvation. Sins are forgiven when they are
confessed. (1 John 1:9) This was also declared when casting out the devil.
Even when he was treating the sick, he said, “I tell you, get up, take up your

bed, and walk.” Therefore, it is blessed to memorize the Word and repeat it.

It is said to be sweeter than pine honey, and to be desired more than gold and
treasure. | hope that by keeping what comes from the Word in your heart, your
lips will overflow with praise. Even when you see a “waterfall,” you should
be able to call it “the Lord’s waterfall.” If your mind is not in contact with the
Word, you are only holding on to the shell. Let’s be faithful to the Word. Even
if the world changes, is it okay for humans to change their duties? Confusion

will arise. Even though money is tight, people are doing subhuman things
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because the church is like their own mother. How ungrateful is that person? |

hope that your life will be filled with praise.
2. You can overcome sin by enjoying the Word.

Verses 14-16: | delight in the way of your testimonies, just as | delight in all
wealth. I will meditate on your precepts, | will give heed to your ways, | will
delight in your statutes, and | will not forget your word. Here are three
important stages of enjoyment. 1) Meditation- It is reading and dwelling on it.
(Joshua 1:8) 2) Enjoyment (Application)- It is like hitting the target. 3
Personification (Podium and Training) - Receive the podium like a turtle cap.
Sin also attacks us with sugarcoated sugar. | feel like I could die if I fall into
this. Look at the temptation of the foreign woman in Proverbs. He sprinkles
cinnamon on the Hwamun mattress and tells her that her husband has gone
away and that he will come back in 15 days so let's enjoy it. There are many
people who enjoy drinking, gambling, and fornication and have become
refined. The way to overcome this is to see a better world and contact that
world. If you are filled with the Holy Spirit, you will become a very normal
person. Do not be a stranger, do not destroy authority, but become a normal
person in all relationships. (Ephesians 5:18) Are you enjoying the word of the
Lord? Then you can overcome sin. What is the reason why people get hurt the
most when they come to church? Because they do not enjoy the word of the
Lord. Therefore, | know that by enjoying the word of the Lord, | can

overcome sin and experience the work of rehabilitation.

I hope you enjoy your word. Even a church can be good. All you have to do is
go out as someone who enjoys the word of the Lord. | hope that you will be

able to taste the Word.
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3. You can overcome sin by devoting yourself to the Word.

Verse 9 says that he sought with all his heart not to stray from the
commandments of the Lord. I hid it, searched with all my heart, and my
behavior became pure. “How can a young man purify his way? Let him
follow your word. | have sought you with all my heart; let me not turn away

from your commandments.”

1) I lived according to the words of the Lord. 2) | sought the Lord with all my
heart. 3) His request was not to turn away from the Lord's commandments.
This is a life absorbed in the Word wholeheartedly. Here is the act of prayer
and the act of receiving the word well before God. All sin is provocative. If
you go into it, you just die. However, the Lord overcame this sudden attack of
the devil because of His word. Therefore, we must offer ourselves to the word
of the Lord like a grain offering. Salt (purity).

Frankincense (reverence and prayer) and oil (Holy Spirit) must be offered.
When this happens, we can overcome the sins that constantly come to us
internally and externally. “How shall a young man purify his way? Let him be
careful in your word.” Praise the Word. Apply the Word, devote yourself to
the Word. Wrestling with the Word
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A golden opportunity to receive grace (Psalm 119:25-32) 1998.9.27

The famous Samuel Lutherford was known to have influenced the church
through letters while in prison. His confession is, “Your illness is your
strength, and that is your health.” He said, "The words to live without
suffering are the greatest temptation words from hell." Today the psalmist
says, “The soul is in the dust” (25). “My soul is oppressed” (28), attacked by
lies (29), shamed (31), and persecuted. What is surprising is that there is
evidence that he received grace amidst these hardships. Therefore, it is true
that the suffering we experience is a golden opportunity for us to receive great
grace. How did David receive grace?

1. When the soul is attached to the Word, he receives grace.

In verse 25, “When my soul is stuck in the dust, revive me according to your
word. Would you have the spirit to do that when you are stuck in the dust?
But it is precious that he knew that the recovery of the soul is by following the
word. Verse 31 says, “Do not be put to shame.” How does he know that he

receives grace when he clings to the Word?

1) Let my thoughts be captivated by biblical thoughts. 2) Get caught up in
inspiration. 3) Break my will and choose the will of the Lord. The decision of
the Garden of Gethsemane is required. Is it God’s will to be devoted or not?
God's will for you is to dedicate yourself to the class given today. Everyone, |
hope you will cling to the Word that will suffer. You must have no distance

from the Word. At that time, grace comes.

2. | received grace when | had the attitude to learn.
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And this David was filled with the desire to learn the Word. This is the secret
to receiving grace. Teach me the statutes (26). Make me understand (27),
establish me (28), give me your law with grace (29), these expressions all
prove that those who try to learn His word receive grace. The most
unfortunate people in this world are those who do not learn. 1) He is arrogant
and does not learn. Two disciples on the road to Emmaus, “You who are slow
to believe the word” (Luke 24:44) 2) Do not learn from stereotypes. The
disciples did not know until the house of self was broken. Please do not be
stingy in learning the word of the Lord. We must diligently learn the word of
the Lord. 2 Timothy 3:16 says that the characteristics of the Bible are teaching,
rebuking, correcting, and training in righteousness. We must open our hearts
and not be stingy in learning the word of the Lord. Let those who are weary
and burdened learn from the Lord. At that time, grace comes.

3. You receive grace when you quickly enter the path of commandments.

After knowing the words you have learned, you receive grace when you have
the determination and obedience to follow the path of those words. Studying
the Bible is not a study to accumulate knowledge. It is a study of life. Verse 32
says, “If you enlarge my heart, [ will run after your commandments.” Do we
have such zeal? This road is narrow, but it is the road of life. A person's
determination can do great things. The path of commandments is a path filled
with life. If you have some spare time after suffering, remember that that

opportunity is the path to running towards the commandments.

The best opportunity to receive grace is during times of suffering. But if you
want your suffering to be meaningful, listen to the Word in times of suffering.

There is a sonar of grace
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Is your family strong? (1 Kings 17:17-24) Week of May 31, 1998

Several conditions are required for family happiness. Among them, there are
two important ones. One is the economic base and the other is the health issue.
However, a more important issue than this is a spiritual issue. Today’s Bible

shows how one family solved this problem. What should a happy family have?
1. It must be a family that seeks His kingdom and His righteousness first.

A healthy family must have clear priorities above all else. Through the events
in verses 8-16, we learn how important it is to clearly set priorities in life and
move forward. Elijah was a prophet during the time of Ahab, the chaotic
northern kingdom. He meets Ahab under God's direction and warns him that
the rain will cease. Living by the miraculous help of God by the stream of
Cherith. After that, he visits a family and stays there. Elijah, who is desperate
to end her life by eating her last food, tells her to "bring it to me first," and
promises that she will not run out of food for three years and six months. He
has an amazing experience through obedience. In verses 15-16, the jar of flour
was not used up and the oil was not dry. He overcame a difficult economic
recession. Today, this is the voice of God breaking through the economy. |
believe that the solution to the problems of the IMF era is also here. But here
we ask ourselves, why did the prophet ask for this? He is already a believer,
so the question is why did he let him pass through this gate? This is because
this problem of priority ranking occurs a lot as we move through the world.

The same goes for spending time. Why did the Lord find a quiet place at dawn?
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The same goes for spending money. The same goes for using talent. The same
goes for your hard work. Look at the temptation of a prostitute disguised as
piety. If a Christian is not clear about this ranking, he will inevitably bring
about a famine. Israel's priorities have been seriously and irreparably

corrupted. The people are confused. | hope this clear change occurs.
2. We must become a family that takes responsibility for problems and prays.

Today, it is not only a matter of priorities, but also an unwillingness to take
responsibility, which is a characteristic of this society. A healthy family must
always have someone in charge. It is glory through the cross, and we should
not just like to eat it easily. When there is someone responsible, the problem is
solved and God gives grace upon it. A health crisis has arrived. That is, his
son falls ill with a fatal disease and dies. The cause is clearly this woman’s sin.
At that time, she said, this man of God knew about her problem and held the
corpse and prayed. There was someone in charge. Prayer is something that
those who take responsibility do. Happiness in our family is achieved through
those who take responsibility. We must learn the responsibility of prayer here.
1) It was a humble prayer. “I fell on my face” 2) It was a prayer of faith. I
prayed earnestly three times. 3) It was a loving prayer. | thought of it like my
own body. In this era in which we live, in the difficult times our family faces,
we must become those who take responsibility for this. Our society doesn't
work with the mindset that it's okay if only I do well. Shouldn’t we take
responsibility for this era, our country, and American society? Jesus said to
command this mountain. He wanted to completely entrust the problem of the

demon-possessed child to the Lord. | hope you all live as responsible people.
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God of Comfort (1 Kings 19:1-8) 1998.6.7. main

Like the lush trees in summer, this June, | pray that our faith will overflow
and revive like the sea of Ezekiel's fantasy, and become like the lush trees
planted by the water. In today's first session, we hope that by experiencing
God's comfort, we will recover from our spiritual stagnation and grow
properly. What kind of comfort did God give Elijah, who had the same

disposition as us?
1. Elijah’s spiritual downturn

Every Christian goes through spiritual stagnation. This is not something
strange; it is proof that it is alive and that God is at work. This was the case
with Elijah here. When he heard Jezebel's words, he ran away, walked for a
day, sat down under a rosemary tree, and prayed for death. When does this
kind of spiritual stagnation occur? 1) It appears after a remarkable history has
been created. He was a man of prayer. He was a bold man. He was a man of
mercy. That is why it was said that John the Baptist felt like Elijah. He
considered the problems of his people and the widow of Zarephath as his own,
and went forward carrying his cross. After such history occurred, a recession
came. 2) It comes when the results are different from what was expected. The
result of Mount Carmel and the rain of grace before King Ahab, but Jezebel's

attack was more severe. It was a completely different expectation. Here he
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became discouraged. It's easy for us to become depressed when things don't

go as we expected. There are expectations at church gatherings.

God's thoughts are different from man's thoughts. 3) It comes when you feel
the limits of your patience. It was a long spiritual battle. But it continued. |
couldn't come to my senses for 3 years and 6 months. The people hesitated
and to make matters worse. Even patience has its limits. Our prosperity is a
lifelong issue. When we feel the limits of our patience, we experience spiritual
stagnation. See the jealous person’s confession of spiritual stagnation. Psalm
73:4-9. Our spiritual stagnation still cannot escape this category. When we are

in this situation, we must understand the cause and seek treatment.
2. Elijah’s petition

How was he cured of this spiritual stagnation? What did Elijah do in that
situation? He thirsted for God. He offered a crying prayer and asked, “Take
me with you.” Even if the content is wrong, finding God is the key to solving
the problem. We can be liberated from here only if we have the thirst for

prayer. Craving is very important. Ask, seek, knock.

It is difficult to find this craving when you are at peace. Therefore, this
spiritual downturn is a sign that God wants to give us grace. If you are
experiencing spiritual stagnation, please come to the Lord. Cry, “I will answer
you.” Cry out where you are. Like Deacon Stephen, kneel and pray in the

stone bath. A great experience happened to him. You see the glory of God.

God responded with something amazing to Elijah, who was longing in a
spiritual depression. How did he respond? God listens to the longings of his

people.
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How do you respond? 1) By touching, He touched. He personally touched the
leper and the blind. When we read the Bible, we are touched by His love. This
is our comfort. 2) By provision, He gave us food. Christ is spiritual food and
spiritual drink. When we eat and drink Him, we gain new strength. 3) By
teaching us our mission. Above all, he made us realize the mission that must
be accomplished. It is about establishing a king and establishing a successor.
The biggest thing is that we have work to do. All of this is Elijah's consolation.

Today we need this kind of consolation.
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Sea of Ezekiel’s Vision (Ezekiel 47:1-12) 1998.6.28

These days, when the Roman philosophy of valor and grandeur is prevalent, it
is easy to have a self-portrait of one growing into holiness and righteousness
as if it were a withered tree. However, the proper growth shown in the Bible
shows us a truly beautiful form of growth. Among them, the contrasting figure
in Jeremiah 17 shows us the appearance of a grown person. It is said that
those who rely on people and use flesh and blood as their power are like a
bush among thorns, but those who rely on the Lord are like a green tree that

does not wither even in drought.

What did Ezekiel see in today’s text? I hope that this history of prosperity will

be with you. How did this history of prosperity come about?
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1. It happens when you are humble.

It comes out from under the threshold of the temple (1-2). It's humility. Why
do we have no choice but to be humble? Because God accomplished it. The
Bible has many things to say about humility. If you are arrogant, you will not
receive grace. He gives grace to the humble. Even in Proverbs, it is said that
humility is before honor, and pride is before destruction. If an individual likes
to boast about himself, he will fail. King Herod and King Nebuchadnezzar
were all like that. The sin of Babylon, a nation, was pride (Revelation 19:).

God paid attention to the concerns of Israel, the sample church. Idolatry is a
product of pride. This was God's concern when he gave Canaan. However,
even though | know this, | feel pity for people who are fundamentally
obsessed with pride and do not know how to escape. So how do you learn
humility? You must learn self-denial. He must stop boasting and take up his
cross. We must move from a place of obedience to a place of devotion. | hope
that your heart will always be filled with this kind of humility.

2. This kind of history happens when you are in a middle state.

Verses 3-5 We must move forward every day until we are filled. This is
checked with a measuring line. So Paul said, prove whether you are in the
faith. The goal is fulfillment. 1) Ankle (person going to church) - Going to
church is also a great blessing. 2) Kneeling (praying) - History occurred
during the ninth hour of prayer. 3) Waist (service) - One who crawls like Jesus

4) Water to swim in (dedication) -?:

19"Out of her heart will flow rivers of living water." What does fullness mean?

1) Fulfillment is a life under control. 2) Fullness is a person whose subject
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changes. Only after the fullness that flows out of the temple occurs does work
occur. Through the ministry of Deacon Philip of the early church, God's grace
was filled and went out. A miracle and personal evangelism occurred. Still, |

didn't fall. How many cases are there today of people falling because of pride?

Are you really full? Examine with humility and self-denial

3. Where there is repentance, this kind of work happens. In a word, the work
of healing took place in the sea of vision that Ezekiel saw. This is revival
(restoration). As the temple waters flowed, everything they hit came to life.
Here, conversion began with the work of repentance. The transformation of
the woman at Sychar When you meet Jesus, it is normal to think of sin. Only
then will it be fired. How do I fire it? 1) Spiritual change (verse 8) The sea
water has been restored. You have to let go of the past. We must give up the
desire for fame, material desires, power, and pleasure. You need to wear new
clothes. 2) Cultural change (verse 9)- | will live wherever | go and everything
I encounter will change. We have a responsibility to change the world as dark
as it is today. We should not become a church that only engages in boating.
You have to catch fish. 3) Personality change (verse 12) - The fruit of the tree
was abundant. The fruit of the Spirit is required. Deacon Philip’s ministry — he

continued the work quietly. The fruits of character must be borne.

Ezekiel's fantasy sea is a self-portrait of growth given to us today. Growing up
to Christ
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Faith like Abraham (Romans 4:16-25) 1998.7.5. main

I hope that the self-portrait of the overflowing grace of Ezekiel's fantasy sea
will be engraved in your hearts. In this month, designated as Education Month,
we hope that, like Abraham, we will receive education in the gospel and that
education based on the gospel will be provided to our children and produce

beneficial results.

In the Bible, Abraham is treated as a sample of our faith in many ways. This is
the world of Jesus Christ, the descendant of Abraham. Your father Abraham
rejoiced as he looked forward to seeing my day. Jesus described Lazarus in

Abraham's arms.
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Verse 16: "Abraham is the father of all of us before God." What is this other
than an argument that the faith that saves us must be the same faith as
Abraham's? A life worthy of the gospel is nothing other than a life of faith like

Abraham's.
So what was Abraham’s faith?
1. It was a faith that was hoped for when it could not be hoped for.

Abraham's faith is a faith that hopes in the Lord who cannot be hoped for.
Hope was a solid faith. Peter said it was a living hope. What kind of hope is
this? There were at least three such experiences in Abraham's life. 1 1
responded to the call from Ur of the Chaldeans with faith. In Genesis 12:1-3,
when he was told to leave his father's house, he responded immediately. There
was a problem that | couldn't answer. A great nation, a source of blessings,
how could such a thing be expected? He slept not knowing where he was
going (Hebrews 11:). This is what is given to us in our life of faith. When that
happens, we must respond. Go to all the nations of the world (Matthew 28:18-

20) 2) Even when giving birth to Isaac, she responded with faith. at age 75

He went unresponsive for 25 years until he was 100 years old. The water was
cut off (verse 19). However, because it was God's promise, he responded
accordingly. Let us not be discouraged because we do not have the fruit of
Isaac (joy) by believing in Jesus. Let us move forward by looking to the One
who promised. Finally, the Lord gave him Isaac. He made the impossible
happen. 3) Even when offering Isaac, he responded with faith. Even when he
was told to sacrifice Isaac, he believed in the Lord who would bring him back
and did so. He really wanted to offer Isaac as a burnt offering. When it came

to things that were beyond reason, he did it because the Lord told him to.
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Likewise, our faith must be something we hope for even when we cannot
hope for it. We must look to the hope of our calling and move forward. We
must believe that the Lord is capable of accomplishing the impossible. | must
believe that the difficulties of reality are necessarily beneficial to me. | hope
you have the grace you desire even when you cannot hope for it. And this
faith is a faith that seeks to experience hope by denying self and taking up

0ne's cross.
2. It was a solid faith.

He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was steadfast in
his faith, giving glory to God, confident that he was able to fulfill what he had
promised. Therefore it was credited to him as righteousness. It was a faith that
was strengthened through testing. When that happens, glory comes to God.
Look at Job’s patience. He finally received greater glory. The Lord has
fulfilled the purpose of his life. Growing into this kind of solid life is the

promise given to us, and it is promised in Romans 5:1-5.

What is it? 1) Reconciliation (Abraham was reconciled to God) 2) Entering
into grace (Abraham lived in grace) 3) Tribulation - Refinement - Hope
(Abraham knew the hope of calling) 4) Experience of God's love ( The
outpouring of the Holy Spirit, Abraham became a fountain of those filled with
the Holy Spirit) and was a friend of God. | hope you will have solid growth
with this Abraham-like faith. We must become people who have the right
growth in the gospel. You must know the gospel right away. We must live a

life worthy of the gospel

grace by thinking about how important it is to live a gospel life. In today's text,
Paul compares the two Adam's and tells us what blessings he received through

Christ, the last Adam.

To summarize it simply, it is said that in Adam death reigned (14), but in the
second Adam he reigns in life (17). This means that the Christian life is

It is the true nature of Christians that they shed so many tears after believing.

So at this time, | would like to think about how we can move from death to
life and live a life obsessed with life.

1. A life obsessed with death

First, we must have a correct understanding of the life of a person obsessed
with death. 12-

In verse 15, Adam brought death into the world because of sin. Adam's choice
became the choice of all mankind. “Therefore, because of one person, sin was

brought into the world.

“Sin is not considered sin when there was no law, even though it was in the

world before it was.”

Verse 14 says, “Death reigned from Adam until Moses.” Adam is a type of the
one who is to come, and this has become clearer through the law. This is why
we see more clearly that we are sinners when we read the Bible. Then, death
What is life like?
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(Ephesians 4:18-19) 1) It is a life in which intelligence is darkened. | live a
life like a dark night.

2) It is a life without senses. You have a great sixth sense, but you have no
inspiration. It is a life like an animal. 3) It is a life with a hardened heart. A

soft heart, a gentle heart. (Matthew 5:3

-4) An arrogant and strong mind. We were like this in the past... It is a
blessing to realize this. Because that is when hope begins. But how many shell
believers are there today? Lord, | cannot tell you how blessed it is to confess

that | am a sinner.
2. Alife captured by life (16-19)

But there is a life that is obsessed with life. It is a life of reigning king within
life. By the choice of Jesus, the second Adam, we who were in death have
been moved to life (John 5:24). Jesus' choice in the Judean wilderness and
Jesus' choice in Gethsemane are important choices. He claims that only God is
life. (15) For if by one man's sin many died, much more would the grace of
God and the gift through the grace of one man, Jesus Christ, have abounded to
many. Paul told us to live a life that reigns in life. What is this life like? 1) It is

a life lived in grace.

It is a grace like the sea of Ezekiel’s fantasy. 2) A life filled with the Holy
Spirit. It is a life governed by Christ. 3) It is a life of maintaining
righteousness. It is a life of seeking righteousness before God, His kingdom,
and His righteousness. This is a time without loyalty. 4) It is a life lived for a

mission. (John 10:10) I hope you enjoy a life obsessed with life.

3. How to be caught up in life
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What is the way to move from this place of death to the place of life? This can
only be accomplished through the Lord Jesus. Verse 21 says, “Through our
Lord Jesus Christ,” in other words, 1 through faith. (John 5:24) As long as you

believe in Jesus, you will be fundamentally changed in this position.
2) It is done through repentance. (Acts 2:23) 3) Rebirth

(Baptism of the Holy Spirit) (John 4:) 4) It becomes possible when you
dedicate yourself. (Romans 6:14) - Sincere dedication must be made. Don't
put off this blessed task and move on now. Don't be put off by my work.

What are you obsessed with? Is it sin or grace? Is it the devil or God? Is it lust
or the desire of the Holy Spirit? A blessed life captivated by life in Greece
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Enjoy the Blessings of Devotion (Romans 6:12-18) 1998.7.19 Note We have a
bad habit of having a preconceived notion that consecration requires effort
and sacrifice. However, | believe that those who correctly know and practice
the truth of devotion are those who enjoy the highest level of Christian
devotion. Calvin extolled the greatness of the man who learned to surrender

from his heart to God, saying that he was not his own but God's. This tells us
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how blessed are those who enjoy a life of devotion. So at this time, | would

like to think about the lessons about a life of devotion rooted in the gospel.
1. Object of devotion

That's because no one can devote themselves right away in life. Living by
dedicating yourself to something. Even for born-again Christians, this
problem becomes even clearer. If you do not set the right object of devotion,
your efforts will be in vain. Paul shows this experience in two devotions. 1)
There is dedication to sin. 12-13a) Obey the use of the body and do not
present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin. How many
people today give themselves over to sin? Those who lack discernment, like
Lot, will be put to shame. | followed the environment. There is no far-sighted
perspective. He feels ashamed. Unable to break even one bad habit, they give
it up entirely to sin. We need to get out of this situation. 2) Dedicate yourself
to God (verse 13b). Devotion to God is the normal life of a Christian. I am not

mine, but the Lord's.

Thoughts, interests, and preferences must be controlled by the Lord. Doing
what the Lord wants is a life of Christian devotion. Is there anything more
glorious than this? If you offer it to God and it becomes his treasure, what
could be more glorious than this? As saved people, you are fighting back and
forth between these two things. | hope that you will know that only God is the
object of your devotion and that you will put yourself down and live as a
living sacrifice offering your entire life to Him. Then you will know the joy of

being a devotee on your path.

2. Results of dedication
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How you devote yourself to both aspects will produce contrasting results. In
verse 15, it will result in a contrast between death and righteousness. It is said
that the results that come from dedication to verse 16 are clear. If you dedicate
yourself to sin, death will come, but if you dedicate yourself to God,

righteousness (life) will come.

When we dedicate ourselves to God, our hearts must be filled with
righteousness. In Job's case, if he gives up on a life of devotion when faced
with difficulties, he sins like Job's wife. If you learn dedication like Job when
faced with difficulties, you will know the path of righteousness. When you
dedicate yourself directly to God, the results are promised to be tremendous
blessings. | hope you receive the grace of being celebrated like the woman
who broke the alabaster jar.

3. Method of devotion

So how do you dedicate yourself? What is devotion to God? Verse 17 says,
“By obeying from the heart the pattern of the doctrine.” In verse 18, the slave
of sin becomes the slave of righteousness. Devotion to God means 1) obeying
God's teachings (word) 2) from the heart 3) obeying As Calvin said, 1) all our
actions must be guided. 2) We should not guide reason, will, thoughts, and
actions. 3) You should not seek all physical things. 4) We must forget
ourselves and our interests. 5) Our members must set Him as their only goal

and follow Him. However, taking God’s place within us is self-boasting.

The way to overcome these toxins is to simply follow the Lord’s guidance.
The Bible truly serves as a teaching example for us. It is like a mirror and like
a ruler. Through this funeral, I became convinced of three things. 1) 10:9-10,

the singularity of God’s salvation 2) Acts 6:31, the promise of family
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salvation 3) Romans 8:38-39, the sovereignty of salvation, foreknowledge,
predestination, vocation, justification, and even the glorification of God. He
said he would give us countless promises and blessings, so why can't | do this?
Because there is no dedication.

Jump into prayer of devotion. | hope that you will lead a life of obedience and
go to a place of victory where sin cannot control. This glorious journey of
leaving everything to God

The love of God that no one can break (Romans 8:31-39) 1998.7.26
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The relationship between Christians is not connected by any ideology, ideal,
or concept, but by the love of God, so no one can break it. For a month, we
have been thinking that the gospel life is a life of faith, a life of reigning in
life, and a life of devotion, but today we want to receive grace by thinking
about the life of God's love. God wants us too to step into Paul's position of
confidence. | hope you receive all this love. What kind of confidence does
Paul have?

1. It was confidence in God’s strong salvation.

Romans 8 tells us about Paul's confidence, especially his strong confidence in
the matter of our salvation. Justification by faith is not just a legal thing, it
shows us the practical strength of salvation. How sturdy is it? 1) It is strong
and has no one to oppose (31). Consider the abundance of God. If he gave his
Son, how could he not give it all now? | hope you will always believe that my
God is Jehovah Irae.

2) It is secure with no one to sue (33). The devil often sees our mistakes and
accuses us. Because God declared him righteous, he has no one to sue him. As
1 John 1 verse 9 says, go forward with confession. 3) It is reassuring because
there is no one to condemn (33-34). The devil also condemns and accuses us.
Our weaknesses, mistakes, and sins are still the target of the devil's
condemnation. However, we are never condemned because we believe that

the Lord's merits have already been disposed of. The meaning of Jesus'
ascension has great meaning. Therefore, we can declare it in the face of any
failure. Even in the face of the devil's condemnation, we can declare with faith.

Behind this great and reassuring salvation lies only the sacrifice of the Lord's
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love. You can feel strong love because you paid a high price. Many Christians

today live without knowing this cost. Be thankful for this strong salvation.
2. It was confidence in God’s great love.

Paul was confident of the great love of God who achieved such generous
salvation. What kind of love was that? It was the love of God the Father. (32)
It was the love of Jesus the Son. (34) It was the love of God the Holy Spirit.
(26) When we see such tremendous content for this salvation, we cannot help
but be moved. What was that activity of love like? 1) This love was the love
that everyone wanted. It was a love that mobilized all of his personality. 2)
This love was a great love. It was a love that could not be measured. When we
think of loving the world in John 3:16 only in a limited sense, there are times
when we cannot fully express God's love. Do not misunderstand
predestination. God's love is a love that cannot be measured by anything. 3)
That love is a continuing love. The reason much fruit is expected in John 15:5
is because we remain in His love. Even though Peter often abandoned him,
the Lord still continued to love him and help him grow. Anyone who knows
that this amazing, all-consuming love continues behind me cannot help but

gain courage. Accept this love. Go and swim in this sea of love.

3. It was confidence in God’s absolute protection. (35-39) Confidence in
God's love gives us confidence in his careful protection. As | thought about
the appearance of God's eternal city, | saw that it was made of jasper. It was a
300-mile cube. What is this jasper? It is God's will. He promised absolute
protection as righteousness. Today’s text promises two aspects of protection. 1
It is protection from present and external suffering. Tribulation, trouble,

popback, standard, danger, sword 2) Protection from the future and internal

enemies. Death and life, non-angelic powers, present and future, high depth.
Paul's assurance of protection was the climactic declaration of salvation. John
10:28-29 says that no one can snatch it from the hand of the Father of all. We
declare that this kind of protection has always been with us, even when we are
like sheep for slaughter. (37) We want you to know that we are promised
absolute protection even in the economic crisis, mental difficulties, family

difficulties, and health problems we face.

A life by the gospel is a life by love. This love is the love that achieved such
strong salvation. With this love, we live with Hanam’s absolute protection. |
hope you accept this love. May you abide in this love. Live with great
confidence like Paul, but love his love no matter what.
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Pass through Damascus (Acts 9:1-9) 1998.8.2

Just like finding a spring of water by following the movement of a wire,
Christians must focus on this very mission when seeking out what is truly
blessed. Therefore, it is natural for Christians to have a missionary vision.
This is because we have commonly received the Great Commission from our
Lord in Matthew 28:19-20 and the way to actually enjoy the blessings of
Abraham is through missions. So, | believe that Paul's greatness lies in the
fact that he bore the flower and fruit of missionary work to build the church
through the testimony of the gospel. I want you to know that we too can enjoy
the blessings of Abraham only if we participate in missions in some way. In
order to bear great fruits like Paul's mission, the experience of Damascus must

happen to the missionary. '"What was Paul's experience in Damascus?'
1. It was an experience of supernatural grace. (3)

Christians who want to do missionary work must first experience supernatural
grace. The experience of supernatural grace refers to an individual encounter
with God. Abraham, Moses, David, Samuel, Nathanael, Simon, etc. all had
personal encounters with the Lord. How did you meet Paul? 1) He went to
persecute. He was a man who was both threatening and murderous. He

participated in killing Stephen. merit.

With confirmed evidence, they went on an expedition to systematically
capture and kill them. Even people who were severely persecuted can become
new people. Do not forget your zeal in prayer. 2) Experience the light that
comes suddenly. Along with this light, | heard a voice. He heard a voice
calling to him, “Saul, Saul!” This is not an illusion. It was an experience to

meet the resurrected Lord in person. Through this amazing mystical and
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supernatural experience, a great discovery occurs to Saul. Christians need
supernatural experiences. The experience of rebirth (John 3:), the experience
of receiving the power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:) (Ephesians 5:18), the
experience of God's presence (Acts 16:31), and the experience of an
individual encounter with the Lord must occur. Believing in Jesus is an event

in which such a supernatural and mystical experience occurs.
We must have an unforgettable Damascus experience. Where is my Damascus?

We must pray for this kind of experience to happen to our children during this

summer Bible school.

From a young age, let us pass through Damascus, which points to
righteousness, mercy, and faith rather than shrewd management skills.

2. It was an experience of falling to the ground. (4)

Another experience for those who have a missionary vision is the experience
of falling to the ground like Paul. It is self-destruction, self-denial. This comes

as an inevitable result of someone who has met the Lord.

We must be poor in spirit, mourners, meek, and hungry and thirsty for
righteousness. Because light comes to a dark conscience. Another sounded
like thunder. Even if you listen to the word of the Lord, some enemies fight. |

use it for my wife, and she buys some cheap stuff in the store.

There was a clear realization. My eyes were opened by the correct answers to

Christological questions. Like Peter's confession of faith in Caesarea Philippi,

the Lord is the Christ, the Son of the living God. Although the gates of Hades

could not overcome him and received the key to heaven, he momentarily

blocked the path of Christ. He didn't have his ego crushed. The Lord made
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him a missionary through his series of failures. Before missionary work, we

must clearly know who Jesus is. he is

After the experience of “It is done,” the Lord sends him to the missionary

field.

2. It was an experience that confirmed the mission received from the Lord. (5-
9) Those who have a missionary vision must confirm the mission received
from the Lord Jesus. Paul's experience in Damascus was a realization of his
mission through the answer to the question, "Lord, what shall I do?" We need
to find work. What is our mission? What is our gift? The gift of teaching, the
gift of governance, etc. We must know how to dedicate ourselves to missions.
Let us pray for two things: the evangelization of our family and relatives is
our greatest filial duty. We have received wealth as those who have a
missionary vision. This is a natural phenomenon. Let us obey the work of

missionary work to become those who can enjoy this amazing blessing.
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Missions are what the church does (Acts 9:10-18) Week of August 9, 1998

Paul was mentally and physically weakened by his experience in Damascus. It
was as if his thigh bone was broken like Jacob at the Abbok River. His eyes
became unable to see and he was led around by people. Jikgari went into a

house in the village, stopped eating and drinking, fasted and prayed.

After preparing for three years in Arabia, he undertook missionary work. We

see here that he personally spoke to the Lord
Three reasons are found in his case.
1. The first reason is because the Lord commanded Ananias to find Saul.

Saul had the experience of Damascus, and he stopped eating and drinking,
fasted, and prayed. In such cases, it is necessary to note that God's answer
came through the leader of the church. The person who met the Lord in

person was praying, and then met the Lord in person again and did not receive
guidance on how to do this. No, God was pleased to receive it through Nia. So,
there is an incident where Ananias receives a mission from the Lord. In verses
10-11, he called him in a vision and asked him specifically. He told them to go
to a street called Zigga and find Saul. This means that the church has a
responsibility to find missionaries and send missionaries. Therefore, the

church must be diligent in missionary work. mind
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Verses 28:19-20 also refer to the church. The church must do the work of
making disciples. This is missionary work. What is the main work of the
Antioch church? The goal is to move forward by establishing separate

missionaries.

While fasting and seeking the Lord, under the direction of the Holy Spirit,
Saul and Barnabas were set aside and dispatched. Therefore, the church must
send missionaries and find such people. Our church hopes to become
dedicated missionaries like this.

2

2. The second reason is because the Lord commanded Saul to receive Ananias

prayer.

This is because in verse 12, the Lord had already shown Saul that he would
receive Ananias' prayer and receive his sight again. Read verse 12. "The Lord
did not heal directly, but had him do it through the authority of the church.
Why was that? Because the Lord strengthens individuals through the church.

We do not know how important this authority is placed in the Bible.
Abimelech was healed through Abraham'’s prayers. This is not for Abraham
personally. It refers to the authority of the church. This is because the Old
Testament church has Abraham as its head. It is a symbol of Christ. He said he
would build my church on Peter’s confession of faith. They said that if the
church puts it on, it will be put on, and if it is taken off, it will be released.
This authority belongs to the church. A church that is a pillar of truth is not

influenced by the number of people.

Indeed, the Lord revealed it to the messengers of the church. He said, “I am

writing to the angels of the seven churches.” This is evidence that it works
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through the authority of the church. Therefore, it is natural that the most
important mission, mission, is also carried out through the authority of the
church. In today's climate, there is a lot of tendency to ignore the authority of
the church's truth. If you have received it, you must check whether what you
received was correct through the authority of the church on this earth. The
Lord is pleased with it. The church is like a home. A family is like a mother
who nurtures him. Our church is a church with the will to be built on the pillar
of truth. If so, you will be blessed as you move forward through the prayers of
this church. Therefore, we must move forward while praying earnestly so that
the fruits of missionary work can be revealed through these prayers.

3. The third reason is because water baptism was given by the hand of
Ananias.

Sayul, who had the experience of meeting the Lord of Damascus, received the
baptism of the Holy Spirit through the prayer of Ananias.

But that doesn't mean it's over. He was soon baptized with water. This is the
main reason why the church must do missionary work. Water baptism is a
public declaration. The Holy Communion is celebrated in the church. Because
it is a public declaration. Why does the church need to know this? If there is a
reason for this, it is because of the destruction of correct teachings. The
Jerusalem Church established the Antioch Church. The Antioch church

founded other Gentile churches.

What is important here is that they were visited and inspected by the apostles
to see if what they were teaching was correct. Today, the Presbytery and the
General Assembly play this role. Are you protecting the correct teachings of

truth? This is because it clarifies the problem. Missions is also about building
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a church. The church must be a Christian church built on the pillar of truth. To
achieve this, the principle is that those who have learned the truth through the
church must go forward and establish churches. How many things are in vain

because of false teachings? We must build a church like this. Our church must
become a missionary church and dream of becoming a church that produces

and supports many missionaries.
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A teacher of good virtue is needed (Acts 9:19-31) Week of August 16, 1998
(Part 2)

In 1 Peter 2:9, it says that the purpose of calling us is to spread beautiful
virtues to the whole world. This means that the church must play the role of
Seondeoksa Temple. Saul in today's text specifically shows how he bore fruit
as a missionary after the Damascus experience. Today, people believe that
they cannot do missionary work if they do not have money, and they believe
that they can only do missionary work if they have something. However, the
Bible clearly shows us that when there are virtues such as bar and bar, the
church has the resources for missions. Our text reveals three clear truths about

missions.

1. Mission is to defend the virtue of Jesus Christ. (21-22) What is mission? It
can be said to be a defense of the virtues of Jesus Christ. Saul received
guidance from the church and immediately went out to defend Christ to the
Jews. Verse 20: “Immediately they began to proclaim in every synagogue that

Jesus was the Son of God.”

Verse 22: “Saul gained strength and subdued the Jews living in Damascus,

proving that Jesus was the Christ.” Missionary work is to prove that Jesus is

the Son of God.

Relief and education are important, but proving that Jesus is the Son of God is
more important. It means that Jesus is the savior. To do so, we cannot help but
testify to the virtue of Jesus Christ. The virtue refers to his merit. The power
of his contribution is enormous. He dealt with sin. He dealt with the guilt. He
took care of the punishment. He makes you a new person (2 Corinthians 5:17).

Behind this virtue was a tremendous event: His death and resurrection. The
112



kind of apologetics that Saul did must always be clearly carried out in our
church. Even if we give everything else, what is the meaning if we do not
know that Jesus is the Christ? A missionary is one who testifies to Christ's

most important virtues: his death and resurrection.
2. Missions are done through the virtue of the Lord.

If the death and resurrection of Christ are the content of mission, the method
of mission must also be conducted through virtue. This is different from the
world’s methods. It must be done in the Lord's way. The Lord's way is the
way of meekness and humility. Look at him riding on a young donkey. It is a
way to carry the cross. Look at the persecution that Paul suffered. He ran
away (23-25). Look at the virtue of Barnabas (27) The church must follow
this method of virtue. This virtue is ultimately love. Missions are
accomplished through love.

3. Missions must produce the fruits of the kingdom of God.

It was said that missionary work means apologizing for Christ and doing the
work of Christ. Therefore, missionary work must bear fruit of the kingdom of
God. If you do it wrong, you can build a human kingdom. What are the fruits
of the kingdom of God? (9:31) 1) There must be peace. 2) There must be
reverence. 3 There must be the comfort of the Holy Spirit. 4) The fruit is an
increase in the number of disciples. We hope that our church will do
missionary work to spread the virtues of the Lord. The church must actively
do this. Church is not a place to learn knowledge and skills. It is a place to
learn virtue. Through this, the world around us becomes brighter and we can

achieve the fruit of the kingdom of God. With these virtues, I am of God.
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First Commandment (Exodus 20:3) 1998.8.23 Week (Part 1)

From God's desired answer to question 46, we learn what the first
commandment commands. “The first commandment commands us to know
and acknowledge that God is the only true God and that He is our God, and to

worship and glorify Him as such. It has at least three meanings.
1. It is intended to help people know that there is only one true God.

1 Chronicles 28:9 This is David’s last will and request. “Solomon, my son,

serve the God of your father with a full heart and with a willing purpose. For
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the Lord searches all hearts and knows every thought. If you seek him, he will
find you; but if you forsake him, he will reject you forever.” Elijah The goal at

the altar was to determine who is the living God.
In Peter's confession of faith, we see him believing in the living God.

The first commandment contains a strong instruction not to believe in the
living God as if it were a dead God. Since the Trinity God is the only living

God, we must serve only him.
2. It is about acknowledging him.

Deuteronomy 26:17 You will acknowledge the LORD your God today, and
you will walk in his ways and keep his statutes, his commandments, and his
judgments, and you will listen to his voice." Regarding Nebuchadnezzar's
deification and offering, Daniel asserted that only God is God. He always
acknowledged that He was God.

I must acknowledge in all my life that the Trinity God of the Bible is the only

God. This means acknowledging him through words, thoughts, and actions.
3. To worship and glorify him.

Matthew 4:10 When tempted, it is said, “Worship only the Lord your God.”

Those who recognize God as the only god cannot help but worship him.

Those who acknowledge that He alone lives and that He alone is God will

always be voluntarily followed by worship and praise.

The fact that the wise men and Daniel's three friends became worshipers

despite such hardships is proof that they kept the first commandment.
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When we establish the positive teachings of the First Commandment today,

we can become overcomers.

You must strictly keep this first commandment and keep it with a clear view

like Joshua. By serving this God well, I and my family
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Healing Mission (Acts 9:32-43) Week of August 30, 1998 (Part 2)

In the meantime, we thought about the message about missions several times.
Missions must pass through Damascus. Missions are what the church does.
Missions is spreading the virtues of Christ. Today, | would like to think about
missionary work as a ministry of healing through the power of Christ. He said
that missions was to fill people with the power of the gospel by raising the
dead and healing the sick. Today, we will shed new light on the role of the
ministry of healing as a mission through the two incidents that Peter did in
Acts 9: He says in verse 35 that he “returned to the Lord because of the
healing of Aeneas,” and in verse 42 he says, “And all the people of
righteousness knew and many believed in the Lord.” It appears that

missionary work took place effectively where there was healing power.
1. What kind of treatment is it?

Today's text shows that missionary work is healing through two incidents. 1)
We look at the case of Aeneas, the ministry of healing the sick. Just as Jesus
healed the paralyzed man, Peter heals him in the name of the Lord Jesus. 2)

The case of Tabitha, the ministry of raising the dead, appears. It is similar to

the incident in which Jesus saved the life of Jairus’ daughter. It was done in
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the name of Christ, not out of Peter's piety. It is an event that brings back the
dead Lazarus. Missionary work must be an event of healing like this. In that
case, missions becomes effective. The evidence also appears in the ministry of
Jesus' disciples, the Lord's ministry, and the ministry of the Old Testament
prophets Elijah and Elisha. Is this type of treatment available in our ministry?
I hope that there is a place for this kind of treatment in your home and
individually. Missions must be filled with this healing power.

2. How is it treated?

He healed only in the name of the Lord Jesus. Verses 32-35: “Jesus Christ will

heal you.”

Verses 36-43, “Tabitha, arise,” all of this is done by Christ. Christ, who died
on the cross and was resurrected, now works in the Holy Spirit. How much do
you use the name of the Lord Jesus Christ?

The healing of the lame man at the Beautiful Gate of the Temple was done in
the name of Jesus, and the healing power of Jehovah was used to change the
bitter water of Marah into sweet water for Israel in the wilderness. The Lord
of this healing is Christ the Lord. The Sun of Righteousness, whose rays of
healing shine, is our Lord. | hope you accomplish the ministry of healing in

the name of Jesus Christ.
3. What conditions are required?

The Lord of this kind of power still performs the work of healing. That ability
is stored. Therefore, we must have two things. 1 A good heart through good
deeds and charity is the most important thing. This is the soil of healing

ministry. We must give the Lord a platform for His work in our hearts. This is
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the state of mind. When Cornelius' family also had such a heart, the Lord
Himself worked. The hearts of the disciples were humble. The descent of the
Holy Spirit at Pentecost came upon such soil. 2) Wrestled with the problem.
Supplication before the dead was required. It is a challenge to a big problem. |
had the courage to ask the Lord for something hopeless. How do you deal
with the dead? Only when we come to the Lord does the Lord do it. 3) There
was a sincere request. He knelt down and prayed. How true is this? Elijah
even bowed his knees until he received an answer. When there is prayer like
this, the work of healing takes place. Missions are effective when they have
the power to heal. To do so, we need the courage to take responsibility for the
problem. And use the name of the Lord Jesus Christ. Ask for it. female
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Blessed One (Psalm 119:1-8) 1998.9.6 (Part 1)

Psalm 119 is called the Alpha Psalm. Calvin once preached at length about
this.

(Part 22) Puritan preacher Mather Cotton preached in three books. (Psalm 176)
I try to think about it four times following Calvin’s pattern. The content of
today's text reveals who the truly blessed are, longs for those blessings, prays
to God, and can be seen as a confession of faith that longs for such blessings.
This presents what true blessings are to a generation that is consumed with
belief in blessings and fortunes, and directly teaches the confidence of those

who are truly blessed and what the results are. We hope that all of our church
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members will live as people who experience such blessings. Who is the

blessed?
1. Those who love the word of God are blessed.

Those who love the word of God are like a tree planted by streams of water.
(Psalm 1:) So what does it mean to love the word of God? In verses 1-4, three
things are said about the blessed. 1 Obey the law of the Lord. “Those who
walk in the law of the Lord,” “those who keep the testimonies of the Lord,”
“those who walk in the way of the Lord,” and those who faithfully keep the
precepts of the Lord (4). When we obey the Word, we live as truly blessed

people. It means going.

A life in which our experiences and words captivate us is the characteristic of
happiness. What is revival? The word spreads and gains power. We must
understand Jonathan Edwards' distinction between affection and passion. The
revival that started with God is the result of affection, but the revival that
started with humans remains as a lawful passion. When the milk that fed you

was blessed, the word of the Lord

To love God is specifically to seek the face of Jehovah. It is a life of devotion
that seeks Jehovah with all one's heart. All Christians are burnt offerings. Just
as everything is burned as a fragrant sacrifice to God, everything about me

belongs to the Lord. This kind of person is truly

all. Even when reading the Bible and praying, we must seek God’s face. 3)
Trying to have a perfect action (1). Those who keep the law of Jehovah are
naturally those who live before God in terms of ethics as well. What is inside

must come out. The Lord wants faith to proceed to the completion of deeds.
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By loving the Word, we are destined to move to such a place. In matters of
values, the principle is that the Word must still be ethicalized. Those who love
the Word in this way obey God's law, seek God's face, and become upright in

the aspect of ethics. This is the blessed one.
2. Blessed are those who faithfully keep the Lord’s statutes.

In verse 5, the poet makes a request. “I ask you to determine my ways so that
I may keep your statutes. The heart of a blessed person always knows that the
source of blessings is the Word. He tries not to miss out on those blessings.
His desire does not depart from the Word of the Lord. When Paul exhorts
Timothy, stick to what you have learned and have confidence in (2 Timothy
3:14).

There are all the right places. On this day, | prayed. It is located in Beonsan

Mountain.

Don't let it go! I liked Agur’s prayers and sincerity. Daniel's attitude was the
same as before. | hope that you will be someone who faithfully keeps the

word of the Lord. I hope that these requests will overflow.
3. Blessed are those who hold on to the word of the Lord even in suffering.

In verses 7-8, the poet confesses: Verse 6, | will not be ashamed. Verse 7: |
will give thanks to the Lord with an upright heart. A fulfilling life, a life

overflowing with gratitude, continuing even in difficult times

It's erotic. Psalm 19: Your commandments please me. Clear the doubt.
Gratitude is an expression of faith. When faith is harmonized with the Word,

history happens. Daniel's thanks, the lion couldn't eat it. The history of Jesus’
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gratitude, the history of five loaves and two fish, and the history of

resurrection took place. We feel this way too
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I believe that proper growth occurs when you treat something like life.

Although Naboth, who appears in today's text, seemed weak, he was a person
with a clear direction and tendency for religious growth in his heart. But Ahab
and Jezebel went in the opposite direction, with disastrous results. | hope that
the direction and tendency of your faith growth will be as clear as mine, and
that you will finally go to a place where you receive blessings. So what was
the inheritance that Naboth regarded as his life, and what was his attitude

toward it?
1. The Lord’s inheritance that Naboth regarded as his life

What company did Navot, which comes out today, receive? It is the Lord's

inheritance (4), the land that is the inheritance of our ancestors.

This is a family that has kept the land distributed during the time of Joshua for
more than five centuries. This cannot be sold and has been kept as is. because?
Because it is a company given by God. What a wonderful family and what a
wonderful family this is. If the world changes and our companies also change,

this is a serious problem. On the contrary, we must be more truthful, more
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righteous, and more righteous and take issue with everything that is not good.

The method is not the issue.

The inheritance given by God is divided into four categories. 1) Faith. The
grace of salvation (Ephesians 2:8-9), faith is more precious and precious than

gold. How much do you know about this value?

So we revive everything for that purpose. 2) It is the gift of the Holy Spirit.
All Christians have received the gift of the Holy Spirit. (1 Corinthians 12:13)
We must not bury it in the ground like the man who received one talent. This
is because you do not know how amazing a gift this is. Your job is to lay
golden eggs. Be loyal to it 3) It is heaven. Heaven, which is a place, is ours.
(John 14:1) We will enter the world filled with the praise of Hallelujah in
Revelation 19. I hope you all become people who sing this kind of praise. 4)
God himself is the inheritance. Ephesians 1:13, God has sealed it with a
guarantee. Those whom God takes as my inheritance are blessed. God gave
everything. He gave us His own Son, Seongrip Himself. Naboth was the land,
but we have inherited the spiritual blessing that is its completion. | hope you

find this one to cherish. Above all, we

Respect “my ministry,” knowing that it is a source of blessings. What could

be more unfortunate than not knowing how to value and enjoy precious things?
I hope everyone values my current position and experiences the spring of the
Lord there.

2. Proper attitude toward state companies

What attitude should we have towards such a valuable company? Our text

shows four kinds of attitudes. 1) People of greed: We see this in the attitude of
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the nine. They do not know how to value their own things and try to take what
belongs to others. DeWitt also had this temperament. It happened to the
disciples too. Desire for fame. How evil is your heart? This is the appearance
of a typical fleshly person. The fleshly mind and the spiritual mind become
enemies. 2) People of the devil: There are people like Judas Iscariot here too.
This is Jezebel. He is an unregenerate person. He did whatever it took. He
frames Naboth and kills him. He was cunning and he was forgiven. He shed a
lot of blood. Cain's ruthless attitude The Church of God sometimes
experiences tribulations like Naboth in this world. They are also oppressed
mercilessly by those who claim to believe. The Lord prophesied that they
would persecute you without cause. Still, we must show the attitude of the
Lord's love even when we report those who do marker work. 3) Compromiser:
This is the attitude of the crowd. I did it without knowing. That doesn't mean
there is no responsibility. The elders were mobilized to kill him. Jesus, the
crowd said, "Listen to the briber and crucify him." When we compromise, we
feel temporarily comfortable, but eventually become sympathizers. The
church must discern the world. We do things without knowing what is good or
bad for the child. If so, the church needs a lot of examples. Pastors must
follow the commands of the Bible to do this, elders to do this, and teachers to
do this. 4) Attitude of loyalty: But even more than this. There is an attitude
toward this important inheritance. This is the attitude of Naboth. He refused

even to the point of death because it was God's inheritance.

No one recognized it. But the Lord vindicated his righteous spirit. He has
avenged his blood. Look at the martyr's prayers at the foot of the altar. He
judges His enemies.. Revelation 19: He says He will avenge the blood of the

martyrs.
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Elijah lamented that he was left alone, but God fulfilled his covenant by
leaving behind someone like Nabo. In God's eyes, he can make one person
worth 7,000 people. Check out your eternal inheritance. Salvation. amnesty.
Heaven, are you passing on God as he was like Naboth? We are defending the
faith, not the land. | hope you grow into a person like this. When that happens,

great fruits will arise in our lives.
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Love is patient (1 Corinthians 13:1-7) January 4, 1998

In 1998, we hope that our church will grow by forming a “community of
persevering hope.” In fact, this means persevering because of faith,
persevering because of hope, and persevering because of love. So, | would

like to start by receiving a lesson about long-suffering, or patience.
1. The value of patience

Verse 7 talks about long-suffering. It is said that the greatest element of love is

patience. “Love is patient”.

". 1) It is said that those who endure to the end will be saved. The fifth seal of

Revelation

What did the Lord say to the martyrs at the time of Twelfth? It is said to wait
patiently until the fullness of time. 2) The essence of faith is patience.

Hebrews 11:1 says that faith is the substance of things hoped for and the
evidence of things not seen. In other words, patience is the foundation of faith.
Look at Abraham. It took 25 years since | received my appointment at the age

of 75. What patience is he? Those who persevere will definitely win. Look at
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a biblical example. Moses: He was a murderer and became the meekest man
on earth. Paul: Although he was a murderer, a robber, and a persecutor, what
great patience did he have for the Lord? “But commend yourself as God’s
minister in all things, enduring much, tribulations, privations, sufferings,
beatings, imprisonments, disturbances, toil, loss of sleep, deprivation of
food...” (2 Corinthians 6:4-5) Jesus : He said, “Be patient with this.” I hope
that this year, | will go forth with this magnificent weapon that will give me
victory both physically and spiritually.

2. The method of patience

How to persevere? It's in our hearts. The state of mind must be right. What
kind of heart should we have? 1) It is a heart of humility (4). “Be meek, not
envious, not boastful, not arrogant” (a proud heart) 2) It is a heart of altruism
(5). “It does not behave rudely, does not seek its own interests, is not
provoked, keeps no record of evil” (heart of egoism) 3) It is a heart that loves
the truth (6). Psalm 1:2 - Blessed is the one who meditates on the law day and
night. 4) A heart that endures in all things (7) You must become a person who
has been refined by the truth. I hope that this good change of mind begins
with faith in your heart (Romans 12:1-2).

3. Hope for Patience

What is the hope that is actively shown to us? There are internal and external.
1) There must be an internal element, growth as a mature person (11). Like
Nathanael's faith growth, the fruit must be abundant. We see a deep union
with the Lord (12). “Then I will see face to face; now I know in part, but then
I will know fully, even as you have known me.” Become a person who

utilizes the authority of the name of Jesus through intercessory ministry.
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Sir Bernard of the Middle Ages called Jesus' name "scent, music, honey..." 2)
It becomes the external element, the person who occupies the land. God
always gives it to those who are qualified. He waits until you are qualified and
undergoes training. Who occupies our land in the 21st century? He is a person
with this inner ability. We decided to grow into a patient community of hope.
Please hold on to the hope-filled promise promised in Hosea 14 and move
forward. Even though we are weak, God Himself promised that He would
make us like the dew, the white flowers, the cedars of Lebanon, the cypress
trees, the olive trees, and the green pine trees. This is done only through God’s

patience. Do you have this hope in your heart?
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Keep the Lord’s precious day (Isaiah 58:13-14) 1998.1.11.

In 1998, 1 lived another week with the Lord’s promise in my heart, “You will
see greater things than these.” I have mentioned five action plans, and we
must diligently obey them this year to achieve great history. Among 1)
devotional time 2) Sunday observance 3) stewardship life 4) tithing life 5)
evangelism life, we first want to think about Holy Observance Sunday. You
may ask what is useful in today's busy world when you celebrate Holy
Wednesday, but | believe that we must receive this promising commandment
well and apply it to our lives to advance to a great blessed place.

1. What is Holy Water Sunday?

Holy Wednesday refers to a life that keeps the Sabbath day holy. When we
talk about Holy Sunday issues, we need to understand a few things right away.
1) We must understand that the Saturday Sabbath was changed to Sunday in
commemoration of the resurrection of Jesus. 2) We must be wary of legalism,
knowing that the Sabbath is not a commandment to bind us but God’s will to
bless us. 3) When observing the Sabbath, we must place greater emphasis on
active, spiritual work and beware of laissez-faire. At a time when the concept
of Sunday observance, which the Puritans diligently observed, is becoming
increasingly rare, we must know that God's command is still alive and do our

best to keep it in our present lives.
2. How to protect it?

Today’s text clearly points out three things. 1) He tells us to exercise self-
control. He said, “Ban your feet” and “Ban your amusements.” Those who

keep the Sabbath must learn self-control. Temperance is ten times the value of
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the Holy Spirit and is an important virtue in a life of faith. 2) The Lord tells us
to follow His will. “’You must not go your own way. Call that day a noble day
and a happy day. Because it is the day to meet God. Community gatherings
must be respected. In that sense, church attendance is very important for the
growth of faith. 3) He tells us to focus on our worship, not to speak of
personal words, and not to act according to our own will. | hope that our
church will truly become a church that maintains these things in this era. The
reason this type of life is emphasized is because on the Sabbath, the goal
should be to long for becoming like God, meditate on what He has done, and
strive to go to such places through public worship.

3. What kind of blessing is there?

This also says three things. 1) Get the joy that comes from God. We are not
people who seek the pleasures of the world or temporary physical pleasures,
but seek only the pure joy that the Lord gives. 2) Become honorable on earth.
It means that God will honor and protect you. | believe that in order for our
future to experience these blessings, we must always keep the commandments
of the Sabbath. 3) Jacob’s inheritance is given. Receive the Joseph-like
blessing. This means that just as the mountains bend, God's blessings finally
come to believers who celebrate Holy Week. | hope to be the one who

receives and enjoys all these blessings.(*)
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Blessings of a Godly Life (Daniel 1:8-21) 1998.1.18 Week

Last time, during Holy Water Sunday, we talked about being honored on this
earth, experiencing God's absolute protection, and experiencing Jacob's

blessing. As the second basic life today

I'm trying to think about "the blessings of a godly life." If there is one thing in
common between the people whom God greatly used in biblical history and
church history, it is that they lived a godly life. Among them, we would like to

share the grace of Daniel and his three friends by thinking about the blessings
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they received through their pious lives. What was the example of godliness of

Daniel and his friends?
1. They maintained piety in difficult circumstances.

His piety is an example to us as he strived for piety in difficult times rather

than in good times.

What was the environment like? It was a life of captivity. He became a
prisoner of King Nebuchadnezzar and was brought to Babylon. He was in a
privileged position for three years (3-6). At times like this, it’s easy to become
self-indulgent. He insisted on their piety, disobeying the king's command (8-
9). "I made up my mind --- and | received God's grace." You must know that
God is ready to give you grace when you make up your mind for yourself.
When people face difficulties, they blame people, the environment, and God. |
do it well. I don't know that this is a disguised blessing. Only at this time can |
receive God's grace by making up my mind.

2. They immediately understood that the core of godliness is to protect oneself
properly.

Godliness means protecting one’s body. They are too busy protecting their

own things rather than those of others. approximately

Verse 1:27 says that true piety is caring for orphans and widows in tribulation
and protecting oneself from being polluted by the world. Jude 1:6 says that

the characteristic of the devil is to leave his place and escape from his position.
So Jude exhorts, “Beloved, build yourselves up on your most holy faith,
praying in the Holy Spirit, keeping yourselves in the love of God, waiting for

the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life” (21) )| He said. So, in
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order to lead a life of godliness, we must give priority to protecting ourselves
over anything else. We must become people who arm ourselves with self-
revelation rather than accomplishments, and with the word and prayer before
working. Daniel prayed three times a day. Rather than work, one must be well

equipped with the fruits of one's spiritual character.
Focus on fellowship with God (to be) rather than work (to do)

Need to pay more attention This is one of the problems with discipleship
education today. If you try to teach others without learning self-denial and
taking up your cross, there is a big problem.

Those in office who have not learned to serve are not doing the Lord's work.
He becomes the builder of his own tower of Babel. This year, we must be
conscious of others, but first, like Daniel, we ourselves must make up our
minds to read the Bible and pray with all our heart, and enjoy the rich fruits of
being disciples of the Lord.

3. They went to a place where they experienced the blessings of godliness.

What blessings happened to those who lived so piously? (1) There was
inspiration. (17) God gave gifts. (2) He became more noble than other people.
(20) All talents were ten times better. (3) Received God’s protection in times
of danger. Protected in the face of death (2:48) Protected in the furnace (3:17-
18) Protected in the lion's den (6:22, 28) He was used by God throughout his
life. received. It was preciously used by God across the three empires. If you
want to live as one who receives these guaranteed blessings, you must decide
to live this kind of godly life from now on. It doesn't happen by chance. It can

only be achieved through the practice of godliness. In order to become a
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leader on this earth, it is important to study well, but what is more important is

to become a person of godliness. this
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Offer a full tithe (Malachi 3:8-12) Sunday, January 25, 1998

Dedication is a truth that applies even to material matters, so | want to receive
grace by thinking about why | must live a life of complete tithe offering in the
words mentioned in Malachi.

1. Because it is obedience to God’s absolute command.

It is said that in the Old Testament times, three trillions of ten were offered. It
was to be given as a priest's share, almsgiving, and a feast. In the New
Testament era, paying tithes also became clearer (Matthew 23:23). He told us
not to lose sight of righteousness, humanity, and God, but to live a life of tithe
offering. However, the Pharisees only did superficial things and could not
actually do anything of substance. So what does it mean to pay tithes? 1) It is
a confession that everything | have belongs to God. So, the reason why the
widow's two mites of cash is said to be a generous gift is because she gave all
of her living expenses. When we confess that everything we have belongs to
the Lord, we are that much blessed. 2) It means being united with Christ. We
are united with Christ. Unity means being in a position to share the good and
the bad.
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By giving tithes, we acknowledge that everything we have is united with the
Lord. And above all else, tithing must be given because it is a command from
God. The Lord is preparing to give us tremendous blessings and is
challenging us to live a life of tithing now. So, by paying tithes, we experience

God’s tremendous blessings.
2. Because you can maintain a healthy faith.

Those who clearly understand tithes and Sunday observance and firmly
establish them as pillars of their lives can have healthy faith in many aspects.
A person who strives to live a life of giving has a great influence on his faith,
but on the other hand, a person who is lukewarm about living a life of cash
cannot have a solid faith. In today's message, what warning does someone
who values tithing receive? 1) He is said to be a thief. Those who steal from
God are unhappy. Example: Achan, Ananias, and Sapphira 2) They say they

become slaves to greed.

It is said that greed pricks the conscience of those who seek to be rich.
Example: Balaam and Saul 3) They dry up and die. This is because it goes
against the principle of circulation. Example: 17:5-6 It is said that those who
use flesh and blood as their power are like thorny trees in a healthy land and
do not see the coming of good things. We believe that our life of tithe offering
should be established as a pillar of a house by our faith and obedience to the

point where it bears fruit in our religious life.
3. Because you will receive amazing blessings in all ways.

The Lord promises two things. 1) He said that He would give blessings in

abundance like a shower of rain. (Deuteronomy 28) He said that He would
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have sufficiency in everything for every good work (2 Corinthians 9;8). 2)
God blocks the enemy. It prevents locusts and prevents fruit from growing.
Moreover, how many locusts from the spiritual world are at work around us?
He promised that these blessings would come to those who faithfully live a
life of giving. Do you want to become the conqueror of material rather than a

slave to it?

Obey the spirit of giving taught by the Lord. There you will experience the
reality of blessings. Look at Jacob's vow. He said he would tithe. This is the
measure of his faith. He saw the remarkable helping hand of God.

When you faithfully obey the promise, “This year you will see greater things
than these,” even in material aspects, an experience like Jacob will occur. By

accepting the challenge of this amazing and blessed promise with faith,
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Let’s live as faithful stewards (Matthew 25:14-30) 1998.2.1 Week

Over the past month, we have been thinking about the importance of the basic
Christian life. Today, | want to receive grace by thinking about the life of a
steward. A steward is a servant (manager), not a master. All Christians are
called to be stewards (time, body, money, talent, job, etc.). That is why Paul
refers to himself as a servant of the Lord Jesus Christ. After talking about life
as a living sacrifice in Romans 12:1-2, he says in verse 13, “Do not think of
yourself more highly than you ought, but only because God gives each person
Think wisely according to the amount of faith given to you. If it is a prophecy,
it is said to serve according to the fountain of faith, serving is to serve, and
those who teach are to serve by teaching. All who are saved must faithfully
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carry out the talents they have received as servants of the Lord. Our desire
should be to be faithful servants (stewards) of Christ. The parable in this text
is called the parable of the talents. The story goes that the master went to a
foreign country and called three servants and entrusted them with a talent
each. Later, when accounting was done, two received good praise and rewards,
while the other received good punishment. Here we discover how to live as
faithful stewards. How can we be faithful as good stewards?

1. Those who clearly distinguish between master and steward can be faithful.
(24-25) Jesus is the master, and we are servants and stewards. The mistake of
the person who received one talent begins here. He didn't know much about
his owner. He was known only as a stingy person, a person to be feared, and a
person seeking unearned income. The prodigal son's misunderstanding

followed his father's example. Far from the owner's heart.

However, the reason why those who received five or two talents immediately
went and sold them was because they knew who their owners were. Our
salvation begins by acknowledging Christ as our Lord and grows by serving
Him as our Lord. In other words, being filled with the Holy Spirit is nothing
other than a state of thorough recognition of the sovereignty of Christ.
However, we often fight with our Lord because of the issue of sovereignty.
The way for our faith to escape stagnation and move toward recovery is to
push ourselves into the great God. True loyalty is possible when you know
exactly who entrusted you with the talent and who your original identity is.
The solution to the Red Sea problem was achieved by making Israel know

exactly who the Lord was.
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2. Assincere person can be loyal, even in small things. (21, 23) If there is a
task entrusted to you by the owner, there is not a single task that is not
precious. So, those who are faithful in small things can make double the
amount. By keeping the faith with little ability, the Philadelphia church
experienced open doors, had the sign of the Lord's love, and received the
grace to avoid times of testing. However, the Laodicean church became
corrupt even though it had many things. The Lord told the delusional church
of Laodicea to buy and apply eye salve, to buy gold to make themselves rich,
and to buy white clothes to cover their shame. And we tend to ignore it
because it’s small. However, let us remember that God works when we are
faithful to where we are. “Tomorrow will worry about its own things, and
each day has enough of its own troubles.” (Matthew 6:34) “It is because those
who ignore small things have greed within them. When desire has conceived,
it gives birth to sin, and when sin is full-grown, it gives birth to death. Our
church is sincere in small matters, so | hope we will have the grace to taste

abundant fruit this year.
3. Those who long for the reward given by their master can be loyal.

Chapter 25 is an eschatology chapter, so the final accounting is important. The
beginning of faith is important, but the end is more important. He worked in
anticipation of accounting. He was entrusted with many things and worked
with the expectation of participating in his master's pleasure. But the one who
received one talent could not do so. He made us faithful by giving rewards
and punishments. He told them to build a house with gold and silver (1
Corinthians 3:12). Paul pursued the prize of the calling from above. There is

actually a prize for that.
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(Revelation 20:12) What do you think is written in the Book of Remembrance?
We believe that we must move forward while enjoying the joy of being the

owner.
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Until receiving Peniel’s blessing (Genesis 32:13-32) Week of February 8,
1998

John 15:16 says that answered prayer is a fruit that must be borne in the life of
a Christian. “You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you, that
you should go and bear fruit, and that your fruitfulness should remain, so that

whatever you ask the Father in my name, he will give you.” Today’s text is a
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pseudepigrapha. It clearly shows how prayers were answered. As we know
well, it shows how the famous Jacob prayed from threats such as death in
Esau, so he was rescued, and what changes occurred within him. I believe that
the problems facing you today can receive amazing answers when you meet

the same conditions as Jacob's prayer at the Jabbok River.

1. Jacob's prayer was a prayer that acknowledged that the key to solving the
problem lies with the Lord.

People are rushing to find real solutions to problems. However, like Jacob,
there are many times when we live in confusion and confusion because we
cannot find a true solution. Jacob in today's text tries to solve this problem by
using all his wisdom (13-20). In order to appease his brother's feelings, he
prepared a gift or divided it into several groups so that his brother would
receive it, but the problem was solved. It didn't work.

(16-19). It is like the woman with an issue of blood who squandered all her
wealth to cure her illness. It is like Peter's confession that he worked hard all
night but could not catch a single fish. However, the Lord wanted to teach
Jacob the faith to rely on the Lord and not on himself. So, in verses 21-26, he
made everyone leave and said, “He was left alone to wrestle with that man
(Jehovah).” (26, 27, 28, 29, 32) The fact that he wrestled here is the key to the
problem. It is an act of admitting that one exists. Only then did Jacob realize
that the key to solving the problem lay with God, and he firmly believed that
he must receive God's blessing. Only then did he recognize Lordship. A
believer who does not pray does not really believe in the sovereignty of the
Lord. Jacob, who previously prayed for salvation, now prays desperately

wrestling with God. The self is very cunning in trying to resist trusting and
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obeying the Lord alone. So, in order to follow the Lord well, only those who
deny themselves can do so. | hope that you will come to him, believing that

only “that person” who is in secret is the key to this problem.
2. Jacob's prayer aimed at subjective confirmation.

Jacob wrestled with the man for a long time. It was a wrestling match with a

clear goal. 21-

Verse 27 clearly shows the goal, process, and results of prayer. 1) Goal: To
receive blessings from the Lord. (26) 2) Process: There were many difficulties,
but we overcame them and moved forward. Time-wise, until daybreak (24),
and physically until the hip bone was broken (25), he was asked questions that
touched his personal pride (27-32). As a result, it is said that Jacob received a
blessing there (29). .

Like Elijah, it is necessary to pray until we receive subjective confirmation of
the cloud rising. I hope you all will work hard in prayer until you receive this
subjective confirmation. | believe that when that happens, the mountains of

your problems will all become flat.
3. Jacob's prayer went forward to face the face of God.

The final destination of prayer is to face the face of God. After praying at the
ford of the Jabbok River, Jacob experienced clear changes in two ways. One is
to receive a new name, Israel, and the other is to survive even after facing the
face of God. (30) When he truly met Esau, he appeared as a changed person,
and Esau was also changed. Those who face the face of God in this way
cannot help but be changed. Jacob's problem was actually solved from within

himself.
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It was a first-class duty. If he is released within himself, he will naturally be
released into others. | hope you all become true prayers who pray until you
see the face of God. When this happens, problems in your life will be solved
and amazing results will occur. The blessing of making amazing history
through the problems we face by praying until we all learn to wrestle and

become Peniel.
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Elijah’s God, my God (James 5:13-18) 1998.2.15 Week

(1) When Christians do not properly understand the meaning of grace, they
can easily fall into two mistakes. One is to be caught up in the consciousness
of free things and neglect a life of hard work, and the other is to judge
neighborly relationships too cruelly. For example, a woman was crying
because her hushand had died, and her deacon said:

“Do you weep like that without faith?” Or, to go one step further, how cruel
would it be to say, "I didn't cry like that when my husband died. Don't cry, just
pray." Suffering is like entering a tunnel, so you have to go through that
tunnel for a certain period of time. Therefore, as comforters, we believe that it

is our job to help while being conscious of participating alongside them.

(2) Nevertheless, the Bible recommends praying when passing through
suffering. James experienced this himself and advised us, “If you are happy,
praise, but if you are suffering, pray.” Moreover, if there was a sick person,
the elders were invited to anoint them with oil and pray. It shows that prayer
is an important secret to getting through the night of suffering. So today, for
the second time, | would like to receive grace through the teachings of
Teacher James in the hope of becoming a prayer like Elijah in answering

prayers.
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1. God is looking for today’s Elijah.

(1) We are living just two years away from opening the door to the 21st
century. Futurologists talk about changes in the 21st century in various ways.
It is said that countless changes are taking place in politics, economy, culture,
society, and science. This means that even in times like these, God is looking
for people like Elijah. The words “Elijah was a man with the same nature as

us” are the voice of the Lord’s love inviting us to a place of prayer.

(2) So what kind of person is Elijah that God is looking for today? He must
have the spirit of Elijah and have the ability to turn unbelievers back to God.
There must be a prophecy of Elijah. The two olive trees and the two
lampstands of the last days in Revelation 11 are those who prophesy. The
church is where the work of spreading the gospel must be accomplished. You
must have the power of Elijah. We must treat the problems of this era just as
we solve the economic health problems of the widow's family. And we must
become the victors in the battle on Mount Carmel, defeating the forces of
spiritual enemies. Where does this grace come from? | believe that it comes

directly from the secret room of prayer.

(3) Therefore, today's church must acknowledge the poor power of the
disciples and listen to the voice of the Lord who says that these demons
cannot be driven out except through prayer in response to the question, "Why

are we unable to cast out these demons?"
2. We must learn three examples of prayer from the teachings of James.

(1) In order for the church to fulfill its mission as Elijah of this era, the

guestion of what kind of prayers we must be able to offer is a very important
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guestion. We learn three examples of prayer through Teacher James. 1) Learn
the example of prayer of faith. Verse 15 says, “The prayer of faith will save
the sick, and He will raise him up.” This means that when you pray “in the
name of the Lord Jesus,” amazing results occur. (Matthew 17:30-2 Matthew
21:20-22 , Mark 11:2-24, John 14,12-13) Like how Elijah solved the problem
of the widow of Zarephath, the Lord works when we put things first. 2) Learn
the example of prayer of forgiveness. In 59:1-2, it is said that the hand is not
too short to save, nor is the ear too dull to hear. Therefore, only by breaking
down the barrier will prayer be answered. It is said that the prayers of
righteous people have a lot of power when praying. In Matthew 523-24, it is
said that if there is something to complain about, first apologize and then
come and offer it. (Mark 11:25) When we go out with confidence, we can
pray before God as a righteous person. 3) In verse 17, James talks about
Elijah's example of praying on Mount Carmel, which brought rain to a land
that had not had rain for 3 years and 6 months. It is as if it were in Elijah's
prayer that God's promise is fulfilled through prayer. How earnest was
Melsan's prayer that continued with challenge, tension, and perseverance?
God surprisingly responded to a truly earnest prayer. This kind of prayer

should be our prayer.
* conclusion:

(1) As we live in the 21st century, let us face this era by becoming people of
prayer. Let’s not just pray with words, but pray with truth. It cannot be done
through theories, boasting, or talking about others. A person who truly prays

knows it himself and his influence is visible to others. The power of the
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descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost was born in the soil of prayer. Amazing

works are always created in the cradle of prayer.

(2) I hope that you will stand before God, who is looking for Elijah, and find
the closet of prayer to fulfill the mission entrusted to us. The closet of prayer,

believing that the God of Elijah is my God
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Taste the power of prayer (Isaiah 40:27-31) 1998.2.22

Note As is often the case in the Bible, true prayer begins when we recognize
that humans are powerless and that God is almighty. . Today’s text shows us
once again that we have no choice but to move into the world of prayer. The
first half of today's text emphasizes that only God can provide comfort, hope,
and power, and in the second half, we hear the Lord's earnest invitation to
"pray." We want to receive grace by thinking about the promise in verse 31,

“But those who wait for the Lord will renew their strength.”
What lesson does today’s text give us regarding prayer?

1. It teaches us that the person we should pray for is God, who has great

power.
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(1) Many people are looking for their true abilities elsewhere. Israel
committed the foolishness of relying on idols and asking for help. (18)
However, the Bible clearly states that those who use flesh and blood as power
are cursed (Jer. 17). So who is the source of true power? Verse 28 says it is
God. What kind of God is he talking about? 1), He was said to be Jehovah, the
eternal God. In terms of time, only Jehovah, who exists and not someone who
created it, is the true God. This means that He is the Alpha and Omega. (12-14)
2) He is said to be God the Creator. He is the creator of everything on this
earth. He is the one who spread the heavens like a canopy and established the
earth (15, 21-22) 3) He is the Almighty. He is a person who does not know
fatigue and weariness. The psalmist sang, “He neither sleeps nor slumbers, but

protects us.” 4) He is the infinite name speller. He is an infinite God.

He is infinite and beyond our understanding. Therefore, He alone is the source
of true power and wisdom. He alone is the object of our prayers.

He made mountains and mountains. The surroundings are Nagugi % Go

Ogwa, Pahara, and Auctionra in the form of becoming

did. If he says he will use it, he has to give it all away without even being able
to say anything. Here we can see the Lord’s omniscience and omnipotence.
This person who has so much power came to us like a hidden treasure. Within
it is infinite power, longevity, peace, and wealth. We must approach Him and

become recipients of the grace that flows from the throne of grace.
2 Second, he tells us to be those who wait for the grace that is in God.

(In verse 121, Jacob’s lament appears: “What are you doing?” Why did he

sigh? Why was he bitter? It was because he did not know God properly. In
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this question, we see that God provides power. We see that He is so anxious
about the timing. Therefore, we must learn how to express our grievances to
Him, like Hagar, who cried out loudly when she did not know which way to
go. Just as the psalmist cried out from the pit of despair, “Why won’t you

grant the vengeance of the elect who cries out day and night?”, you must go
and cry out to the One who is ready to give you abundantly. I hope you get a

response.

(2) And in verse 31, we are actively invited. It is said, “Wait for the Lord.”

The word “hope” means to place hope in Him. (Walting hope, Hopetu walting)
It means to wait with faith. It means pray. Matthew 7:7-9 says that He will
definitely give it to those who ask Him, and 33:3 says He will answer when
they cry out. After cursing the fig tree, he taught us to pray, saying that when
he gives a command to face the "mountain of trouble", if you believe it
without doubting, it will be done. Three elements are required. 1) Do not

doubt 2) Believe 3, | will command (say). | hope you will cry out to the Lord
about your grievances and experience the grace of the Lord's almighty hand

holding you up.
3. Lastly, it teaches that those who receive the power receive new strength.

(1) What kind of experience happens when you really ask the Lord? Today’s
text promises this. He said he would give me new strength. Isaiah tells us this
through two comparisons. 1) One compares it to the race of young people.
(30-31) It is said that it gives continuous vitality. It is said that even if the boy
and the man fall, they will never fall. In our religious life, mountains of
problems always come before us. The cause is when we remain confined to

ourselves, so we can solve this problem when we entrust ourselves to God.
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Entrusting something right is what happens in the world of prayer. If you are
given a new job, you will be given a new job to tackle. 2) Another comparison
is that it will be like rising with the wings of an eagle. Reading the history of

salvation

If we pay attention to him, the wind of the Holy Spirit gives us freedom,
supplies us with newness, and gives us the wisdom to carry out the work of

creation.

(2) Christians must have the experience of receiving new power day by day
through prayer. John 7:38-39 It is said that rivers of living water flowed from
the boat. Even now, the work of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost is “pouring.”
Therefore, there is only the Holy Spirit, only joy, and only grace. We receive
this power through the Word and prayer. Look to God, who is the source of
power. He is already providing grace, even if it is not possible as a gift. You
all must become fervent prayers and perform this great work.
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A woman who fears the Lord (Proverbs 31:10-31) 1998.5.24 Week
A Christian must be someone who fears the Lord like a virtuous woman.

Who is the “virtuous woman” mentioned in Proverbs 31: It is usually
organized into three views. One refers to Christ himself. The other refers to
Christians. This is because those who fear Jehovah are Christians. Lastly, it

refers to godly women in the home.

This is true when looking at the writings, “Children, husbands, and servants of
the family (28)” and “Children are grateful.” Today, in order to create a
healthy family, we would like to consider the importance of a virtuous woman

at home among the three.
Who is a virtuous woman? What is the emphasis of a virtuous woman?
1. He is accepted by her husband (11-12).

The Hyeonsuk woman receives praise from her husband more than anything
else (28). Awoman whose husband trusts her (11, 23), who builds up her
husband's spirit (12) and who does good to her husband.
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So she points to the woman and says that she is more precious than her pearls.
Women are to be pearls and jewels in the home. To do so, she must become a
woman who devotes herself to fearing God. The woman herself is just a weak
creature. However, he becomes the strongest when he has God behind her. He

becomes something that no force of injustice can defeat.

However, when a woman loves the world and loves pleasure more than piety,
she is actually dead even though she claims to be alive. How can a husband
gain courage and children grow up properly there? Women, be approved by
your husband.

2. He is a virtuous person (20).

A virtuous woman knows the riches of God by talking to Him, so her heart
cannot help but be broad. Therefore, she is a person who is generous and
generous to her neighbors. This is the same principle that a Christian must
become a virtuous monk before becoming a missionary. So she likes to share
with her neighbors. She goes. She helps the poor. She is the one who made the
scene of the early church happen in the home. She is the one who knows the
blessed secret of giving. And he is diligent (13-19). When she is physically
frugal and frugal, she is diligent and does not live a vain life. Moreover, she is
spiritually diligent. She values spiritual communion with God and she does
not shy away from it. Set a goal for your family to be a giving family rather
than a receiving family. If you obey that goal, grace will overflow in your
family like the early church that received grace. Today, people around us

require more virtue than knowledge.

3. He is a man with heavenly wisdom (26).
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Because she also knows this intention of truth, her kindness and wisdom
always remain. She is clothed with power and honor (25). It makes me realize
that I can do all things through Him who gives me strength. Let us become
rich as people who have this kind of kindness and wisdom starting from our
families. Even if there is economic poverty in reality, | can make these things
my own. Let’s learn through the Bible Book Tour and taste the fruits that
come through prayer. No matter how stoned Deacon Stephen was, his heart
was filled with grace. When his enemies looked at him, his face became like

the face of an angel.

I hope that your home will be filled with people who fear the Lord and that
you will achieve this great work. When that happens, the family becomes
strong. | believe that all Christians must become godly brides of Christ and

build our church.
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Spiritual secrets of married life (Ephesians 5:22-33) 19985.17 week

As we consider the structure of Ephesians, we are surprised to discover that
the purpose of Christian marital life is not simply to be happy and live well on
this earth. | believe that when we know that this contains a great secret and act
upon it, we can overcome the trend of family supremacy and contempt for the
family. At this time, we are going to think about what a couple should do to

create a healthy family and where that relationship is headed.
1. How can couples have a healthy spiritual relationship?
Today’s text tells us two things. One is obedience and the other is love.

1) A wife must obey her husband. Obedience and obedience are different.
Obedience is a word that implies voluntariness, but obedience is a word that

emphasizes an absolute attitude toward authority. Why should | obey? Verse
189



33 says two things. It is reverence and obedience. You must obey, knowing

that you are serving the Lord in heaven.

How to obey? Verse 24, “Do as the church does to Christ.” It is the same as
the relationship between the body and the head. In today's era of female
supremacy, women neglect their obedience. This is an action that does not
follow the words of the Lord. We honor the gifts of women. However, |

believe that it is unbiblical for a woman to dominate a man.

2) A husband must love his wife. Verse 25 says, “Just as Christ gave himself
for the church.” How do you love? Verse 28 tells us to love ourselves as we
love our own bodies. A family becomes stronger through a marital
relationship built on such love and obedience. How many families today are
without this? Proverbs 6: The sin of adultery is overflowing. In order to
overcome this irritating sin, a culture of godliness that is captivated solely by
the love of the Lord must be created. This is being filled with the Holy Spirit.

I hope you all can build a family like this.
2. What goal are you heading towards?

It was said that it was to establish the Lord's church (26-27). The home is a
microcosm of the church. So there is a head and there is a body. There we
must taste obedience and love. These two elements are the fruits of
Emmanuel's blessing. So what do we learn through family life to achieve this

element?

1) Learn holiness. “That he might be holy and blameless, without spot or
wrinkle or any such thing.” This is nothing other than the fruit that comes

from applying the word of holiness, holiness, to one’s life. Only those who
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obey the Word will receive this fruit. In the case of Lot, he learned holiness

when he held on to God.

2) Learn harmony. The unity of husband and wife is similar to the harmony of
the Trinity. The devil also appears in that way. The incident in which an old
prophet from the time of Jeroboam killed a man of God with lies clearly
shows us how subtle lies are. This kind of holiness and harmony is learned at
home. The glory of the church is the presence of God, which is possible only
when this is present. The glory of the church is the glory of heaven. California
immigrants came to discover gold, but that did not bring true satisfaction.
True satisfaction occurs when we live honestly and truthfully with the goal of
achieving the Puritan paradise. Through married life, we experience this
presence. We must move towards this goal. Because this is the right way and
this is the way to live. He said, “It was an evil and obscene era.” The way to
live here is to be captivated by the love of God, which allows us to overcome

this irritating sin.

The revival of our church begins with the revival of families. Revival of the
family is achieved by understanding the spiritual secret of marital life and
learning love and obedience from one another in order to achieve this
concretely. This was the vice of the early church. The Red King of the Word,

There is no way things will go well for children who ignore them, and there is
no way things will go well for people who ignore the authority of the church.
Why? Because it despises God and challenges His authority. At this time, let's
think about how to be filial to the parents in our family.

1. Why are we told to be filial to our parents?

The reason we are told to be filial to our parents is because it is “right” more
than anything else. This is because filial piety is a degree and a dependable
thing. What are the two pillars of a family? 1) Receiving salvation by
believing in Jesus 2) Next is a change in life. The purpose of calling Abraham

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shown in Genesis 18:18-19. This kind of filial piety is desperately needed
today. How blessed would it be if children grew up seeing the piety of their

parents? | hope you all become people who do the right thing.
2. How to be filial to your parents?
Say three things.

(1) Do it with obedience (1). Obedience to authority is important. Obedience
means doing it as it is. The greatest blessing of a believer is in the hands of
obedience. Isaac's obedience in Genesis 22 shows that Christ's redemptive
work is accomplished through obedience. 1 Peter 4:14 says that if you suffer
for Christ, the Spirit of glory will be with you. The experience of the Holy
Spirit occurs to those who obey even in hardship.

(2) Do it with honor (2). It is to raise. It's the attitude towards him. He places
himself in a position of humility and exalts his authority. This is the great
thing about Abraham. When guests arrived, he would stand next to them like a
waiter until they had finished eating. No matter how bad we are as parents, we

must always respect his position.

(3) He lives in the Lord’s Teaching (3). One of my filial piety is to live within
the word of the Lord. Making my parents happy means | am doing well. To do
so, we must live within the Word. In Deuteronomy chapter 6, we are told to
teach our children the word of the Lord diligently. Solomon also failed to
educate his children. Because he did not live according to the words of the
Lord until the end. And above all, parents try to teach their children through
the Lord's teachings (the Bible). Since this is the most blessed path, living in it

is itself being filial. When we become people who practice this kind of filial
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piety, our family becomes healthy. Today we must do this for our children to
become great. Let us become people who learn obedience, respect, and a

godly life in the Lord from where we are.
3. What blessings do you receive?
Receive the blessing of prospering on earth.

When he was young, his obedience to his parents was unusual. He was
running errands and something like that happened to him. Why was it wrong?

2) Live long. It means that life will be long. It also makes sense to live a long
time. However, this statement presupposes the abundance of spiritual life. |
want to live a long time, work a lot for the kingdom of God, and then stand
before the Lord. It is said that there is longevity, peace, and wealth. Shouldn’t
we receive this kind of grace, especially if we live in the United States? To
that end, ginseng deer antler is important, but let us live by receiving and
enjoying spiritual grace. Obedience to spiritual authority brings these
blessings. Look at Ruth's filial piety toward Naomi. We became the ancestors
of Christ, the source of eternal life and happiness. This is because he knew
how important obedience to spiritual authority is. The God of my parents, the
God of Abraham and Isaac, is my God. We must learn how important it is for
our parents to live up to their own standards, and we must learn how

important it is to obey our authority.
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Young Samuel’s obedience (1 Samuel 3:1-4) 1998.5.3 week

We believe that in order to become a healthy family, we must first stand on
the rock of the Word of God and become a family that lives according to the
Holy Spirit who unravels the Word. A healthy child must above all be an
obedient child.

Today's text shows how the children of our families today should grow up as
God's people through the growth process of a child named "Samuel.” Samuel
wanted to be used by God his whole life. The reason is God's grace, but

because he learned obedience given to his life at a young age.
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Jesus also said that he learned obedience when he was young and that he
learned obedience through suffering even as an adult. For our children, please
know that becoming obedient children is the most important task. So how can

we raise obedient children?
1. We must strive to live a life centered on the temple of Jehovah.

When he was young, he lived a life centered around the church, just like his
mother did. He is the son born through Hannah's vow. He served Jehovah. Lie
down in the house of the Lord (3:3) This shows us the importance of church
life today. Jehovah's temple, the temple, is today's church. It was completed
with Christ and the Word. Even Solomon's time was full of such thoughts. 1
Kings 8:27 “Will God really dwell on earth? If the heavens cannot contain

you, even the heavens of heaven, how much less this temple that I have built?”

The temple was finally not limited to a building and was completed by Christ.

Therefore, when educating children, we must thoroughly teach them a God-
centered, Word-centered, and church-centered life. Because this is the most
blessed path. However, the fun of church life today is hindered by several
things. 1) There is a wave of social pleasure (money, pleasure). Not
everything that does a lot is good. 2) His parents' negligent pious life is

holding him back. 3) His parents’ hypocrisy is holding him back.

If our children do not listen to us, we must repent first. Church life must show

how much obedience to authority there is.
2. We must raise children to understand the word of God well.

The great thing about Samuel is that he was obedient to the word of God his

whole life. The point is that he lived a life without blemishes. Obedience was
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consistent. God makes any sacrifice to make us obedient. The great thing
about Samuel was that he loved the word of God. One day he heard the voice
of God three times. It was the beginning of God’s calling. “Speak, Lord, for
your servant will listen.” This means that we will absolutely obey the word of
God. The goal of education is to help people learn to truly receive His words.
because? This is because when you understand the Bible well, great blessings
come from it. What kind of book is the Bible? There is teaching, reproof,
correction, and training in righteousness. The Bible must captivate children's
hearts from an early age. So parents should not be ignorant of the Bible. We
should not waste time holding on to even one useless thing about the Bible.
The joy of reading the Bible and discovering infinite treasures there should

arise.
3. Children must be raised to realize the mission they must fulfill.

Obedience to human authority and obedience to God's authority ultimately
lead to a great experience of mission. Why did God call Samuel? The problem
in today's church lies with its officials: pastors, elders, and deacons. Without
knowing what it is, they live complacently with only that position. | don't
know why | live. | don't know why I live. In today's text, we receive an
important mission from God (11-14). It is a warning of the curse of Eli's
family. This means that Samuel will be used. What is the mission God has
given you today? Why did God make you a pastor and a deacon? What
brought you to the Church of Love? Those who live without knowing their
mission are truly frustrated. He lives without inspiration and without knowing

the fun in his life. But those who realize their mission are happy. The mission
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of the disciples in Acts was to spread the message that Christ is Lord. we

know this well
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Second Death (Revelation 20:6-15) 1998.4.26 Week

(1) In the month of Resurrection, we confirmed that resurrection life is within
us and thought about the amazing event of resurrection that will unfold in the
distant future. Today, by thinking about the second death, | hope that we will
have the grace to look at the resurrection life we have and be moved by how

miserable it is for those who do not have resurrection life.
(2) Then, let us think about what the second death is and what results it brings.
1. What is the second resurrection?

(1) It refers to the resurrection of unbelievers who did not participate in the
resurrection. It is the resurrection of someone who has nothing to do with the
first resurrection (6). In particular, verses 14-15 define the second death as the
lake of fire, or hell. We believe that not only heaven but also hell exists as a

place.

(2) Verse 10 in particular shows the characteristics of the second death. What
are some characteristics? 1) Living with the devil. 2) There is a lake of fire
and sulfur (Mark 9:45). 3) Living with false prophets and beasts (Matthew
25:41). 4) Suffering day and night.

Hell is a deep place, a place where one lives far away from God and lives in
the wrath of God.
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(3) There are many shadows of this second death around us today. Therefore,
as recipients of grace, we must have spiritual reverence. We are called to pity
those who have no future in this hellish world and to testify to them this

gospel.
2. Why does the second resurrection occur?

(1) Then, why does the second resurrection occur? In short, it is to reveal
God’s justice. In verses 11-13, we see the final judgment scene that occurs
after the resurrection. The world will disappear and the White Throne will
appear and all mankind will be judged before it. At that time, the Book of
Remembrance and the Book of Life are opened, and not only is there a
judgment of eternal life and eternal punishment, but a specific judgment
according to each person's actions is carried out. However, there is no mention
of the Bible there. At this time, God, the completion of the Bible, reveals
himself and judges. It is a judgment in which love and justice are revealed
throughout the earth. In this way, the second resurrection is for the revelation

of God's justice.

(2) From the parable of the sheep and the goats, we learn how important what
we do on this earth is. The standard for judgment at that time is the Bible. As
people who live in the face of such events, we believe that we must live a life

that breaks our alabaster box in real life.
3. We must strive for two things in the face of such an incident.

(1) One must live a life of our devotion. And the other thing is, we must get

our neighbors who do not believe to believe in Jesus. Faced with such a
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realistic event, we always wake up and prepare for that day, living the life

given to us at the moment.

First Resurrection (Revelation 20:1-6) 1998.4.19 week

Chapter 20 of Revelation is an important text with many theological opinions.
Some say the millennium is real? Is it a symbol? When will that happen? Is it

on the ground? Is it the sky? There are different interpretations. We would like
to think about a few things about the first resurrection at this time.

1. When does the first resurrection occur?

(1) The Bible speaks of two types of resurrection. The first resurrection and
the second death. The second resurrection is the resurrection of non-Christians,
but they are said to live again to be judged (6). And there is the first
resurrection, which refers to the resurrection of all Christians (5). Then when
is the first resurrection said to be? Today's text reads, "And he seized the
dragon, which is a serpent, the devil, and Satan; and bound him for a thousand
years; and cast him into the abyss, and shut it, and sealed it over him, that he
should deceive the nations no more, until the thousand years were completed:;
and after that he must be let go for a little season." 1-3) said. The first
resurrection can be said to be an event that occurs after the devil is caught,
after the second coming of Christ, and just before the 1,000-year reign. The
1,000-year theory is mainly summarized in three views. 1) The view that the
1,000-year period takes place literally (Dispensationalism) 2) The view that
the 1,000-year period is the New Testament era (Amillennialism) Augustine

(Postmillennialism)
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3) There is a view that the 1,000-year period is a long period of time that
occurs after the Second Coming (historical premillennialism). However, the

text clearly reveals to us the position of historical premillennialism.

(2) As Paul said, on that day with the sound of the archangel's trumpet, those
who are asleep will be the first to be raised, and all who are alive will be
changed and meet the Lord in the air (1 Thessalonians 4:16-17). This is when
the season of the Holy Spirit comes and God's chosen children sing the song
of Moses to the One on the throne. | believe that those of us facing such an
event should be aware of “the time” and live a life of constant preparation.
Because no one knows the day or the hour, we must be tense and loyal to
reality, and the more we see that day getting closer, the more we must learn to
do so.

2. What blessings do Christians receive at the first resurrection?

(1) What did God promise at that time to those who would participate in this
resurrection? Verse 6 says, “Blessed and holy are they who have part in this
first resurrection.” What is this blessing? Verse 4 points out three beatitudes. 1)
It is a blessing that death cannot control. It is said that the second death has no
power over him."(6) It is the blessing of reigning in life. This is because you
will be transformed into a perfect holy person who has no need for a

miserable person like Paul, who has the image of God. Even if the devil

tempts them, they are now transformed to the point where the temptation is

meaningless, and they are people who are set apart and dedicated to God.

Like the heavenly elders, one becomes a life-filled person who serves the
Lord with a harp in one hand and a golden censer in the other. 2) It is the

blessing of serving as a priest. The primary job of a priest is to serve God. On
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that day, he will live as the happiest person who serves God forever. It is to
prepare as a complete priest and perform the duties of a priest without making
any mistakes. 3) It is a blessing to reign as king. “He will become a priest of
God and Christ and will reign with Christ for 1,000 years.” He said that he
would rule with spiritual authority for 1,000 years. What Adam lost will be
restored in Christ. A prophecy shown through Isaiah. On that day, an event
that completely fulfills the prophecy of Isaiah 11:6-9 will occur, ruling with
mercy and truth.

(2) When we think about participating in this glorious resurrection, we believe
that we should know that we are already blessed and give thanks to God. The
thrill of being a person who has received such great blessings already appears
in the Book of Acts. On that day, this complete victory, perfect life, perfect
service, and perfect authority will reach its peak.

3. Who will participate in the first resurrection? (4-6)

(1) In verses 4-6, it is said that they were martyrs and those who maintained
chastity. In other words, those who are in Christ, are regenerated people. As
John said when he contrasted the final judgment with the final salvation, he is
a person who corresponds to ripe grain. Therefore, we believe that we must go
through various processes before becoming ripe grain. These are people who

have achieved results through patience and truth.

(2) Therefore, we must keep a few things in mind. 1) We must live with a
martyrdom spirit. 2) In order to maintain chastity, we must stick to the Word.

3) | believe that we must go forward with patience.
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As those who participate in the first resurrection today, we look forward to
this great hope of the resurrection of eternal life, and we pray that we will all
participate in this glorious millennial kingdom by believing in Jesus and
keeping our faith.
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First fruits of resurrection (1 Corinthians 15:20-28) 1998.4.12. Easter Sunday

(1) The Lord, who entered the greatest tragic situation by shouting Eli Eli
Rama Sabachthani on the cross, saved us from sin, united us with God in

Christ, and enabled us to approach God boldly.

(2) Today is Resurrection Sunday, and before we perform the sacrament, we
want to think about the blessings, grace, and meaning that the Lord's
resurrection has given us. What does the Lord’s resurrection mean to us, and

what hope should we live through it?
1. The meaning of the Lord’s resurrection

(1) Verse 20 states that He has become the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep, and verse 22 states, “For just as in Adam all die, so in Christ will all be

made alive.” Two facts are clearly shown here.
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1) It shows the efficacy of Christ’s death. All who died because of sin in
Adam die through the death of Christ. This is the fact that it was
accomplished through the event of the cross. As Galatians 2:20 shows, we are
dead in Christ. This is the effectiveness of Christ’s death.

2) And it shows the efficacy of Christ’s resurrection. Everyone is made alive
by Jesus. The fact is that it was accomplished through his resurrection. In
Christ, we have been born again and have new life.

(2) We must believe that we participated in the Lord’s death and resurrection.
how? God treated me like that. Therefore, my old self was crucified with
Jesus and | became a person blessed with life reigning in Christ. Therefore, all
my past has been sorted out and | have now become a new person. Therefore,
the Lord's resurrection was an important event that allowed us to experience

dying and coming back to life in Christ.
2. The fruit of the Lord’s resurrection

(1) Paul promises amazing hope to Christians who are united with the Lord’s

resurrection event. We see two such promises in verses 23-28.

1) Promise your current life wishes. You must reign in the Lord. In verses 14-
25

He said that the time to "offer the kingdom" was the time of the Lord's

resurrection, and that the time to "reign" with him in Christ is now. Ephesians
1:23 also says that being filled with God in all things is accomplished through
us, the church. The church is the fullness of the fullness of all things. Are you

living in a position where you reign over life in Christ? Even in the face of his
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enemies, Peter had the courage to say, “Consider whether it is right to listen to

you or to the word of God.”

Because there was a life reigning within it. May the fullness of resurrection

life overflow with you.

2) It promises hope for the future. It means that we will be resurrected like the
Lord. Verse 23 says, “Those who cling to him will be resurrected like the
Lord.” It means living with the hope of resurrection like the Lord. It appears
as a resurrected body that is more amazing than the resurrection of Lazarus.
He appears as someone who resembles the image of the Lord. Even though
we have many shortcomings and many faults, we who are united with the
Lord in Christ will finally advance to the glorious place of resurrection. | hope
that everyone will participate in this glorious event.

The Lord's death and resurrection have amazing meaning. With his death, we
are completely dead. My sins, my old self, and everything about me have
been sorted out. And through his resurrection, we are alive again. Therefore,

we must sleep every day to enjoy a life full of life in Christ.
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The reason why the Lord was abandoned (Mark 15:33-41) 1998.4.5.

(1) The word Eli-e-li-rama-sa-bachthani in the Aramaic dialect means, “My
God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” This is a description of the tragic

climax of Jesus' crucifixion.

Because it is a real event of being abandoned by God. Abandonment from
God is like the moment a fish in the water jumps out of the water or the
moment a bird in the air enters a vacuum. Because suffering and death begin
from that generation. We need to ask ourselves why the Lord suffered such
hardships in the face of His cries. Because it was death for me. For Isaiah,
inspired by the Holy Spirit, refers to that suffering and says, “He was

wounded for our transgressions.”

(2) During this time observed as Palm Sunday, we try to think about why
Christ was abandoned by God and why he had to suffer such suffering to
benefit us. Why did he suffer?

1. First, He suffered these things to save me from my sins. (salvation)

(1) Jesus’ suffering begins in the Garden of Gethsemane. He prayed until his
sweat turned into blood. When he was caught and interrogated by Annas and
Caiaphas, he remained silent even though he could have changed anything.
After being sentenced to death in Pilate, Jesus was tortured. Even his disciples
abandoned him. He was hung on a cross. The robbers also mocked him. The
world, his disciples, his own people abandoned him, and even his father
abandoned him. Why did he suffer like this? We find the reason in Matthew
10:46. He came to give his life as a ransom for his people. A ransom is a

sacrifice, like an animal dying in one's place. He died to take on our sins.
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(2) But no one could understand this amazing meaning. Only after the Holy
Spirit came did the apostles also realize this. So Paul said that he was a peace

offering and a ransom.

(3) However, people cannot accept the love of the cross. Even though small
sins have already been forgiven, they cannot accept the Lord who has dealt
with them well. Confess now. If you accept his merits, you immediately

receive forgiveness and grace.
2. Second, it is to reconcile us with God. (mediator)

(1) He died as the Son of God. These words show that he is qualified as a
mediator. God came as a connector for sinners. He came as the Son of God,
shown in the centurion's confession (39), and as the Son of Man, shown in the
silent confessions of the women. Through his intercession we have become
united with God.

Paul knows this and claims in Gal 2:20, 2:4-5 that he died on the cross in
Christ and that he is also alive. The Holy Spirit came and we entered into a

life-sharing relationship with God.

(2) We must be thankful for this unity in Christ. We should not envy Solomon
and David. We are now “in Him who is greater than Solomon.” Why can we
dare to claim to be happier than Solomon? Because in him he became united
with Christ. | hope that you will experience this kind of spiritual unity through

prayer.
3. Lastly, it was to enable people to approach God confidently. (prayer answer)

(1) We, who were saved and united with God because Christ was abandoned

by God, now have the privilege of approaching God every day. The veil was
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torn. What does this incident mean? Hebrews 10:19-20 says it well: 1)
believers have come face to face with God. 2) It means that newness and
reviving experiences occur as you travel this path, and 3) it means that you

receive amazing answers to prayers through this path.

(2) Those who come to the Lord receive special grace. Solomon gained
unprecedented wisdom by offering 1,000 burnt offerings. Jacob experienced
his brother's transformation as he wrestled at the Abok Fortress. Esther risked
death and went out, experiencing the history of fortune and fortune. Even
though Peter committed the great sin of denying the Lord, he repented and
received grace.

He truly gave himself up to death at the most important point in history, and
God abandoned him. Through this factual event, we were saved from sin and
became those who gained freedom from sin. If this is true, it is also true that

our sins have been forgiven and we have become united with God.
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Go to Nineveh (Jon 1:1-10) 1998.3.22 Week

Like Lancaster's Poppy, which is about to bloom, the day will come when the
life of our gospel will finally cover the whole world. Through today's text, the
Book of Jonah, we discover that the power of the gospel we believe in has
infinite power. Jonah was a prophet during the reign of Jeroboam Il of the
Northern Kingdom of Israel and went on a mission to the people of Nineveh.
He is a missionary in the Old Testament. Through him, we hope to receive
valuable lessons about evangelism. In the past few weeks, we have seen the

burning heart of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit seeking the lost. Now we too
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must go looking for the lost, and | believe we must listen to the voice of the
Lord commanding us through the Book of Jonah. What does it teach us about

spreading the gospel?
1. It shows that the commander of the spread of the gospel is God.

The commander of the spread of the gospel is God. “Go to Nineveh and shout
against it.” This was God’s design, not the church’s. It was a special
commission from God. Therefore, when Jonah broke it, God drove him to
fulfill that mission. When he ran away, God 1) brought a storm in his path (4)
2) experienced spiritual stagnation in him (5) 3) was pointed at by unbelievers.
(7) Only after he finally repented did he do so again. By giving him the first
command, God told him to obey it (3:1-2). This command was once revealed
to Abraham, our father in faith. The promise to him to “be a source of

blessings” serves as a vision for the spread of the gospel to all nations.

all. He clearly shows and compels the way to realize this commandment of

love. | hope you all can respond here.
2. It shows that the spread of the gospel is the center of salvation history.

Spreading the gospel is not the program of a church that has received the Holy
Spirit. It is an expression of the natural life of the church. The outpouring of
the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, shown in Acts 2, had no choice but to advance
into the field of spreading the gospel. If you don't go out, they will scatter you.

It spread to Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, Europe, America and the whole world.

Why did God tell us to spread the gospel in today’s text? 1) Because evil has
reached the city of Nineveh (3:8). Evil has reached heaven. 2) It is because of

the salvation of the people who could not distinguish between sin and wrong
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(4:10-11). He spared the 120,000 people who could not distinguish between
left and right. 3) To participate in the last harvest day and receive a reward
(John

4:36) Like the neighbor who was robbed, there are so many neighbors like
this around us. We are told to go for their salvation. If the people on the
Titanic didn't know that they ran aground, wouldn't someone who knew tell
them? When the four lepers of Elisha's day went into the enemy camp and
saw an abundance of grain, they did not eat it only for themselves, but
reported it to their own people as they had told their own people. This is the
reason for evangelizing the gospel. Because they are in darkness, we must go
out and wake them up and cry out. Am | just a person who likes the stability
of my faith? He will be a person living in darkness, committing the sin of
hypocrisy as the first son who does not know his father's feelings. By
completely obeying the voice of the Lord, saying, “I am white for harvest,” I

must inform my neighbors of this glorious salvation.
3. The spread of the gospel is accomplished through the personal cross.

God uses people to convey the message. He told Jonah to preach. It is not a
miracle, a dream method, or the use of angels. He allowed the word to be
spread only through people. So God waited for Jonah to repent inside the fish.
And he did it through the sacrifice of the cross. He called for Jonah's
sacrificial cry. In the parable of the rich man and Lazarus in Luke 16:29, we
can see that the way to spread the gospel is not through the resurrection of the
dead, but through the labors of prophets on this earth. Even today, the Church
of God allows the gospel to be spread through such a process. He does it

through your person and through the labor of the cross you bear. The Lord
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who tells us to go to Nineveh tells us today to go to the world. He tells us to
go out for the salvation of the elect. Only when these seeds of sacrifice are

planted can the church become a papier-méaché of the fields.
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The saving passion of the Holy Spirit (Luke 15:8-10) 1998.3.8 week

Last time, we thought about how great the saint's passion for salvation was. |
saw the passionate heart of the shepherd who worked hard to find the one lost
sheep and prepared a feast. Today, | want to receive grace by thinking about
how great the salvation passion of God the Holy Spirit is. The woman in the
parable of the drachma in the text can be seen as a symbol of her Holy Spirit.
This is because the work of the Holy Spirit moves like a woman working in
secret. Genesis 1:2 says that although there was someone who spoke in
creating the heavens and the earth and making it a beautiful world, there is
also the work of the Holy Spirit who holds on quietly and passionately with
love. “The Spirit of God hovered over the face of the waters.” Even in
salvation history, the work of the Holy Spirit is absolute. No one can call
Christ Lord except by the Holy Spirit. This means that the work of salvation
also begins with the work of the Holy Spirit, progresses with the work of the
Holy Spirit, and is completed with the work of the Holy Spirit. And the Book
of Acts testifies to the fact that the work of evangelism that brings salvation is
also entirely done by the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:8). So today, by thinking about
the saving work of the Holy Spirit, we will understand the fact that our
evangelism is entirely the work of the Holy Spirit, and try to become partners
in it.

1. The Holy Spirit works with burning love.

Here the Holy Spirit is likened to a woman. | tied what | received as wages on
a necklace, but I lost one of these ten. Turn on the light in a cramped room
and search for it. And after finding it, a feast is prepared for it. If you're a

woman, you might find this, but if you're a man, you might be indifferent to it
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and leave it behind. If you are humble, you will look for the small things. If
you are arrogant, you will not even look at the small things. So the Bible

speaks of the importance of women's role.

It shows what the prayer ministry of the virtuous woman of Samuel's time, the
virtuous woman of Proverbs, and the ministry of devotion of the woman who
broke the alabaster jar were like. In finding her lost soul, we must have the
warmth, humility, and caring heart of a woman. You need to pray a lot. Like
the Canaanite woman, we must pray with passionate love toward this era that
seems to be possessed by demons. The church saves souls and accomplishes
God's work through the work of a woman of the Holy Spirit.

2. The Holy Spirit saves through illumination.

Here this woman lights her lamp and works. A lantern is essential to finding
lost drachmas.

| see it as a shabby house with no windows. There she must turn on the light.
This can be seen as referring to the illumination of the Holy Spirit. The Holy
Spirit shines a light on the dark food of sin in life. When she created, she gave
light by saying, “Let there be light.” Like the light (lamp) of the tabernacle,
the light of the temple of the heart is the Holy Spirit. If there is no light within,
the whole body naturally becomes dizzy. We must know how to wait for the
illumination of the Holy Spirit. There must be a lot of shining of the Holy
Spirit. Like Paul, we must cry out, “Give us the Spirit of revelation so that we
may know God.” (Ephesians 1:) We must have a vision of what we have
already received, what we can receive now, and what will happen in the future.
Our church must be able to see the light of what the Holy Spirit is saying

through this issue. We must wait for His illumination and stand honestly
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before His Word. When that light shines, misunderstandings are resolved and
we can see our own little light right under that light. | must follow the

guidance of this light.
3. The Holy Spirit allows us to enjoy heavenly joy.

Lastly, the work of the Holy Spirit allows us to enjoy the thrill of heaven in
advance. God gave us, who are already in Christ, the joy that David felt when
he anticipated Christ's first coming.

More than anything else, we must be thrilled by saving souls. It is true that
when we find a soul saved from sin, it is the Holy Spirit who causes this
amazing emotion to arise within us today. Because he is the harvest
commander. Because he is a harvest worker. Because he wants to receive
glory through the fruits of the harvest. Saints must have this joy of the Holy
Spirit flowing from within them. This kind of joy overflows in the heart of the

soul saver.

Today we thought about how hot the salvation passion of the Holy Spirit is.
The Son accomplished it, and the Holy Spirit applies that salvation. He
embraces us with the love of a passionate woman and illuminates us like a
lamp on a dark night, helping us find the lost parts of our souls and, after
finding them, enjoy the great thrill of salvation within us. Let us keep the

amazing salvation passion of the Holy Spirit within us and receive this glory.
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Return to the Father’s embrace (Luke 15:11-32) 1998.3.15 Week

The story in today’s text is a touching parable that we all know well. Some

say it is "the best of Jesus' parables, painted in the most beautiful colors and
giving true emotion." Another says, “Pearls and a crown in the Bible.” If we
truly read and meditate on this parable, we will be touched by the amazing,
large and wide love of God the Father, a love that is as wide as the sea and as
wide as the sky. This is because the Son's love of accomplishment and the
Holy Spirit's loving application love all flow from the love of this great Father.
In particular, Luke 15 shows us well what God's mission and God's

evangelism are. Gospel of John

In our Lord's words in 20:21, "As the Father has sent me, so | am sending you
into the world," we learn strongly that the Father's love for evangelism is
completed by the love of the Son and the love of the Holy Spirit. What kind of

love is the Father’s love?
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1. It is abundant love.

How does today’s text express the Father’s heart of love? We encounter his
love in three ways. (1) It is a love that wants to answer all of our wishes. In
verse 12, when they asked for a portion to return to, they gave it to them. He
did not ignore free will. Even though my father would have prevented it, he
responded to such a coercive request. In fact, there are many times when we
do something and put the blame on God. Still, the Lord abundantly satisfies
our desires. So the reason you don't get it is because you didn't ask. (2) In
verse 20, it is a love that waits for the son who ran away from home to return.
Itis a love that forgives and waits. Four verses of the text reveal it to us. 1)
“It’s still a long way to live,” but it’s a painstaking wait. It is not that the
father does not know the process of his son's debauchery. Although he is silent,
he knows the situation better than anyone else. “There is nothing new under
the sun.” 2) Feeling pity - It is an expression of being overcome by emotion.
Even though all the family wealth was spent, the person was moved by the

return of his son. He values it that much. 3)

I ran - it is proof that | am truly waiting. 4) Hug and kiss the neck - Repeated
kisses have a strong meaning of forgiveness. (3) In verses 22-24 and 32, we
see that he was a kind person who prepared the grace of abundant restoration.
The best clothes - he thought of himself as one of the servants, but his father
didn't think that way. - Ring and shoes - Recognizing the son's identity - A
feast for slaughtering a calf - It was an act of declaration of love for the son.
Likewise, the Father’s love is abundant. Jehovah, the God of Irie, is ready to

give you such grace as long as you return. This is the love of the Father. |
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hope you will accept this love and go back now. This is our foundation, our

ability, and our authority.
2. It is a waiting love that waits to return.

The parables of the lost sheep, the lost drachma, and the lost son gradually
show us his love. It is something that is done in the fields, at home, and in the
heart. It shows us how wide, big, deep, and ancient his love is. He awaits his
return in two ways. (1), He waits for the return from debauchery. The father's
feelings are that even though his second son left intentionally, he still waits
for him to return. How did he come back? 1) He turned himself (17) and
volunteered. - The Holy Spirit gives us a heart to turn. When the harvest is
poor and he is left to herd the pigs in the field, he does not make him feel
suicidal, but rather makes him feel like he wants to turn around. 2) He looked
at his situation and longed for his father’s house. (17) Longing is the
beginning of faith. The fountain of wishes must not dry up. In an environment
of hardship, we must dream many dreams so that the well of wishes can burst
forth. 3) “It’s okay to be my father’s crumbs” (18-19) Humility. He is satisfied
with being at his father’s house. This is the heart of a Canaanite woman.
Humility is what ensures that we receive God’s grace. 4) Moved into action
(20). What an amazing decision! Like the blind Bartimaeus, no matter what
anyone says, he comes to the Lord. If you are in this position, please come
back. Even if you fall and fall away due to a test, come back. Even if others
are like that, even if the environment is like that, stand up from there. My
father’s house is a good place. There is rest in the arms of the Father. (2) He
waits for us to break away from hypocrisy and enjoy the Father’s wealth. In

this parable, the Lord records in more detail the events that occurred at the
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father's banquet house. A serious danger lurked at the banquet. What was
wrong with the first son? 1) Because he was indifferent to his younger brother.
2) Because he did not know how to forgive. 3) Because he did not know how
to enjoy his father's wealth. That wealth can be enjoyed when you have the
heart of the Father. | have received a lot, but | am weak in my ability to enjoy
it. Just enjoying what you have already received is enormous. 4) Because |

didn’t know how to be happy together.

His sense of merit became a big mountain that darkened his mind. We must
return knowing the love of the Father who is still waiting for the prodigal son
who is inside and outside but must return. There is hope as long as you return.
Today we must deeply understand the Father's loving embrace. No matter
what position you are in, there is hope as long as you return. Because He
waits with abundant love. In particular, | believe that we should know the
Father's feelings toward lost souls and that our hearts toward them should

always ripen with love.(*)
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The Son’s greatest concern (Luke 15:1-7) 19983.1.

The three parables in Luke 15 show us the salvation passion first for the Son,
second for the Holy Spirit, and third for God the Father. Today, | would like to
think about Jesus’ interest in salvation in the first parable. What was our

Lord’s greatest concern?
1. His interest in the chosen one was extreme.

In Act 2, verse 10:45, our Lord's greatest concern is, "l have come... to give
my life as a ransom for many." Here, “many people” does not refer to all
people, but to a limited group. In the Book of Revelation, when it speaks of an
“innumerable multitude,” the number is 144,000, so we can see that it is
referring to a limited number. The phrase "my lost sheep” (6) in the text also
shows the Lord's interest in the chosen group who belong to Him. Paul also
says experientially that only “those appointed to be given eternal life” have

accepted the Lord.

When Peter saw the Holy Spirit come to Cornelius' family, he praised the
Lord for giving the Gentile repentance that would lead to life. And in the
future, confirm your election.” In this way, the Lord’s interest is “in my sheep.”

He is interested in those who should enter heaven.
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(2) Furthermore, our Lord is more interested in “the sheep to be lost.” This
word is in the passive voice. It refers to a person who has been lost by

someone or something.

In short, those who do not know the gospel are the lost. How many people
like this are around us? How many people will go to hell? Many Christians
today are losing the interest of the Good Samaritan. Anyone who is not
interested in the Lord's sheep is not one of the Lord's people.

The Lord's church is in pain, but if you are ignorant and have no interest or
desire to pray, you will either be a member of the Lord or just a child. How
much interest does our church have in this kind of thing? How much attention
do | give to this? Aren't you a person who is satisfied with your faith in reality?

We all must emerge from the crowd as devotees.
2 He is interested in the repentance of sinners.

(1) In this parable, we see the confession of the owner who leaves 99 animals
in the field, finds one, puts it on his neck, returns, and holds a feast. “I have
found my lost sheep” was the theme of the banquet given by the owner. The
purpose of the feast was to “find it.” Finding the lost sheep directly points to
repentance. The next verse in verse 7 explains this. This parable shows us the
heart of the Lord who so desires sinners to repent. But the Pharisees were in

contrast.

In verse 2, we see that we have an attitude of resentment toward the Lord’s
actions. We really have a tendency to not pay attention to repentance. How

much attention do you pay to this repentance while living on this earth?
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(2) What are we most interested in after believing in Jesus? Are you just
wasting time in church life and fighting for position like the disciples? The
purpose of Israel entering Canaan was not milk and honey. It was in the
repentance of lost souls (world missions). A Christian who loses this is no
different from losing life. When Jonah lost this mission and lived, the result
was a shameful life. Our church must also put a lot of effort into finding the
sheep and achieving true repentance. For this clear goal, we must move
forward by offering ourselves.

1) After a lot of effort and interest in one medicine, | found it. (ound ' keeps
coming up. This word

The Greek word "euron, ureo™ refers to discovery based on reflection,
observation, examination, and inquiry. I don't know how much effort it takes.
Leaving 99 in the field and valuing the loss of one more than the 99 shows the
shepherd's feelings about how precious a repentant soul is. When he finds it
and sees that he is happy and makes a feast, he does not complain or complain
or regret the hardships he has suffered because of the sheep. This is our Lord’s

heart.

(2) Our Lord truly made a tremendous sacrifice. He left the throne of glory
and became human. He was patient even in the face of his enemies. Human
sympathy and honor did not shake the toil. He finally carried my cross. What
kind of hard work do you do for the Lord? The toil of seeking, the toil of
digging, and the toil of carrying the cross are of interest to the Lord. Like the
first commandment, we must give our all to fulfill the Lord's will. How much

sacrifice is required? We must become those who take the trouble to find the
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lost sheep of the Lord. In the work of evangelism, we must have the heart of

the Lord and become helpers in this blessed work to achieve great work.
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Prepare for the day of fruition (Ecclesiastes 11:9-12:8) 1998.10.18. main

In order to live a fruitful life, we must correctly understand futility and expect
fruition through almsgiving. “Throw your food on the water... throw it to
seven or eight.” Today is a young day for the eternal fruition of our future. I'm
trying to think about how to prepare. People would really come to their senses
if they knew that their present life determines their eternity. If you believe
now, you will live eternal life, but if you do not believe, you will be
condemned. How do we prepare for a fruitful life on Youth Day? How do we

obtain eternal fruition?
1. Prepare the present as your flesh before the judgment seat of God.
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Verse 9, “But know that there is judgment from God.” Knowing and not
knowing that you are before the judgment seat makes a big difference. When
you know that, you can live a fruitful life. “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven
is at hand.” Judgment in the Bible is organized into three parts. 1) Itis a
judgment in this life, a providential judgment. Like Belshazzar, God's
righteousness is revealed through death by lightning and death in a car
accident. 2) Judgment after death, Lazarus and the rich man went to paradise
and hell after death. 3) The judgment of the last day, the White Throne
Judgment, and the classification of goats and sheep occur. It is the final
judgment that selects those who will enter the new heaven and new earth. It is
the final judgment of countless judgments. A wise person is one who lives

with his eyes set on the judgment seat of God.

Therefore, he lives by theism. As a result, he gets results. Is it the fruit of the
Holy Spirit? Is it the fruit of the flesh? (Galatians 5:22-23) Paul, our example,
testified the gospel while doing self-sufficient evangelism. He worked day
and night, trying not to be pressured. When we live with the mindset of
speaking, acting, and thinking before the judgment seat, we can bear eternal

fruit.
2. Prepare by living a life free from sin.

And to live a fruitful life, our hearts must turn away from sin. Verse 10, it says
to turn away from sin. 1 Get away from anxiety. Physical anxiety leads to
death. 2) Get away from evil. Opposing God's will is evil. It ruins the soul and
body. I hope that we can overcome the egoism that captivates our individual
hearts and live our lives. This is because our egoism destroys ourselves. How

does egoism destroy us? Look at autonomy and egoism in the parable of the
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prodigal son. It was Adam's sin. Satan always aims for this. The last
characteristic appears in the person of lawlessness. Now, it degenerates into
selfishness and extreme egoism. A fruitful life is one who fights against this
kind of selfishness. Among Korean immigrants, there are people who are
dedicated to anti-drugs, family counseling centers, and homeless people.
There is satisfaction in sharing what is yours. Satisfaction comes when you
trust in the Lord.

3. Prepare to live a life centered on the Creator.

While the former is a passive method, the latter refers to active activities. It is
said, “Remember the Creator.” What does that mean? (1) It means to live a
life centered on the Creator. Who is the center of our life? A life centered on
the self, not the Creator, is a sad life. It is a vain life, but a life centered on the
Creator is a meaningful life. The Sabbath is a day to remember the Creator.
This means that the Creator is God the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.
Remember in verse 1, before the difficult days, before there is no joy, before
the disaster. There are 16 physical descriptions: 1) Changes in the body (15) -
1. A person who keeps the house (trembles) 2. A person who is strong (bends)
3. A person who mills (he will write). Those who look out of the windows
decline (eyes) 5. Street doors close (ears) 2) Changes in physical activity (6-
12) - 1. Less sound of millstones 2. Wake up to the sound of birds 3. Music 4.
Fear of heights 5. Surprises on the road 6. Apricot trees bloom 7.
Grasshoppers become a burden 8. Resentment stings (procession of mourners)
9. Silver and gold chains break 10. Live in hope and greet the Lord. Live with
the attitude that you are standing before the judgment seat of God. Remember

the Creator.
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The Fruit of Salvation (Ecclesiastes 11:1-8) 1998.10.11 Week

As Daniel prophesied, in this age where people come and go quickly and
knowledge increases, there are so many people who need relief when they lift
up their eyes and look at the fields. People who are physically suffering due to
hunger and natural disasters, people who are in desperate need of spiritual
help, or even when we look at the world around us, we have no idea how
much help is needed. The evangelist who emphasizes nihilism shows that he
is a theological person who knows what new life is when he speaks of

teachings about salvation.

How should Christians take an attitude toward charity? In today's text, we

discover one of the most meaningful things in a world full of emptiness.

1. Reason for relief (2)
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Why do we need relief? Verse 2 says, “For you do not know what disaster will
come on the earth.” Here we see the reason for salvation. 1) This is because
relief is carrying out the mission we have been given. If you receive
something, you naturally share it. It is a natural and spiritual principle. If it
stagnates, it rots. The one who gives is more blessed than the one who
receives. 2) Because God's kingdom is expanded through charity, what God
has received is given to the children and others. In John 1: Andrew, Peter,
Philip, and Bartholomew - 12 people - 120 people, 3,000 people - increased
exponentially to 2 billion. Like the history of Five Loaves and Two Fishes, the
impact continues to spread not only in numbers but also spiritually, mentally,
and socially. 3) Especially because we are limited beings who do not know
the future.(2) What does this mean? Because we do not know what the future
holds, we must diligently give alms when given the opportunity. (4-5) We sow
by looking at the wind and harvest, and we harvest by looking at the clouds.
We do not know the path of the wind or the formation process of the womb of
the child. They do not know the work of God that accomplishes all things. So
he was told not to sow his seed in the morning and withdraw his hand in the
evening. Therefore, we need to set a goal to live a life of salvation. You must
be a giver, not a receiver. This is a specific way to give glory to God. Itis a
life that seeks the benefit of others. (1 Corinthians 10:3-33)

2. Method of relief (1,2)

So how to save it? Verses 1-2 of the text say, “Throw your food on the
water... Throw your food at seven or eight people.” Here we discover three
methods of relief. 1) Relief must be done secretly. Cast it on the water, do it

secretly. “Let your alms be in secret.” God repays the widow’s two mites. 2)
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Salvation is throwing your own plants. Throw his own. It means giving your
gift, your sacrifice, and your determination. Be a candle, not an electric light.
Labor of love must follow. 3) Almsgiving must be distributed with the heart

of God. - Give to seven or eight people. It means giving a lot. This means

saving a lot of money. This is the feeling of a conqueror.

In the case of Moses, he gave his life for his people. Jesus gave his life as a
ransom for many. When we make an offering, we must follow the method of

charity and distribute what is ours secretly to many people.
3. Results of relief (1)

Those of us who do not know what will happen in the future know that when
given the opportunity, it is the time to give alms, and when we do so with the
heart of God, we receive the promise that “it will be found again after many
days.” This means that God sees salvation. After many days, there is time to
spare. You shouldn't think about it conditionally, but you will find it again. It
is definitely given by God. Look at Joseph, he gave so much. But | found
them all. Look at Deacon Stephen. When he gave everything for the Lord, the
Lord later achieved great works. The Lord wants your heart. When | gave my
food and my heart for the Lord's church, | gave it to the Lord. | hope that our
church will become a messenger of heaven by distributing our plants to many
of our neighbors so that they can experience the miraculous work of five

loaves of loaves and two fish.
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A spirit that longs for the word (Psalm 119:17-24) 1998.9.20 (Note)

The basic attitude of a believer must arise from having the right attitude
toward those who hear and receive the Word. Although a man has been
appointed, he must have the confidence to spread the word of God, and the
preacher must testify with the confidence of someone who has been entrusted
with the word of God. This is the word. This is because strange events occur
inside. David experienced this experience in the Bible and now shows us the

blessings of a heart that longs for the Word.
1. You can long for the Word in any environment.

People blame the environment. Even so, you can long for the Word. There is
no separate environment to long for the Word. You can do as much as you
want there now. Lazy people can prepare for the future like the proverb says,
“Go learn from the ants in summer.” When you receive God's hospitality, the
decision to keep the word of the Lord is precious. (17) David in today's text
longed for the word in an environment of suffering. He longed for the word of
God among those who abandoned it (21), among those who were cursed (21),
and in an environment suffering from extreme pride (22-23). No matter how
bad the situation is, if you long for the Word, there is a way to live. Look at
Joseph. Even in difficult times, didn't he win when he went forth with the
vision (Word) in his heart? In the storm of Paul's journey, he overcame the
storm by relying on God and His Word. Of course, the work of salvation came

and it became an opportunity to realize greater grace. Jonah received grace
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because he longed for the grace of the Lord even in the belly of the fish.
When we face difficulties, we do other things first. But look for the Word and

there is a way to live.
2. How do we long for the Word?

Two facts appear in the text. (1) Long for the goodness and wonders of God in
His Word. I longed for goodness (17) and wonderful things (18). What is that
work? 1) Discovery of sin 2) Discovery of God’s character 3) Discovery of
promise. Therefore, those who discover this fact cannot help but read,
meditate on, and keep the Word. (2) You must concentrate until your soul
becomes tired. (20) Mobilize your efforts with righteousness. Did he read the
Bible until he was tired? When we move forward with this kind of longing,
we experience something strange. Look at Daniel’s prayer. (Daniel 10:) He
prayed until he was exhausted. God sent Christ to give us courage. (3) When
you long for the Word, living water bursts forth. Have you truly come here
longing for these words? What else is there? I hope this kind of affection

overflows.
3. What should be the goal of loving the Word?
What goal does this longing for the Word achieve for him?

1) It must be my pleasure. (24) If my pleasure is something else, it is a

problem. My joy must come from those words. My spirit must become bright.

My heart must be warmed. My abilities must be developed. 2) You must
become my counselor. I need to receive an accurate diagnosis of His will for
my problem. The method must also come from there. You must know that the

Word is my method.
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No matter how difficult it is, you can long for the Word. From there, bottled

water bursts.

How much do you adore it? Until something strange is discovered, until my
soul fades away, my joy. | must long for you until you become my counselor.

We are given this blessed book
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Fruition from above (Ecclesiastes 1:1-11) 1998.10.4. main

| pray that in the harvest season, when we sow in the spring and harvest the
crops we worked hard to cultivate in the summer, like the Thessalonian saints,
the work of faith, the labor of love, the fruit of patience of hope, and the fruit
of the character of the Holy Spirit will be borne. Above all, | hope that during

2

the Month of Fruitfulness, our church will live a “life that looks up to the sun,
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receive the power that comes from above, and bring together the fruits of the

Holy Spirit.

To do this, we must first have the realization of how futile life under the sun is.
How precious Christian Nihilism is to us. Calvin says in his Institutes that
these two types of knowledge are interconnected. In that sense, Ecclesiastes is
an important book for us. The book of Ecclesiastes is like a collection of
Solomon'’s life testimonies written in his later years. In Ecclesiastes we find
Christian nihilism. In it, we show that faith in the fear of Jehovah is the duty,
purpose, and life of life. How can one live a fruitful life in this vain world?

1. We must understand the nihilism of the world.

Today’s text asks us to have correct knowledge in two directions. (1) Begin by
realizing the truth that everything under the sun is vain. 1) Everything under
the sun is vain. (verse 2) Wisdom is vain (1:12-18), pleasure and wealth are
vain (2:1-11) ), the futility of a wise lifestyle (2:12-17), and the futility of hard
work (2:18-6:9) These words do not advocate nihilism. Those who do not
understand the history of redemption naturally have no choice but to become
nihilistic. When we look at the life of Romans 1:1, we see nihilism. The
image of a sinner in the hands of God's wrath. If God does not hold on to him,
he has no choice but to enter the fiery pit of wrath. James also compared the

splendor of life to the flowers of the field.

It is said to be a fog that appears for a moment and then disappears. Ancient
Gwangsil, high house, answering the door to the door are all in vain. Even if
ginseng antler is good, it is useless for aging. The world outside of Christ is
like being swept away by a flood, a life in which nothing is gained. (2) When

we know that everything under the sun is nothing new. (1) There is nothing
269



new. (9) “New things” come from God. Only when related to God can we
speak of new things, new things, new creation, new heavens, and new people.
In 2 Corinthians 517, it is said that a new creation and a new heart will be
given. John 1: is the light that shines in the world. This means that there is
nothing beautiful in God’s evaluation. Prove it, the movement of the sun (5),
the movement of the wind (6), the water (sea and river) (7), the movement of
all water, the movement of people's desires (1. "Big but unsatisfying to the
eyes". Life is When we meet God, we know what is new. Moses said that life

is like an arrow. “Give us the wisdom to count our days!”

They tell us to be filled with the Holy Spirit and live a new life. It is said that
a life lived without being filled with the Holy Spirit is a waste. When we
immediately understand the nihilism and lack of newness in this world, our
hearts begin to bear fruit. May the Holy Spirit give you the wisdom to know
the essence of life under the sun.

2. You must receive power from heaven.

How can such a meaningless life lead to a meaningful life? He says that you
can achieve fruition when you look up at the sun. There is no mention of

looking up, but this is the teaching of Ecclesiastes.

(Ecclesiastes 12:13) We heard the conclusion of the matter, and it is said that
the duty of life is to fear the Lord and keep his commands. To look up means

to look toward Christ. (Colossians 3:1-2)

Like the Thessalonian saints, 1) the enlightenment of the preacher - he was a
person who knew above. 2) The faith of the recipient (received through the

word of God) 3) Management of the fruit after receiving (I prayed that my
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inner self would be strengthened with power) Even in the midst of tribulation,
I received strength and new strength from above and lived. Christianity today
has to get past Christian nihilism. That's when you learn humility. Humility is

the mother of all virtues - Calvin.

When a person raises his eyes above the sun and becomes a person who sees
Christ, he can live life in the most meaningful way. You must live a blessed
life fruitful with power from above.
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Sentinel of the Gospel (Ezekiel 33:1-9) March 29, 1998

God, who established Ezekiel as the watchman of his time, has appointed us
as the watchmen of this age. So, when a believer loses his mission as a
sentinel of the gospel, from then on, he has no choice but to live a withered
and lifeless life, but when he realizes his mission to spread the gospel and
goes out in obedience, he experiences living water flowing from his stomach.

What kind of person must one be to be a good gospel watchman?

1. The watchman of the gospel must have a sense of responsibility for taking

on this era.

He has a hard time taking care of himself and his family, and being asked to
take responsibility for this era feels like a very heavy burden. In verse 7, God

told Ezekiel to take responsibility for Israel.

If we make known and convey the situation of God's judgment, the Lord will
take care of the results. But if he does not fulfill this responsibility, the Lord
will demand payment from you. So how do we take responsibility for this era?
1) It is possible when you have the Lord’s heart. This is possible through the

power of love when the love of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit overflows
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within us. In order to love our neighbors, we must first experience God's love.
This experience of love refers to receiving the confidence of the Holy Spirit
(Romans 5:5). In verses 10-11, God’s wish appears. He said, “God does not
want even one of the wicked to perish, but He so desires to be saved from
evil.” This kind of overflowing love must dominate our hearts. Then we can
take on this responsibility with joy. 2) This is possible when you are faithful
to the little things that are there. The Bible doesn't tell us how highly our
status is viewed. Verses 8-9 say that, like Ezekiel, we should live against this
world, viewing ourselves as agents. Subdue the earth (Genesis 1:28), be a
source of blessing (Genesis 12:1-3), be salt of the earth and light of the world
(Matthew 5), be a royal priest (1 Peter 2:9). This is not the sound of a
performance. This is a great declaration that our status has become like that.
However, you must be careful not to fall into the illusion of knowing how to
do something while ignoring small things in the present. We must embrace
this world in our hearts, study, earn money, pray, and move forward to spread
the gospel in this world, while at the same time being sincere in the little
things of the present. | believe that we must banish chance-ism from the field
of our lives and become wise people who solve this problem, knowing that it

is a task given to us by God at every moment.
2. The watchman of the gospel must remain awake.
It must blow clearly.

In verses 1-8, we are told to immediately know and spread the word that “the
sword has come.” Ezekiel is responsible for knowing exactly what is going on
in reality and testifying to this news. Jonah had only half knowledge. He knew

God's message, but he did not know how serious it would be for their souls to
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go to hell. This is because he was not awake. She only had eyes for herself
and had no eyes for others. Brannade could see the souls of the red race dying,
so he could sit on the ice and pray, and Joseph Erline had eyes to see the souls
falling into hell, so he could not help but pray at dawn. So what should the
watchmen of the gospel be able to see? 1) We must be able to see the wicked
sins of this era. We must understand the warning that “the ax is already laid to
the root of the trees.” There are two sins that stand out: materialism and
hedonism. The leaven of the Pharisees and the leaven of Herod. To what
extent are we being deceived by using piety these days? 2. We must be aware
of how serious the sins are and be able to see the works of God's Kingdom
that are already at work among us. It is the same as the activity of the mustard
seed. In order to do so, we must become people who can see the fruits of this
country and its activities in our homes, our churches, our service, and in our
hearts. We must strive every day to be more filled with the Holy Spirit, and
we must be able to humbly offer ourselves so that the Holy Spirit can work

among us.
3. The watchman of the gospel must blow a clear trumpet.

Verse 7 teaches that he has a responsibility to sound the trumpet clearly.
People like to blow the trumpet of victory and hope, but they hate to blow the
trumpet of warning. However, the gospel watchman should not be Pilate, but
John the Baptist. To do this, we need training in the application of the gospel.
Like Gideon's army of 300 men, they must hold a torch in one hand and a fire
in the other, and learn how to use it. You must learn how to feed 5,000 people
with five loaves of fish and two fish. How many people in the church today

do not blow their trumpets, do not know how to apply the gospel to their lives,
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and live as fools? You must live by keeping what is yours. Am | blowing the
trumpet clearly at home as a sentinel of the gospel? Does your life show
evidence that this person is a Christian? The evidence must show our lives.
And when you have the opportunity, you should definitely blow your trumpet

toward him.
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Let us protect our eternal inheritance (1 Kings 21:1-16)

We often use the word “tendency” to refer to a state of tilt in direction. We
hope that you will move forward with the right growth trend. | believe that
proper growth occurs when we reject what God has forbidden and regard the

inheritance God has given us as life.

Although Naboth, who appears in today's text, seemed weak, he was a person
with a clear direction and tendency to grow in faith. But Ahab and Jezebel
went in the opposite direction, with disastrous results. | hope that the direction
and tendency of your faith growth will be as clear as Naboth's and that you
will finally go to a place where you receive blessings. So what was the
inheritance that Naboth regarded as his life, and what was his attitude toward
it?
1. The Lord’s inheritance that Naboth regarded as his life
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What company did Navot, which comes out today, receive? It is the Lord's

inheritance (4), the land that is the inheritance of our ancestors.

This is a family that has kept the land distributed during the time of Joshua for
more than five centuries. This cannot be sold and has been kept as is. because?
Because it is a company given by God. What a wonderful family and what a
wonderful family this is. If the world changes and our companies also change,
this is a serious problem. On the contrary, we must be more truthful, more
righteous, and more righteous and take issue with everything that is not good.
The method is not the issue.

The inheritance given by God is divided into four categories. 1) Faith. The
grace of salvation (Ephesians 2:8-9), faith is more precious and precious than
gold. How much do you know about this value?

So we revive everything for that purpose. 2) It is the gift of the Holy Spirit.
All Christians have received the gift of the Holy Spirit. (1 Corinthians 12:13)
We must not bury it in the ground like the man who received one talent. This
is because you do not know how amazing a gift this is. Your job is to lay
golden eggs. Be loyal to it 3) It is heaven. Heaven, which is a place, is ours.
(John 14:1) We will enter the world filled with the praise of Hallelujah in
Revelation 19. | hope you all become people who sing this kind of praise. 4)
God himself is the inheritance. Ephesians 1:13, God has sealed it with a
guarantee. Those whom God takes as my inheritance are blessed. God gave
everything. He gave us His own Son, Seongrip Himself. Naboth was the land,
but we have inherited the spiritual blessing that is its completion. | hope you

find this one to cherish. Above all, we
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Respect “my ministry,” knowing that it is a source of blessings. What could

be more unfortunate than not knowing how to value and enjoy precious things?
I hope everyone values my current position and experiences the spring of the
Lord there.

2. Proper attitude toward state companies

What attitude should we have towards such a valuable company? Our text
shows four kinds of attitudes. 1) People of greed: We see this in the attitude of
the nine. They do not know how to value their own things and try to take what
belongs to others. DeWitt also had this temperament. It happened to the
disciples too. Desire for fame. How evil is your heart? This is the appearance
of a typical fleshly person. The fleshly mind and the spiritual mind become
enemies. 2) People of the devil: There are people like Judas Iscariot here too.
This is Jezebel. He is an unregenerate person. He did whatever it took. He
frames Naboth and kills him. He was cunning and he was forgiven. He shed a
lot of blood. Cain's ruthless attitude The Church of God sometimes
experiences tribulations like Naboth in this world. They are also oppressed
mercilessly by those who claim to believe. The Lord prophesied that they
would persecute you without cause. Still, we must show the attitude of the
Lord's love even when we report those who do marker work. 3) Compromiser:
This is the attitude of the crowd. | did it without knowing. That doesn't mean
there is no responsibility. The elders were mobilized to Kill him. Jesus, the
crowd said, "Listen to the briber and crucify him." When we compromise, we
feel temporarily comfortable, but eventually become sympathizers. The
church must discern the world. We do things without knowing what is good or

bad for the child. If so, the church needs a lot of examples. Pastors must
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follow the commands of the Bible to do this, elders to do this, and teachers to
do this. 4) Attitude of loyalty: But even more than this. There is an attitude
toward this important inheritance. This is the attitude of Naboth. He refused

even to the point of death because it was God's inheritance.

No one recognized it. But the Lord vindicated his righteous spirit. He has
avenged his blood. Look at the martyr's prayers at the foot of the altar. He
judges His enemies.. Revelation 19: He says He will avenge the blood of the

martyrs.

Elijah lamented that he was left alone, but God fulfilled his covenant by
leaving behind someone like Nabo. In God's eyes, he can make one person
worth 7,000 people. Check out your eternal inheritance. Salvation. amnesty.
Heaven, are you passing on God as he was like Naboth? We are defending the
faith, not the land. | hope you grow into a person like this. When that happens,

great fruits will arise in our lives.

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A golden opportunity to receive grace (Psalm 119:25-32) 1998.9.27

The famous Samuel Lutherford was known to have influenced the church
through letters while in prison. His confession is, “Your illness is your
strength, and that is your health.” He said, "The words to live without
suffering are the greatest temptation words from hell." Today the psalmist
says, “The soul is in the dust” (25). “My soul is oppressed” (28), attacked by
lies (29), shamed (31), and persecuted. What is surprising is that there is
evidence that he received grace amidst these hardships. Therefore, it is true
that the suffering we experience is a golden opportunity for us to receive great
grace. How did David receive grace?

1. When the soul is attached to the Word, he receives grace.

In verse 25, “When my soul is stuck in the dust, revive me according to your
word. Would you have the spirit to do that when you are stuck in the dust?
But it is precious that he knew that the recovery of the soul is by following the
word. Verse 31 says, “Do not be put to shame.” How does he know that he

receives grace when he clings to the Word?

1) Let my thoughts be captivated by biblical thoughts. 2) Get caught up in
inspiration. 3) Break my will and choose the will of the Lord. The decision of
the Garden of Gethsemane is required. Is it God’s will to be devoted or not?
God's will for you is to dedicate yourself to the class given today. Everyone, |
hope you will cling to the Word that will suffer. You must have no distance

from the Word. At that time, grace comes.

2. | received grace when I had the attitude to learn.
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And this David was filled with the desire to learn the Word. This is the secret
to receiving grace. Teach me the statutes (26). Make me understand (27),
establish me (28), give me your law with grace (29), these expressions all
prove that those who try to learn His word receive grace. The most
unfortunate people in this world are those who do not learn. 1) He is arrogant
and does not learn. Two disciples on the road to Emmaus, “You who are slow
to believe the word” (Luke 24:44) 2) Do not learn from stereotypes. The
disciples did not know until the house of self was broken. Please do not be
stingy in learning the word of the Lord. We must diligently learn the word of
the Lord. 2 Timothy 3:16 says that the characteristics of the Bible are teaching,
rebuking, correcting, and training in righteousness. We must open our hearts
and not be stingy in learning the word of the Lord. Let those who are weary
and burdened learn from the Lord. At that time, grace comes.

3. You receive grace when you quickly enter the path of commandments.

After knowing the words you have learned, you receive grace when you have
the determination and obedience to follow the path of those words. Studying
the Bible is not a study to accumulate knowledge. It is a study of life. Verse 32
says, “If you enlarge my heart, [ will run after your commandments.” Do we
have such zeal? This road is narrow, but it is the road of life. A person's
determination can do great things. The path of commandments is a path filled
with life. If you have some spare time after suffering, remember that that

opportunity is the path to running towards the commandments.

The best opportunity to receive grace is during times of suffering. But if you
want your suffering to be meaningful, listen to the Word in times of suffering.
