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Christ came as King (Isaiah 9:6-9) 1995.12.24 Week

The origin of Christmas is said to be the Christianization of the original feast



of Salunalia in Rome. That is why Jesus' birthday was set in December. There
is a record that the Puritans declared this day as Labor Day to intentionally
avoid observing it. However, we believe that we should use this day as an
opportunity to exalt Christ, the King of God's kingdom. Isaiah, a prophet who
came 700 years before Jesus, rejoiced at the prospect of the king of God's
kingdom. What kind of country is it and who is its king?

1. The king of that country will come as a true man and a true God.

“For a child is born to us (the Son of Man), to us a son is given (the Son of
God), and the government will be on his shoulder (the King of kings).” He
came as true man and true God.

Philippians 2:6-7 says that He was originally God, but He came in human
form and became obedient to the point of death, dying on the cross. Zechariah
14:9 says, “The LORD will be king over the earth; in that day the LORD will
be one, and his name will be one.”
Who is the king of that country? This is Jesus Christ, whom the wise men
worshiped. He was the Word who became flesh according to the prophecy of
Isaiah. | hope there is true worship like the wise men.
2. What are the characteristics of the king of that country?
Isaiah says four things. 1) He is a wonderful and counselor. This means that
he is an amazing counselor. This means that he is a strange advocate. So
people shouted that there was no one on earth who spoke like Jesus. In this
chaotic world where there is no leadership, the only true leader is Christ.
Those who receive his guidance will have hope and comfort. 2) He is
Almighty God. (1 Corinthians 14:33) He rules the country with almighty
power. He solves the void in an orderly manner. As Solomon said, the only
true answer to the vain world is Christ.
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3) He is the everlasting Father. He protects and loves us with his paternal love.
Those who leave their father's embrace become unhappy.

Therefore, in Christ we live with His eternal love and protection. 4) He is the
Prince of Peace. Grace and peace, glory and peace flow from him. Philippians
4:19 says that God, who is abundant, provides all our needs. It is said, “Glory
to God in the highest, and on earth peace to those with whom he is pleased.”
(Luke 2:14) Are you serving this king?

Those who serve the King will be filled with praise with a new song. This
Christmas, let us praise this great King of God’s kingdom and give sincere

thanks for his love and protection.
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Apostle’'s ministry, my ministry (1 Timothy 1:1-3) 1999.13 New Year's

Thanksgiving Service

On New Year's Thanksgiving Day, we hope that God's grace and peace will
be with you as you enter a new era. In this age when you have the possibility
of going on a honeymoon to space, | pray that God's grace, peace, and power
that renew you every day will be with you. This year, our church is moving
toward understanding the Puritan faith. Puritan faith is nothing else but the
restoration of biblical faith, that is, the faith of the early church in the Acts of
the Apostles. Let us find out through the Puritans, who are called giants of
faith. The book of Timothy shows the true face of the church that arose after
the revival of the early church in Acts. Why did Paul claim the office of an
apostle in that way? This claim is very important because our faith is built on

the apostolic foundation. This is because if the authority of the apostle falls,
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everything falls apart. So what did Paul realize about this position? In today’s
text, we realize the importance of the three positions. Why is the office of an
apostle so important?

1. Because that position is a position given by God’s command.

It is said that it is a command in verse 1. Whose order is this? "It is said to be
a position received by the command of God our Savior and Jesus Christ. 1)
The command of God our Savior - The word 'Savior' was used only for the
Roman emperor of the time. 2) Christ Jesus is our hope - Hope refers to
assurance. There is a basis for confidence. Paul received his ministry through
this process and confirmed it through the three-year visit of the original
apostles. Therefore, our ministry is established on this basis. It is an important
position because it is an important position to be established by the people,
and we hope that you will have this awareness as a position given by God. |
hope you live in

The Puritans lived as messengers in the wilderness. Whose errand boy are
you? | thought God had entrusted America to me.

2. Because that position is a gift that builds the church.

He said, “True Son in faith.” Cham here refers to genealogy. This means that
he is a son with legitimacy. Here we see how Paul thinks about the church.
What is church?

It is a place where the sons of God gather through faith in Christ. Therefore,
heaven’s view of family goes beyond blood ties. The Lord said that those who
do His will are my brothers and parents. Paul called Timothy his own son. 1)
Timothy was originally a mixed race child. 2) His maternal grandmother was
religious. 3) After meeting Paul, he was born again and received his words.

The Lord's church was formed through these relationships. Therefore, the

office of an apostle is the foundation of the church. No one can break this
family relationship.

Matthew 16:16 says that the gates of Hades cannot overcome it. Please know
that your job is to build the church. It should not be thought of as just being
blessed because one is good at one's job. It is a gift established to benefit the
church. Here the Lord commanded a blessing.

3. Because that position is a channel through which God’s grace is supplied.
There is a greeting in verse 2. It was said that the office of an apostle was a
command of God, and that the office of an apostle was to establish the church
of God. It is said that grace, mercy, and peace come from there. 1) We must
drink the water that comes from God the Father and our Lord, the water that
the Lord gives us. He alone is the source of grace. What grace comes from it?
1] Grace 2 Mercy 3] Peace comes. Grace without mercy is not true grace. We
must know that grace is supplied through this very ministry. The one who
performed the miracle of the five loaves of fish was the Lord, and the ones
who carried it were the disciples. | hope you know that my job is so important.
Is there a position as blessed as this? Is there anything as eternal as this?
Where else can you receive grace like this? Do you cherish the position you

have been given?
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Fulfill God’s plan (2 Timothy 1:3-8) 1999.1.10 Week

Today, Paul reveals the reason why Timothy stayed in Ephesus in verses 3-8.
He said in verse 3 that the goal is to 1) not teach other doctrines (legalism,
anti-moralism) and 2) not be obsessed with myths and genealogies. In short,
he was trying to follow the lesson right away. In the meantime, Paul tells us
what the purpose of the commandment is. This is a word that shows us what
the purpose of the law is and what the purpose of the church exists.

1. The ultimate goal of the church

The ultimate purpose of the church is to fulfill God’s economy. Verses 3-4 say
that if one focuses on myths and genealogy, one cannot fulfill God’s plan.
The economy is God’s plan. Ep

In 1:14 he is said to have been redeemed according to God's plan. This

economy is the works of God. In other words, 1) it is the completion of
16



salvation. Our goal is to advance to the position of justification, sanctification,
and glorification. Among these, justification is the center of all grace. 2) It is
to form a community (church) of salvation. It is not only the salvation of the
individual, but the salvation of the community. The Lord wants this. | hope
that we will become people who have the heart of Christ. We are now moving
toward this goal. We are called to fulfill God's plan. Some people have
different purposes for going to church. They go to heal their illnesses and
achieve their goals. The goal must not waver. Paul wanted Christ to be
honored in his body whether he lived or died.

2. How to achieve God's economy, which is the ultimate goal of the church.
In today's text, we are told what we must do to achieve that goal. “It is said
that the purpose of boundaries is love.” The purpose of the law and the Ten
Commandments is love. So, if you stick to the right teachings, a life of love is
bound to emerge. So what is the source from which this love comes? Where
does it come from? 1) It comes from a pure heart. The heart is the sum of
human moral affections. So the Lord purifies his branches so that they may
bear more fruit.

15:3) Love comes from a pure heart. This is because those who are pure in
heart can see God. (Matthew 5:8) However, we always feel that our hearts are
dirty due to sin. There is guilt, a sense of guilt. We know how to believe in
the effectiveness of the atonement of our Lord Azazel and apply it to maintain
a pure heart. Now we must gain freedom from this sin by applying it daily.
This is because the Lord said to Peter, “He who has already bathed needs
only wash his feet.” 2) It comes from a good conscience. Next we show that
achieving a good conscience is our way. What is conscience? It is the voice of

God within us (self-judgment). It is like an inspection organ. When we
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commit a sin, our conscience knows faster than anyone else. The writer of
Hebrews teaches, “We must recognize the evil in our conscience and be
sprinkled with blood.” So the church is an organization of good conscience.
Paul teaches that it is important to edify our weaker brothers. He said, “I have
the authority to do anything, but I will not do it if it causes pain to my
brother’s conscience.” 3 It comes from sincere faith. God's love comes from a
clean heart, a good conscience, and a sincere faith.

I have already said that faith, love, and hope are like one tree. When it comes
to faith, you always have to think about two things. 1) One is the object. “Let
us look to Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith.” Hebrews 11:6 We
must believe that He exists and that He rewards those who diligently seek
Him.

2) The other is the basis. The basis of faith is only support, and it is God's
word of truth. The only truth among truths is the Lord and His Word. In other
words, “true faith” is something that arises from the Lord’s words based on
His words. This is where true love comes from. We should not think
grandiosely about achieving God's plan, but rather learn that it will be

achieved when we first become healthy Christians.
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The fruit of the gospel borne from the law (1 Timothy 1:9-11) 1999.1.17.

main

Paul explains to Timothy how the law becomes its fruit in the gospel. He says
in verse 11, “This doctrine is according to the gospel of the glory of the
blessed God, which was committed to me.” This shows how important the
law and the gospel are. This means that you should not separate them, but
connect them and remember that relationship well.

I. The law is like the soil with the seeds of the gospel.

This means that the Old Testament law, expressed as dispensation, law, and
precepts, is not separate from the gospel, but has roots and seeds within it that
can bear the fruit of the gospel. So, up to verses 9-10, Paul talks about the
characteristics of the law by emphasizing its negative aspects. What is the law?
The law is like a mirror that serves to make sin very sinful. So, in Romans,
Paul said that we realize our sins through the law. In today's sermon, it is said
that it is these people who need the law. Those who are lawless and
disobedient. ungodly, sinners, unholy, profane, murderers of fathers and
mothers, murderers, sexually immoral, sodomites, robbers, 4) liars, swearers,
It is said that it is to ensure that those who go against sound teaching are

punished and realize their faults. So, the law removes sin, makes us realize
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sin, and turns us to Christ. The Pharisees valued these laws, but why did they
become so miserable and fail to bear the fruit of the gospel? This is because
the weightier part of the law has been lost in Matthew 23:23. The Old
Testament was necessary in infancy, but we need to understand how it was
completed in the age of the Gospel. Otherwise, our salvation can become
legalistic and moralistic.

2. The gospel is like a tree and its fruit grown from the soil of the law.

When compared to a tree, if the Old Testament is the root, the gospel is the
fruit. In verse 11, this precept is the law. The law is not separate from the
gospel. This law points to the gospel and is the matrix from which the gospel
was produced. He said, “By following the gospel of glory.” The law has two
sides. 1) Yes

In 1:14, if the grace of the law is a drizzle, the grace of the gospel is a shower.
It's a contrast. (Hebrews 1:1-2) David also saw its glory and lived, and
Abraham was justified in the gospel. We are those who have seen this gospel
with our own eyes and have been captivated by its glory. Therefore, we live
in a happier era than the characters in the Old Testament. Paul realized this
and exclaimed, “Behold, now is the accepted time; now is the day of
salvation.” How thrilling is this?

2) Next, we believe that the law and the gospel are continuous. All blessings
are already contained within the law. The tabernacle symbolizes the glory of
the gospel. The glory of the Holy Spirit, the substance of the cloud, remains
within us in Christ. | hope you understand these two sides well and enjoy this
blessing in the gospel.

3. We must live a life that fulfills the requirements of the law within the

gospel.

Here, “What is the life of the gospel of glory? That life shows us two things.
1) It is the thrill of salvation. It is the thrill of being a person whose sins have
been forgiven. 2) It is a change in life. We live that life as required by the law.
We must make sure that goodness, righteousness, and truth bear fruit. We
must become more sensitive in our ethics every day. It is to fulfill the
requirements of the law within the gospel. Around us today, we see a
tendency to lean in a strange direction rather than trying to bear such fruit.
Like Josiah, he started with the Word and followed the Word, and the goal of
the Word was self-denial. Today, the Lord wants to build such a strong church.
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Grace poured out (Ecclesiastes 1:12-17) 1999.1.24 week

Praise and gratitude are the most positive solutions to all problems. Against
legalism and anti-moralists, Paul solves this problem with gratitude (12) and
praise for the gospel (17). To sum up the reason why Paul was thankful, it
was because of the abundant grace he received. So what kind of grace was
given to Paul? How is this grace given?

And what is the purpose of giving this grace?

1. Contents of grace

What kind of grace did Paul receive? He was grateful for two blessings. 1)
First, it was the grace of salvation. In verse 13, the past status has changed.
He was a blasphemer of the gospel and a zealot who killed believers. (Acts 9:)
From this position, he moved to the light and became a defender of the gospel
and a victim of persecution. In the Philippian prison, he said, “Christ will be

most honorable in my body, whether I live or die.” This saving grace
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transformed him into a very different person. A man who lived for himself
was transformed into a man who lived for Christ. What is the change? Verse
14 says, “It is a change that overflows with faith and love.” He is boasting of
the blessings of a person whose life is rich in love, which comes from a pure
heart, a good conscience, and an honest faith. 2) The second was the grace of
mission (duty). In addition to being thankful for salvation, he was also
thankful for receiving the mission to preach the gospel. (Verse 12) 'l give
thanks to Christ Jesus our Lord, who has strengthened me, because he
considered me faithful and put me in charge.’ How much cheap grace is
around us today? We must not become materialistic people, otherwise we will
not see the truth. The grace of the Lord was poured out without limit.

2. The motive for grace to come

When does this overflowing grace come? The mediation work of Christ is the
basis for receiving grace. In verse 15, it is said that Christ came for sinners.
“Christ Jesus came into this world to save sinners.” These are “words that
radiate the soul of the gospel.” Paul must have thought of Jesus’ teachings
when he said this. Verse 17, “Praise the King of the ages.” Indeed, we were
able to live through the mediatorship of Christ who came and became a
sacrifice for us. His intercessory prayers still continue. He tells us to go
before the throne of grace. This outpouring of grace continues to be supplied
by Christ's work of mercy. The Lord continues this ministry through the Holy
Spirit. Therefore we

They are “considered people” and should not have any sense of merit. If a
person has even the slightest idea of becoming something on his own, he is a
person who blocks grace. God allows us to change our priorities to give us

grace. Paul's goal was to honor Christ. Come to the Lord every day in the
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name of Christ our Mediator. There the Lord provides grace.

3. The purpose of pouring out grace

It is to become an example for those who have gained eternal life. In verse 16,
patterns refer to “artists’ general sketches” and “illustrations intended to
express the author’s burning goal” (Simpson). Today’s church growth theory
is going astray. What's important is what's inside, not what's outside.

I think it comes from the atmosphere or environment rather than the example
of godliness. The Lord is still looking for an example. That example is a life
that resembles the Lord. Therefore, the ministry of a disciple is the sum of the
Lord's teachings and his final will. I am not talking about a ministry that is
greedy and turns it into a program for its own use. If | first live a life that
follows the example of the Lord, a path will naturally open up. We look for
people like this in our homes and around us. Let us accept the grace that
pours like a waterfall into our souls. This is faith. Appreciate this. That grace

is the grace of salvation, and that grace is the ministry of the church.
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Fight the good fight (1 Timothy 1:18-20) 1999.1.30 week

Last time, we looked at Paul’s reasons for gratitude and praise. Today we
look at Paul’s command to us. The command is to fight the good fight. This
good fight takes place throughout the lives of saved Christians. Therefore,
without the good fight, it is not a Christian life. We must beware of a life of
complacency. We must be wary of living according to the methods of blood
and flesh. So what did Paul see as a good way to fight?

1. Fighting through prophecy.

What does it mean to fight with prophecy? Verse 18 says, “Fight the good
fight according to the prophecy that guided you.” Prophecy refers to the word.
Therefore, the good fight is a fight of the word and a fight of doctrine. As we
have already seen, legalists and mystics (a doctrine obsessed with myths and
endless genealogies) and anti-moralists (movements that ignore the ethics and
morals of the law). Last week, | went to a Mormon temple. | saw that every
visitor who came by carving a statue of Jesus had a smooth appearance and
tempted people as if it were something. What is the problem? Because the
teaching is wrong, they are dreaming of a human palace in the name of Jesus.
In order to fight according to the Word, we must have discernment and make
it obedient to Christ Jesus. 2) You must be able to explain the teachings of the
Bible through words and life. There is nothing more powerful than living like
this. Because of this, | hope that the good fight through prophecy will
continue in your life.

2. Fight with a good conscience.
31



Look at a good conscience. Conscience is the voice of God within us. What is
the standard for a good conscience and an evil conscience? Good and evil are
always discerned according to God and His Word. When something happens,
we must decide right away and follow it according to our good conscience.

It is a life lived before God, whether people see it or not. This is the life of
presence. It is a life lived before the face of God. Look at Ananias and
Sapphira. | deceived my good conscience and fell. The voice of conscience is
the voice of God. | was given the opportunity to feel remorse. The union of
the two is a union of evil. This means that there are people who abandon a
good conscience and hold on to an evil conscience. We fight the good fight by
keeping a good conscience.

3. Fight this battle with sincere faith.

He compared sincere faith to a boat. When one lives with true faith, one wins
the good fight.

Faith itself implies faithfulness. What are the characteristics of true faith? It's
like a Benjamin tree. 1) It is like a tree that has formed an organic relationship.
2) There is a process of growth. 3 It is a life in which ethical fruits inevitably
arise. Look at Abraham. He went through a process of growth and bore such
fruit.

In order to fight the good fight, we hope to fight with prophecy, with a good
conscience, and with true faith. We are like men on the battlefield. David's
victory was entirely due to the power of God. On his side, sincere faith and a

good conscience
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Pray first (1 Timothy 2:1-8) Week of February 7, 1999

Last time, we said that the good fight is fought with prophecy, a good
conscience, and sincere faith. In such cases, prayer plays an important role in
the good fight. The weapons of prophecy, a good conscience, and sincere
faith are all achieved through prayer. Without prayer, it is impossible. When
we pray, the Holy Spirit creates real work. “You will be equipped with
everything in prayer and preaching the word.” (Acts 7:) Even if you are
armed with everything else, these weapons become effective when you pray
in the Holy Spirit at all times. (Ephesians 6:) So the first thing Paul advises is

to pray. all. Prophecy and words are basic. The law and the gospel are basic.
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Then, the effectiveness of this is achieved through prayer. because? This is
because it is the place where the devil works. They dominate the market with
false teachings.

It makes you believe a lie to be true. It gives a false desire (ambition). The sin
of eating out occurs. The worm of conscience is eating. How can we win in a
place like this without the effort of prayer?

Only through the labor of prayer can we achieve love, the purpose of the
economy. So how do we pray?

1. The purpose of prayer

Why are we asked to pray? “It lies in living a quiet and peaceful life amidst
godliness and sobriety.” In short, the purpose of prayer is to sustain a life of
godliness. What is this godly life? It is organized into three. 1 It is a neat life.
It is simple mind. Like Jesus, he is someone who worships him like a child. 2)
It is a quiet life. It is a secret life. God answers prayers in the closet. 3) It is a
peaceful life. It is supernatural peace. This is to enable us to live as possessors
of heavenly peace. This is godliness. How can there be peace in a place
flooded with waves? The bottom of the sea water is calm. When you take a
plane and go above the clouds, you enter a different world. This is the time
for prayer. Do we have this kind of life of godliness and peace today? We
must have this kind of life of godliness and peace in our families and in our
individual hearts. The miracle in the house of the widow of Prophet Do
occurred when he prayed in his room with a bottle of oil. These emergency
means come to those who pursue godliness.

2. How to pray

So how should we pray? Paul mentions the contents of prayer as follows: One)

Specific prayer of petition (Matthew 7:7-9) 2) Prayer In general, public

prayer is prophecy. 3) Dogo

- Intercessory prayer (prayer of kings and those in high positions) “When
praying for your neighbors Vision

It expands." 4) Prayer of Gratitude and Faith (Philippians 4:6-7) Start with
anxiety and move up to gratitude.

The reason why such serious effort must be included in prayer is because of
our flesh. The Lord's answer in the Garden of Gethsemane: “The flesh is
weak.” This is because life focuses on other things and puts prayer on the
back burner. We are very stingy when we ask, when we give thanks, and
when we intercede. Learn Hannah’s prayer. Learn about Abraham's growing
faith. Even though there was a bad harvest, they came back and kept the faith.
An altar was built. When we pray, we must be able to do this kind of
painstaking intercessory prayer.

3. The life of prayer

So how do you receive answers when you pray? What is the core of prayer
and the life of prayer?

Paul said to raise holy hands and pray. What is “Prayer with Hands Lifted”?
One)

It means surrender. (Repentance and faith) 2) It is a prayer for forgiveness. 3
It is a prayer only for the glory of God. When there is such a holy prayer, the
Lord works. Amalek was defeated through Moses' prayer. He was overcome
by the prayer of Christ. The activities of Joshua and Caleb were the result of
prayer. First and foremost, | hope you all pray. What is the goal of prayer? It

is the peace of godliness. This is the life of eternal life.
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Channel of Gospel Transmission (1 Timothy 2:1-8) Week of February 14,
1999

Today, we live in an era where passion for spreading the gospel is hot. Each
person strives to leave behind great achievements like the generals who fight
at the forefront of the battlefield. How precious is it? However, here we need
to put the brakes on and examine whether our own evangelism is approved as
biblical evangelism. Are we really preaching the biblical gospel? What does
Paul say about the mission of spreading the gospel given to the church today?
1. Spreading the gospel is God’s wish.

Verse 4 says, “God wants all people to be saved and to come to the
knowledge of the truth.” Here we see that God's will in sending his Son to
this earth was salvation. In this passage we discover three important truths. 1)
It is true that God has a burning desire. Does saying that God has a wish
mean that he has a lack? That's not what I'm saying. He is the Creator,
Providence, Savior, and Judge who lacks nothing.

That wish is salvation. The Lord wants those who are in sin to be saved like
Paul. The Bible is filled with the Lord's burning desire. To Abraham, all
nations in the world were objects of blessing. The Lord worked persistently
for the “salvation of 120,000 people who could not distinguish between left
and right” (Book of Jonah). 2) It is true that everyone is a target of
evangelism. This is the point of confrontation between Calvinism and
Arminianism in the 17th century. We must understand here that even though
God's wish for salvation is for all people, we cannot escape from the principle
that only the chosen are saved. We just have to have a sense of duty to spread
the message diligently without discriminating over who. 3) It is true that

evangelization means “being saved and reaching knowledge of the truth.”
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The word salvation refers to the salvation of the whole person and a life of
salvation in all areas of life. The church today is making this mistake. There
is a misunderstanding of the connection between evangelism and edification.
And the order is changing. When the church is healthy through the power of
godliness, we can evangelize. Ignoring this principle and thinking that all you
need to do is go to Seoul is not biblical evangelism.

Knowing Jesus and coming to the knowledge of the truth is the church's first
and most important task to continue. We must become obedient to the
preaching of the gospel promised in Matthew 28:19-20. We should not think
about spreading the gospel too lightly. Clearly, the biblical evangelism that
Apostle Paul speaks of is to make him believe, lead him to the church, and
advance him to a position of keeping the commandments of Christ. Even
today, we must not disturb this order and move forward knowing the
importance of our own godly lives. Lot was the chosen one. He suffered.
However, let alone evangelizing, he barely became an example of someone
who was saved. He needed a strong life of godliness like Abraham.

When he became unable to properly govern his family, he was put in a
position of shame.

2. Everything has been prepared for the effectiveness of the gospel.

In verses 5-7, we see that God has already prepared everything for the
effectiveness of the gospel. What has God prepared? 1) He paid the ransom in
full. Ransom (Mark 10:45) “Ransom,” solved the problem of sin. He himself
became the redeemer. He gave freedom and liberation. 2) There is a mediator.
He helps us as our eternal Mediator. Through Him we can do all things. 3) He
established a messenger. He was given the office of preacher and apostle. He

appointed a preacher. He accomplishes the ministry of the Word through the
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church. Look at the method of delivery in Chapter 1 of the Gospel of John.
One person met the Messiah and told another. It was delivered in that order:
John Andrew, Peter, John, and James. Through Peter's evangelism, 3,000
people repented, and through Paul's ministry, the salvation of the Gentiles
was achieved. He wants the gospel to be delivered through you. Where are
my Jerusalem, my Judah, my Samaria, the ends of the earth? People today are
waiting for the gospel.

3. The spread of the gospel is first accomplished through those who live a life
of faith and truth.

The Lord prepared everything and called us to spread the gospel. We
ourselves must be the evidence. So, in today's text, as soon as the prayer
prayer is mentioned, this word appears.

The shortcut to spreading the gospel is to possess godly peace ourselves first.
(verse 7) | have become a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and truth. One of the
illusions of the modern church is that they think that others come first and
then themselves, leaving out the self. However, the order of the Bible is self
first. The most active act of spreading the gospel comes from an individual's
pious life. We achieve this by striving to live a godly life. The evangelism of
the apostles Peter, John, and Baum were all revealed through their own piety.
Even today, this order does not change. We who have gathered to fulfill the

Lord's wish must run toward the Lord's calling. Toward the prize of calling
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Who is a godly woman? (1 Timothy 2:9-15) Week of February 21, 1999

Today, it is criticized for being a women's liberation movement and a
movement for women's rights. In one paper, among the biblical expressions
of gender, in Acts 1:22, “We will appoint one of those who always walked
with us to testify with us of the resurrection of Jesus,” the term “person”
refers to a man. (In the 1984 NIV translation, it was male, but in the 1996

NIVI it was male.) The conclusion is that the Bible speaks of the importance
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of a man's position. Clearly, God has shown us such an order. What does the
Bible tell us? The Bible says women should be women. This means that when
we live according to the principles already given at the time of creation, we
can live a beautiful life, a life that reveals the image of God. So at this time, |
would like to think about what women should do within the church.

1. What should a woman have?

God always focuses on a person’s character rather than his or her work.
However, people focus more on ministry. Even though Adam and Eve did not
learn the methods and technologies to conquer and rule the earth, God
considered their relationship with them to be more important. This is because
the Lord gives everything here.

What should I have? Today’s text clearly states three things a woman should
have. 1) Maintain shame and affection (9) Humility and restraint. It is
neatness. You must be able to feel shame. How is this done? It is still
achieved based on the gospel and through prayer. That is why it speaks of a
life of neat piety. Who is the virtuous woman of Proverbs? She is more
precious than pearls (31:10), she takes care of her household, and she does
not eat food that is neglected (17). It is said that beauty is vain, but a woman
who fears the Lord is beautiful. (30)

2) Be good deeds and neat (10) Maintain good deeds. Must be good. It's all
about softness. Peter tells us not to repay evil with evil, but with good. This is
the purpose of calling us. This is the life of light. A woman's heart should be
filled with such good deeds. Jezebel was a woman full of evil deeds. His end
was miserable. She took real power and moved. But God was mindful of
what was not accomplished through good deeds. 3) They are told to learn

complete obedience. (11-12) Syntyche and Euodia were female leaders
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during Paul’s time. They faced this problem while working. It is a lack of
obedience. A woman must learn obedience in silence. A woman who obeys
the word of God achieves great things in itself.

Because from a gospel perspective, he becomes an eternal example. Because
his life is also a sample of a man. We learn when we see each other. God gave
us the couple of man and woman to examine the image of God. Pursuing
these character elements is a great contribution to the church. The Lord wants
a sample like this. But today, how many problems arise in our families due to
the influence of the world? We must pursue what is most normal. Looking at
Sarah from Abraham's family, we see that it is difficult to live this kind of life.
Envy, jealousy, and evil that arise right away do not know how to delay. We
can move toward this goal in the Holy Spirit.

2. Why should a woman be pious?

Paul mentions these elements and reveals the reason. Looking at verses 13-15,
two reasons can be summarized. 1) Because women are weak. First of all, she
is a weak vessel because she has been tempted. But she did something big. If
she sees what the devil was aiming for, it is because she was plucked from
Adab's rib cage.

He is a facilitator, not a leader. She didn't say anything about asking. The
serpent deceived the woman, but the woman persuaded Adab. (Ezekiel) The
church is like the Garden of Eden. Here, the devil attacks a lot through
women. When women are tempted, the whole family falls apart. Society
becomes confused. 2) Because you can go to the place of complete salvation.
Salvation is the place of complete salvation, showing the path to becoming
one who bears the image of God. This is the secret to maintaining the created

order and keeping our society healthy. Paul's interest is in achieving a
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complete plan of salvation. When a woman protects her place, the family
becomes strong and strong. The kingdom of God will come true. Forming the
image of God is what the Lord wants, and members of the church, comprised

of men and women, must keep it according to the gifts they have received. (*)
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Office of Bishop (1 Timothy 3:1-7) 1999.2.28 Week

Thinking about 1 Timothy, | was able to learn a great deal about how the
church of God may be like an organism, like a tree or a house. Just as a tree
bears fruit through the growth of its roots, and a house is built on a strong
foundation, the Lord's church is so strong. Paul exhorts Timothy in the
following order: economy, doctrine, love in the inner life of the individual,
men and women, and authority in the church. Because last time, when
exhorting men and women, | pointed out the importance of holiness, shame,
chastity, obedience, and good deeds. This becomes clearer when talking about
the position of director. At this time, | would like to think about the
importance of the supervisory position, qualification issues, and the purpose
and motivation for achieving those qualifications.

1. Importance of supervisory position
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Bishop refers to pastors, elders, and other authorities in the church. This is
very important. It was said to be a gift. The reason it is important is because it
is about feeding and shepherding God’s flock. Several passages in the Bible
point out the importance of that office. In John 21: “Feed and shepherd my
sheep,” but in Acts 20:19-20, Paul’s example clearly states what to do as an
overseer of the church. Ephesians

In 4:, it is said that the oversight of the church is a gift from God. He appoints
pastors and teachers so that they can become one in what they believe and in
what they know. He causes us to become like Christ. The office of overseer is
the authority of God. This is because it is applicable to realizing and applying
revelation. Through this position, the bishop builds the church. God is
glorified when a church is established. Therefore, those who do not know the
importance of the office of bishop are likely to lead a sick religious life.

2. Qualifications for supervisory position

So who will perform this important position of oversight? What is the method?
In today's text, the qualifications are presented and the work is done. You
must admire it first. It means that there is a gift. A good conscience, honest
faith, and a pure heart are required. The lesson must be personified. An
unqualified person is like a cow entering a fraudulent house. So we must
reach a clear standard for character. Standards in three areas were presented.
1) Regarding oneself, a person who lives a godly life (self-control, sobriety,
Adam, does not enjoy alcohol, does not love money) is a person who has
established the peace of godliness. Only then can he overcome the enemies
that come.

2) Regarding our neighbors, we must be hospitable to strangers, be good at

teaching, not hitting, being tolerant, not fighting, and bringing glory to God.
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Even though a miracle occurred, Moses could not enter Canaan. Must be
transparent (Judas, Achan - should not be the kind of person who gets greedy
when the opportunity arises) 3) Regarding the family, he becomes the
husband of one wife.

In verses 4-5, you must be a person who manages your own family well. The
reason for suggesting such qualifications as a normal life with the wife and a
normal life for the children is because only then can the church properly
function as a church. You, man of God, “pursue righteousness, godliness,
faith, love, patience and gentleness.”

3. Purpose of establishing the position of director

Why do you require such strict qualifications? In verse 5, it is to govern the
church of God.

To rule the kingdom of God. This determines the rise and fall of that era.
Therefore, that position is the pillar that builds the church. He is the adult of
the people, the adult among adults.

Because he is a king who guides kings. Only in this way can the kingdom of
God be strengthened.

There are many positions in the church today, but is the church really getting
stronger? The problem is a flaw in character. This is why living a complete
gospel life is so important.

The church that Apostle John saw was not an ideal, but an existing church.
He holds the seven stars and travels through the seven invitations. The Lord
called us to build this kind of church.

Therefore, under an overseer who is blameless, we are transformed into

church members blameless.
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What is church? (Ecclesiastes 3:14-16) 1999.3.14. main

In 1 Timothy, Paul says: He talked about prayer and duties. This culminates
in seeing the beauty of the glorious Church of the Lord. What is the church
discovered in Paul’s eyes? A church is a place filled with words and prayer.
As Psalm 36 says, the church is “to feed you with fat and make you drink the
river of happiness.” (Revelation 3:20) The church is a place where people
have a character refined through the Word and show the fruits of that
character through prayer. The pastors, elders, and deacons of the church are
not a power group, but a witness group. The mystery of godliness is
Christ! .What is church?

1. The church is the house of the living God.

What kind of church is the Lord trying to build in Matthew 16? The Lord
established a church in a place where people confess to being the Son of the
living God. The church is a place where the living God sits. It is a mercy seat.
Although it has no form, it is a place filled with the presence of the living

God. This is where Emmanuel was fulfilled. This is the place where the
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source of fortune is realized. | am thrilled. It is paradise. It is a place
overflowing with the blessings of the Garden of Eden. Today’s text points out
two things. 1) It is the pillar of truth. The pillar here refers to a light like a
lighthouse. The church is in a central position where anyone can look at it and
receive salvation. Just as those who were bitten by fiery serpents were saved
by looking at the bronze serpent, those who look to Christ and believe in Him
are saved. The church is the light of truth. The church is a place where my
personal life of light and salt has an impact on the world. 2) It is the
foundation of truth. The word foundation means foundation. When building a
house, the foundation is important. The foundation of God's house is Christ.
(Ephesians 2:20) The church is a building built by fitting together in
Ephesians 2: and being built as a place to serve Christ. Those who build their
houses on this rock are those who hear the word of truth and obey it. How do
you view the church today? It is a problem if we evaluate by focusing on
visible things. Rather, the Bible is said to be the pillar and foundation of truth.
It is called the house of truth. It is called the House of the Word. It is the
house of the Bible.

2. The church is a place where the image (godliness) of Christ is realized.

In the text, Paul looks at the secret of godliness and is impressed with
admiration. What is the secret of this godliness? The church is an
organization filled with piety. It is a place where there is light, a place where
there is fear, and a place where we see the image of God. We are thrilled
when we think that there is a church of the living God on this earth. The
church is a place where the image of Christ is realized. Paul felt this emotion
as he saw the image of Christ, the head, being revealed through the saints of

the church. Then, what is the image of Christ and how is the image of Christ
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achieved? 1) The image of Christ comes from faith in the law and the gospel
mentioned above, and refers to a person who has achieved the purpose of
boundary. It refers to “love born of a pure heart, a good conscience, and
sincere faith.” In other words, it is to resemble the mind of Christ. The Holy
Spirit came among us for this purpose. So how do we form the image of
Christ? It is achieved through union with Christ. Why does He say this in
verse 167 It refers to the incarnation, resurrection and ascension of Christ. To
summarize, 1) we must be united with his word; 2) Must be united with his
death. 3) Must be united with His resurrection.

4) Must be associated with His Ascension. In other words, by being united
with Him through His words and prayers, we become increasingly
transformed into the image of Christ. The Lord's Church in the 21st century
has become a witness organization that shows unity with Christ on this earth.

About the Church We must become likenesses of Christ as living believers in

the house of the living God in order to be formed into the image of Christ.
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Christ came as King (Isaiah 9:6-9) 1995.12.24 Week

The origin of Christmas is said to be the Christianization of the original feast
of Salunalia in Rome. That is why Jesus' birthday was set in December. There
is a record that the Puritans declared this day as Labor Day to intentionally
avoid observing it. However, we believe that we should use this day as an
opportunity to exalt Christ, the King of God's kingdom. Isaiah, a prophet who
came 700 years before Jesus, rejoiced at the prospect of the king of God's
kingdom. What kind of country is it and who is its king?

1. The king of that country will come as a true man and a true God.

“For a child is born to us (the Son of Man), to us a son is given (the Son of
God), and the government will be on his shoulder (the King of kings).” He
came as true man and true God.

Philippians 2:6-7 says that He was originally God, but He came in human
form and became obedient to the point of death, dying on the cross. Zechariah
14:9 says, “The LORD will be king over the earth; in that day the LORD will
be one, and his name will be one.”

Who is the king of that country? This is Jesus Christ, whom the wise men
worshiped. He was the Word who became flesh according to the prophecy of
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Isaiah. | hope there is true worship like the wise men.

2. What are the characteristics of the king of that country?

Isaiah says four things. 1) He is a wonderful and counselor. This means that
he is an amazing counselor. This means that he is a strange advocate. So
people shouted that there was no one on earth who spoke like Jesus. In this
chaotic world where there is no leadership, the only true leader is Christ.
Those who receive his guidance will have hope and comfort. 2) He is
Almighty God. (1 Corinthians 14:33) He rules the country with almighty
power. He solves the void in an orderly manner. As Solomon said, the only
true answer to the vain world is Christ.

3) He is the everlasting Father. He protects and loves us with his paternal love.
Those who leave their father's embrace become unhappy.

Therefore, in Christ we live with His eternal love and protection. 4) He is the
Prince of Peace. Grace and peace, glory and peace flow from him. Philippians
4:19 says that God, who is abundant, provides all our needs. It is said, “Glory
to God in the highest, and on earth peace to those with whom he is pleased.”
(Luke 2:14) Are you serving this king?

Those who serve the King will be filled with praise with a new song. This
Christmas, let us praise this great King of God’s kingdom and give sincere
thanks for his love and protection.
